Cement at Cut
Prices Ignored

Uttlc Attention Is Given
to Demand for Material
at a Reduction Even
to the Government

Building material price positions had
their most crucial test last week and
have, for the most part, survived,
according to the Dow Service daily
building report.
The test came in the form of a cir-

cular issued by one of the purchasing
bureaus oí the United States Navy De-
pirtment. It was addressed to the
cement distributers of this city,
announcing that it wanted bids on

10.000 barrels of Portland cement and,
in substance, demanded a lower price
than the present market level. The
attitude of most of the companies was

exactly that indicated in this column
earlier in the year.that the strong
companies would sit back and let the
price cutters loed up on the unprofit¬
able business if they wanted to accept \
jf. and wait still longer, if necessary
for ordinary building orders that would
at least insure sales above & pauper¬
izing profit level.

Loaded« Up With Orders
When the circular reached the field

jt found the habitual price cutter
already loaded up with orders and
not particularly interested in this re¬
quirement. Some mills to-day are
actually facing the necessity of appeal-
ing to other cement mills to sell them
cement to meet the business they have
booked. The stronger companies as-
sume the position of merely ignoring
the demands for price reduction to the
uavy bureau, even though intimation
was made in the circular that if the
price submitted did not show a differ-
ence from the general market quota-
non the matter would be taken up with
the Department of Justice.
The cement market is too active to

make price cutting attractive, even for
orders of this kind. Inquiry in one
company in the first fourteen days of
June this year totalled 400,000 barrels,!
us against 250,000 in the wholo month
of June last year; 330,000 barrels in all
of June. 1917; 300,000 barrels in June,
1916. and 200.000 barrels in June, 1915.1
Contracts signed by the same company
in the first fourteen days of June this!
year totalled 125.000 barrels, as against
50,000 barrels in all of June last year;
60,000 barrels June, 1917; 40.OOO bár¬
rela June. 1916, and 30,000 barrels
June, 1915.
These figures are fairly representa-¡

*i\e of the movement in the Portland
cement market, in proportion to the
:ize of the non-cutting cement com¬
panies, and shows why the cement
¡rice is so firmly established.

Strength of Msrket Shown
Further reflection of tho ..trength of

the market is shown in the attitude of
the:Eastern group of'architectural ter-
ra tta manufacturers, who report a

sharp increase in demand due to the
recognition by architects and builders
of the economic advantages of having
the source of supply of this facing ma¬
terial in such close proximity to the
arge cities of the East, resulting in
comparatively low cost of raw mate-
¡als and low cost of production where

repetitive architectural motives are
used. In this department manufact¬
urers early in the year offered price
concessions from the 1918 levels, which
stimulated demand. The Dow Service
daily building reports was informed
by leading interests in the trade on

Saturday that architectural terra cotta
buyers will be assured that the present
price level will not be increased this
year. It may be necessary, however,
to somewhat lengthen time of deliver-

Further evidence of the necessity for

prospective buyers to promptly getinto the market with the specificationsis found in the fabricated steel depart¬ment, life records of the BridgeBuilders and Structural Society as col¬lected for the month of May by Secre-
ary George B. Gifford shew that forthat month the fabricated steel shopshave already contracted for 49 per centof their capacity. Only a month agothe total was only 24% per cent, repre-senting a gain from March, which reg-¡stered only 12 per cent, and Februaryof 12% and January 12. There hasbeen no price cutting, concession orshading in the last month to stimulateorders.

Save Time by Early Order»
In the dealer and distributing sideof the building material market further

strengthening is noted. The Brooklyn
mason material dealers' yards have fol¬lowed the lead of the other distribu¬
ters in this vicinity and will close their
yards forydeliveries on Saturdays at 1
o'clock during the months of July and
August. Contractors will save delays
on rush work if they will advance their
week-end requirements and place their
orders for Saturday consumption next
week on Thursdays and Fridays.
The sharp turn for the better in

building financing is registering in the
volume of materials moving out of
mason material yards, although it is
still too early to meter anything like
what the volume is likely to be in an¬
other sixty days.

Settlement of the brick bargo cap¬tains' strike is looked for to-day, ac¬
cording to a statement given out byWilliam K. Hammond, chairman of the
committee of brick ma lufacturers ap¬pointed to deal with the strikers.

Chance to Obtain Brick
Every job needing common brick can

get it to-day. Eighteen barges were dis¬
charged on Saturday and the light¬ened barges are being rushed back to
the plants as fast as possible to getthem out of danger. Strikers cut loose
four barges last week in the Gowanus"
Canal. The brick strike situation,which looked exceedingly dark two
weeks ago, was very much brighter
Saturday afternoon, and by the middle
of this week the crisis is expected to
bo entirely closed. A strike of com¬
mon laborers on buildings for G5 cents
an hour was an event of the week-end,
but it has not developed into serious
proportions.

Price changes are few. Practicallyall that do occur are upward. Cast-
iron soil pi;ie moved up five points, but
lead has dropped slightly to $0.05.
There will bo a price advance in heavy
pressure valves this week. Former
plumbers' earthenware prices have
been withdrawn and new quotationswill be out this week. Radiator valves
have advanced 5 per cent in one case,
at least.
