Search Under Dry Law
Limited in Committee

WASHINGTON, June 23..Indiscrim¬
inate search of private dwellings for
intoxicating liquor» after prohibition
goes into effect virtually was eliminat¬ed and possibilities of punishment forviolation of the law were minimized asthe result of amendments to the in-forcement measure voted to-day by theHouse Judiciary Committee.
A provision backed by the Anti-Sa¬loon League allowing searching ofhomes on affidavits made before amagistrate was stricken out. The com¬mittee amended the resolution so that

any person desiring a search warrantmust make application to and receivethe conestn of a United States court, acourt of record within (ho state or aUnited States commissioner. Theamendment means, according to mem¬ber of the committee; that only a houseactually connected with a saloon orpremises where liquor is told can. be\ «Marched.

suit for án injunction against the en¬
forcement of the July 1 law.
"We will decide this week just what

legal action we will take," said Mr.
Cavanagh. "We feel certain that an
appeal to the Supreme Court will save
us from prohibition until next Janu-
ary."

Efforts to learn how the law will be
enforced, if it actually goes into ef-
feet, proved unavailing yesterday.
"We have nobody to patrol the city

to find out whether the law is being
violated," it was said yesterday at the
office of William H. Edwards, Internal
Revenue Collector.
"We have not been asked to help en-

force the law," it was said at the Po-
lice Department.

"It is up to the Department óf Jus-
tice," said William M. Anderson, state
superintendent of the Anti-Saloon
League. I
Yesterday the drys telephoned John

Daly, chief inspector of the Police De¬
partment, and put this question to
him:
"Have the Federal authorities asked

the aid of the Police Department to
enforce prohibition?"

"I think that's too large a question
for you and me to discuss.nothing
doing," responded Daly.
Keen rivalry still exists between the

wets and the drys. James Arthur
Seavey, managing director of the As¬
sociation Opposed to National Prohi¬
bition, 19 West Forty-fourth Street,
declared that few people believe pro¬
hibition would be allowed to go into
effect Tuesday.
"President Wilson's recommendation

in his message to Congress that light
wines and beer be exempted from the
war measure would indicate that he
may issue a proclamation calling the
war measure off," said Mr. Seavey.
"The attitude of labor as shown at the
meeting of the American Federation of
Labor at Atlantic City a few days agoshows how the country feels. Presi¬
dent Wilson is quite likely to listen to
labor's wish."

"It is unthinkable that President
Wilson, at this late date, will obstruct
prohibition," retorted Mr. Anderson, of
the Anti-Saloon League. "It is absurd
to say that the President can declare
demobilization has been accomplishedwhen it hasn't. Congress would have
to act, and that is unlikely."

Beer Suit Answer
Is Filed by Caffey
United States Attorney Francis G.

Caffey, who, with Collector of Internal.
Revenue Richard McElligott, is' de¬
fendant in the injunction proceedingsbrought by the Jacob Hoffman BrewingCompany, filed his answer yesterday in
the Federal District Court. The brew¬
ers' action is designed to restrain Mr.
Caffey and his co-defendant from inter¬
fering with the manufacture or sale of
2% per cent beer.

In his answer Caffey asserts thatthe suit is brought against the United
States without its consent, and seeks
a decree a court in equity is without
jurisdiction to grant.

Mr. Caffey then states that "the pro¬hibition against the use of food prod¬ucts in the manufacture or productionof beer with an alcoholic content in
excess of 2% per cent by weight is still
in effect, but that such, prohibition ex¬
ists solely by force of proclamation,dated December 8, 1917, pursuant to
the provision of Section 15 of the act
of August 10, 1917, and does not exist
and never did exist by virtue of anydecision, rule or regulation of the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue."

In answering that part of the com¬
plaint which alleges that the 2% percent beer is not intoxicating, Mr.Caffey says:
"This defendant is advised that theCommissioner of Internal Revenue is

not and has never been authorized bylaw to determine what beverage is in¬
toxicating, or what alcoholic content,if any, is required to render a berer-
age intoxicating within the meaningof the Act of November 21, 1918. Alsothat said Commissioner is not andhas never been authorized by law torohibit persons from qualifying as
rewers where the alcoholic contentof their product at any time duringthe process of manufacture equals orexceeds one-half of 1 per cent byvolume.
"Also that the said commissioneris not and has never been authorizedto determine the question whether,under the act of November 21, 1918,it is or has been unlawful for a brewerafter May 1, 1919, to UBe any of thematerials named in that act in themanufacture of beer.
"But this defendant is advised andbelieves, and so alleges, that, irrespec¬tive of the provisions of the Treasurydecisions of February 6 and March 13,19Ä, any brewer may now and will beable to qualify as such, be licensed, and

carry on the manufacture, productionand sale of beer, without limitation orinterference and without regard towhat may bo the alcoholic content ofhis product, provided* that such alco¬holic content does not exceed 3% percent by weight, if he pays the taxes re¬quired by him by law, and otherwise
complies with the provisions of theInternal Revenue laws. And that thereis not in existence any provision or
any decision, rule or regulation of theCommissioner of Internal Revenue un¬der which failure to comply with thefourth subdivision of section 1 of the
act of November 21, 1919, as inter¬
preted by the Commissioner, will beby him or any of his subordinates, by
any government official or employe,treated as ground for cancelling thelicense of a brewer or otherwise in re¬
spect for interfering with him or his
propertyif he takes the risk of prose¬cution under the act of November 21,1918, in the event he violates the same.
The defendant asserts that he has

never made any thrat against the com-
plainnant to enforce any provision of
the Internal Revenue laws or that it
was his purpose to seize or cause to
be seized any of the beer or other
property of the brewers.
