The eld Brevoort house, at the north¬
west corner of Fifth Avenue and Ninth
Street, one of the few famous old
Fifth Avenue dwellings remaining, has
been purchased by George F. Baker,
jr., vice-president of the First National
Bank. Mrs. Baker is the great grand¬
daughter of Henry Brevoort, who built
the house in 1834, and the purchase is
of a sentimental nature. Mr. Baker's
family is one of the stanch support¬
ers of the Murray Hill restriction,
which it has defended, even though it
required a liberal expenditure of
money and the purchase of property.It was not to be learned yesterdaywhether Mr. Baker is planning remov¬
ing from Murray Hill to the Washing¬
ton Square section, which many'years
ago was practically owned by the
great grandfather of his wife.
The deal for the old and interestingIan I mark was closed yesterday for Mr.

Baker by Newton Rae, vice-president of
Worvnington Whitehouse, Inc. The
property was sold by the de Rham fam¬
ily, which has occupied the house since
Henry de Rham bought it from the
Brevoort family in 1857. It is interest¬
ing to note in this respect that the
dwelling has changed hands but twice
in the seventy-five years it has been
standing at the Ninth Street corner.
It is interesting to note also that it

has been recovered by posterity and
perhaps will never leave its control".
What wa3 the consideration in yes¬

terday's transaction was not announced
by the real estate brokers, but in the
sale of the house to Henry de Rham
in 1857 the price was $57,000. At that
time the dwelling was one of the finest
in all New York. It was one of the
prominent spots in New York society.
The first masked ball in this country

v%s given in the Brevoort house by
the Brevoogl family. It was referred
to in the newspapers at the time as
"An imported amusement." Miss Ma¬
tilda Barclay, the charming daughter
of the British Consul in New York
at the time, who was returned
to England because of his re¬

cruiting activities in this country dur¬
ing the Crimean war, and a young
man, a Southerner, named Burgwyne*
were among the man.-, guests at the
ball. They fell in love with each
other during the evening, and at 1
o'clock in the morning Miss Barclay,
drCsscd as Lalla Rookh, and Mr. Bur-
«gwyne, as Feramors, left the ball and
at break of day were married. It was
the talk of the city for a long time.

In addition to the corner property
Mr. Baker has also purchased the
dwellings in the rear at 5, 7 and 9
West Ninth Street. The entire prop¬
erty has a frontage of 92.3 feet on
Fifth Avenue and 126 feet on Ninth
Street.

Legion of Honor Bestowed
on Pennsylvania Quar¬
terdeck as 21 Guns
Boom Signal of Peace

In the midst of a salute of twenty-
one guns, which acclaimed the signing
of the treaty of peace, Admiral Henry
T. Mayo, retiring commander of the
Atlantic Fleet, stepped onto the quar¬
ter deck of the flagship Pennsylvania
shortly before noon yesterday, and
with twenty-one other naval officers
received the decoration of the Legion
of Honor at the hands of Cav-tain Saint
Seine, French naval attaché at Wash¬
ington. The ceremony was witnessed
by Vice-Admiral Henry B. Wilson, who
is to succeed Admiral Mayo as fleet
commander, and who recently received
the cordon of the Legion at Washing-
ton.
The ceremony began just as the sun

broke through clouds that had veiled
it for two days. As the admiral and
the other officers filed on deck sailors
and marines, torming a guard of honor,
manoeuvred into position. Then Cap¬tain Saint Seine, with his aid, EnsignEdouard Lefevre, presented the silver
crosses and cordons.

Usual Kiss Omitted
After each presentation CaptainSaint Seine clasped the hands of the

recipient, but omitted the usual formal
kiss on the check. Following the
ceremony Captain Saint. Seine made a
brief address, saying the decorations
were bestowed by France in recogni¬tion of the gallant service of the
American officers .during the war. Ad¬
miral Mayo replied, expressing the
thanksv of the officers for the highhonors bestowed.
Admiral Mayo received the cordon,

cioss and medal of a Grand Officer of
the Legion of Honor. Captain N. C.
Twining, formerly chief of staff to

Wisconsin Senate Takes
Action Against I. W. W.

Special Correspondence
MADISON, Wis., June 27 .With the

object of driving the national head¬
quarters of the I. W. W. out of Wiscon¬
sin the Senate to-day passed the anti-
syndicalist bill. The measure was
brought in by>Senator Nye, of Superior,
at the suggestion of Governor Phillip,
who issued an order recently against
the holding of any I. W. W. meetings
in the state. The national I. W. W.
headquarters were recently removed
to Superior from Dulutn, when the
Minnesota Legislature enacted a law
which would drive it from that state.
The vote on the bill was 23 to 4, the
opposition consisting entirely of So¬
cialists.
The bill is aimed at criminal syndi¬

calism, sabotage, malicious damage to
property and other unlawful terrorism.
It says:
"Criminal syndicalism is prohibited

and any person guilty thereof 'shall be
punished by a fine not exceeding $1,000
or imprisonment in the state prison
not exceeding two years, or both, such
fine and imprisonment in the discre-
tion of the court."
