ures connected with the playing of the

Both these victories stood out in a

season of play that ha? not been devoid
of sensations, but more than this, I
believe, was the convincing proof fur¬
nished that both Miss Zinderstein and
Miss Eleanor (loss have "arrived" and
from this time forth will have to be
reckoned with in every important tour¬
nament, whether it be a national, sec¬
tional or state affair. In other words,
the day of the younger player is at
hand, and those who have so long held
the heights must be prepared to yield
them sooner or later to the rising gen¬
eration.

Norwegian Lacked Stamina
There are none who will attempt to

say that Miss Bjurstedt was within fif¬
teen points of her usual game duringthe week at Philadelphia, "i he greatNorwegian was slow of foot, short, veryshort of stamina and reservo power,and almost completely lacking in that
marvellous "puce" in her groundstrokes that served to hold her at thn
top through four long years of almost
constant tournament play,
As a matter of fact, the now former

c iiarnpion should never h/feve entered
the national tourney, for it was utterlyimpossible for her to do l.erself jus¬tice. The wonder is that she was able
to last until the semi-final round. Onlythe nest courage enabled her to hold
off Miss Wagner in the round before
the semi-final.
She was ripe for defeat in that

match, yet Miss Wagner, playing bet¬
ter tennis most of the time, allowedthe great victory to elude her simplybecause she could not prevail over the
superb fighting spirit of the Norse
girl. It was a case where that inde¬
finable quality we know as "class,"and which only champions possess,
proved too great a mental barrier for
the opponent, to overcome.
The last few games of the final set

found Miss Bjurctodt playing purely
on her nerve. Very weary of body,but with unflinching courage, she
tí,lew herself into the breach with re
rnarkabla fortitude, just when it
seemed that defeat must, be hep por¬
tion, and Mis« Wftgner, evidently with
confidence shaken by this show of de¬
termination on the part, of the cham¬

800-Metre Relay
Record Broken at

Big Allied Meet
PERSHING STADIUM, France, Sat-

urday, June 28.. Private Sol Butler, of
the American army, who was the win-
ner of the trials in the running broad
jump at the Inter-Allied games to-day,
was cheered loudly when he stepped
up to the box of the King of Monte-
negro after his success to receive from
the King the medal of the Fourth
Class of the Order of Danilo.
The stadium was crowded at the

opening of the inter-Allied games to-
day. Before the contests began, Colo-

| nel Wait Johnson, of the games com-
mittee, received the decoration of offi¬
cer of the Legion of Honor, and Lieu¬
tenant Colonels Goodrich, Lon organand MacDermott, and Elwood F.
Brown, of the Young Men's Christian
Assaciation, were made Chevaliers.
Bob Simpson, United States, won

the final in the 110-metre high hur¬
dles event. Wilson, New Zealand, fin¬
ished second.
The first Englishman to compete in

the stadium ran third in his heat of
the 400-metre run to-day and qualifiedfor the finals. In the finals of the
running broad jump Sol Butler, United
States, made 7.557 metr.es; Worthing-
ton, United Stnes, 7.267; Johnson,United States, 6.69, and Kebdell, Xew
Zealand, 6.553.
The world's record for the 800-

metre relay was broken twice to-day.In the first heat the American team
covered the distance in 1 minute
33 1-5 seconds, followed by the teams
representing Australia, Italy and Ru¬
mania. Immediately afterward the
Canadian four equalled the Americans'
time and were followed by France. Bel¬
gium, and Greece. The new record
beats the old by 2 4-5 seconds.
Both finishes brought the 30,000

spectators cheering to their feet. The
American team was composed of Pad¬
dock, Haddock. Torkelson and Tesch-
ner. The Canadian runners were
Howard, Haliburton, Zoellin and John¬
son.

Simpson's time for the 110-metre
hurdles was 15 1-5 seconds, equallingthe world's record. Butler's runningbroad jump was within .043 metres of
the former Olympic record, beating the
French record by over half a metre.

All the American entries in the 400
metres run.Edby, Spink and Grey.
qualified for the semi-finals, winningtheir respective heats. They were
slower, however, than Devaux, of
France, who won the second heat in
52 2-5 seconds.

Miss Coss, although defeated in the

third round by Mrs. Wightman in a
notable three-set match, looked more
promising to me than in any match
she has ever played before since she
took up tournament tennis.

Frank Kramer met defeat at the

14,000 fans at the Velodrome in Newark
yesterday afternoon. Eaton rode
around Kramer on the last lap, andthough Kramer finished with a wonder¬ful burst of speed he was a half alength behind Eaton at the finish.By winning Eaton tied Kramer forfirst i.lace in the national champion-

ship competition, each rider having
scored 1 .'» points. Verri and Madden
had G each, Goulet 1 and (¡renda and
McNamara each 1 point. Goullet de¬
feated McNamara for third place in the
championship race yesterday.The crowd gave Eaton a tremendous
ovation for his victory, and it was due
the new star, who seems to be ridingbetter in every meet. Eaton easily de¬
feated Madden in his semi-final, and
had no trouble with McNamara in the
grand semi-final; but he showed at his
best in the heat to decide first and
second places pitted against Kramer.
Eaton rode around Kramer going into
the last lap and opened a big lead.
When Kramer finally started to chase
he found it was too late.
