lections of her career.
Arrangements were made for a dele¬

gation of officials of the nation as¬
sociation, headed by Mrs. Carrie Chap¬
man Catt, president of the association,
to attend the funeral. In a tribute to
her old friend and companion Mrs. Catt
laid emphasis upon the thought that
was in the minds of most suit'racists
yesterday, gratitude that Dr. Shaw had
lived to see the end of the great strug¬
gle to which she had dedicated her
talents from her youth.
"For the dire public and personalloss that has befallen u-j in Dr. Shaw's

death," said Mrs. Catt, 'we find our
consolation in the reflection that at
least death did not overtake her until
she had won her "fight. At least she
lived to see victory crown the great
struggle to which she had ¿¡ven the
marvellous resources of her talents.

But the Cause Lives
"The great suffrage leader .c dead;

the great woman orator <«f the day is
dead; the woman pioneer minister .is
dead; the beloved friend is riiad; b,ut
the cause which was the goal of the
efforts of the leader, the pioneer, the
orator, has been won. Woman's politi¬cal freedom is here. The federal suf¬
frage amendment has been passed.State by state the formalities of its
ratification are being completed.
"There ¿ire no words with which to

measure the part which Dr. Shaw
played in this monumental -victory.She was of the suffrage struggle 'ts
silver tongucd orator, .ts wit, its
humor, its deathless spirit of triumph.She staked her whole life on the cause,
she conquered for it and with it, and
death cannot rob her nor 115 of the
victory that was so largely hoe work."

Dr. Shaw's last message to the women
of the country was an anneal for the
league of nations. The**manuscript,

much of it in Dr. Shaw's own hand¬
writing, was received on Tuesday at
the office of the League to Enforce
Peace, and is now in the printer'shands.

Organized and Promoted Many
Corporations in the City

George Bennett Hanford, sixty-five,
is dead in the Homeopathic Hospital,
Newark, .N. J., after a serious opera¬
tion a week ago.

organizer and a promoter of industrial
and financial enterprises. He beganhis business career in the papgr busi¬
ness in New York City and built upthe Ticonderoga Pulp and Paper Com¬
pany.

came a promoter of corporations, with
offices at 25 Broad Street.
Mr. Hanford consolidated a number

of concerns, among which were: Amer¬
ican Vulcanized Fibre Company, Inter¬
national Time Recorder Company and
the United Button Company. He or¬
ganized the. George Bennett Hartford
Company, Inc.. and the Federal Com¬
pany of New York. Mr. Hanford was
a director in many companies in New
Vori:, Philadelphia and Wilmington,Del. He helped to found the Belmai
Club, of Belmar, N. J.. of which he waa
president for three years. He is sur¬
vived by Jiis widow, three sons and a
daughter.

Archibald Beresford Denniston Sulli¬

van, a writer of short stories, died yes¬
terday' of heart, disease at his homo,
20;{ West Fifty-fourth Street. Mr.
Sullivan had contributed many stories
and poems to English periodicals. He
was born in Canada thirty-four years
ago, a son of the late Bishop of Al-
gona, and lie was educated in Edin¬
burgh. He came to New York two
years ago. The body was taken to the
Campbell Funeral Church, where pri¬
vate services will be heid to-morrow.
