Says He Expects
To Pass 100 Mark;

"Will Just Begin to Live!
Then," He Tells Band
Conductor at Tarrytown;:
to Leave for Maine Today
TARRYTOWN, July 7..John DRockefeller admitted to-day that héhopes to live to bo 100 years old, an>4"then lie will just begin to live," he

said. He war; celebrating his eightieth
birthday a day ahead, because he willleave with hi'- son and family to-mor¬
row for Seal Harbor, Me., to spend the
summer. iThis afternoon Mr. Rockefeller en¬
joyed a concert by ¡i New York mili-
tary band of fifty pieces, and it we s
while talking to the musicians that
he told of his ambition. Shakiirghands with Edwin Franko Gjidmsn,conductor, he said:

"1 hope you live to be eighty a^»'.
be well, and I hop,.! you live to Joe.
ninety and be well. And then I hope
you wiil live to be 100 and then >ouwill just begin to live. That's what
I expect to do." Mr. Rockefeller at-
tribute's his good health to golf and
a tablespoon of olive oil daily.This morning Mr. Rockefeller playedhis usual game of golf with a few
friends.
After tire gnmc he dressed for the

reception this afternoon. He wore a
gray cutaway suit.
"Do you know," he said to Mr. Gold¬

man, "I had an ambition to be a musi
cian when I was a boy. I played trie
piano. I practiced six honi'3 a dayand drove my mother crazy. She thea
drove me out of the house.

"I've aiway*a,lovcd music and I have
admired musicians. I never cou'd un¬
derstand, however, how a man couldrhake notes and write music without
playing the instrument."
The concert began tit 3 o'clock and

was continued until 6. During one of
the intermissions Mr. Rockefeller made
special request of Mr. Goldmrn to
have the band play ''Smiles."
"You see I'm up io date," he said.

"I have to be with grandchildren
growing up." Another feature that
pleased Mr. Rockefeller was a cornet
solo. Mr. Rockefeller clapped hiir
hands and asked the musician to re-
peat it.

"I've heard mu a about the Rocke¬
fellers," said one Musician as he went
away, "but it was ail wrong. I know
them to "be the finest men I've ever
met. They're real Americans, a-ui
there is nothing snobbish about them.
Voung Mr. Rockefeller was out put-ting the chairs in position for us
when we arrived. I didn't know who
he was. I thought he was a porter
or something, and I was ordering h'm
to do things when* Í learned w.-o he
was; then I didn't have vind enoughleft to play my instrument."

The concert was given' in the tea
garden, and the band played under
the arbor. About 100 guests were
present. Many of them danced. Mr.
Rockefeller's son and aaughter-in-law
didn't miss a dance.

After the concert the musicians
were treated to ice cream, lemonade,
cake and sandwiches and'then pent to
the station in automobiles. Mr. Rocke
feller stood on his porch and waved
to them. 9At a dinner party at the Rockefeller
home after the concer-. there was a
birthday cake with -.'ighty candle?, and
each grandchild had an opporfunity
to blow them out. The dinner lasted
until about U o'clock.

Mr. Rockefeller refused ta see re¬
porters.

Hearing on Day Charges

ment, claiming Mr. Bennett has de-
clared he will be able to prove hi»

es without witnesses.

No doubt a great many automobilists

sincerely believe ^.hey have fuliiiled
their obligations to the law and to
other motorists when they attach some
kind of protective headlight glass to
rheir cars. Actual experience on the
roads at night, however, makes it per¬
fectly cigar that merely to.fit even a

"preferred" kind of ßlass is not enough
to prevent glare. In fact, some of the
best known and best advertised non-

giare glasses present the most offensive
results.
Two such, in paiticular, unqucstion-%

ably do prevent glare if used under
the proper conditions. Driving at night
toward them, however,, can be made
acutíly 'uncomfortable if the motorist'
tli'.nks he has done enough to buy the
glasses and put them in, and does not
realize that there are certain other
matters, such as adjustment and focus¬
ing of the lamps and the use of a

proper size and strength of bulb, that
must be taken into consideration be¬
fore it is possible to form a success¬
ful combination.
There 1s nothing more dangerffus to

other users of the road than dazzling
r r (I glaring headlights and some of
the glasses for which so much is
claimed really do not work out any bet¬
ter than the old time straight head¬
lights, which certainly were bad enough.
The use of extremely high-powered

nitrogen bulbs, nullities the effect of
putting on a diffusing or deflecting
i?lass. Resrpect for the right of other
users of the road demands that a motor¬
ist should equip his car'so as to make
it comfortable for others to be on the
tame highway with lyjm, instead oí
making it not only disagreeable, but
oiten extre ly dangerous.

GIVE A THOUGHT
To West Street

ALTHOUGH Wes.t Street is one of
the widest streets in the city, it is

one of the most congested..» In the
course of the day more than 10,000
trucks cart away their loads from the
fifty piers that exit on the street. And
at midnight begins a precession of
produce wagons rushing to the markets
for their supplies.
T lia traffid, together with the stream

of passengers from the Jersey ferries,
keeps the traffic policemen busy.
Patrolman Jarnos F. Toohey, of Traffic
Division A, who has been on the West
Street beat for nine years, believes
conditions are becoming worse.

"In live years," he said, "it will be
impossible to handle the situation on
this street unless vigorous steps are
taken to ease up the congestion. The
companies using the piers are allowed
eighty-five Ceevof the street to store
their overflow. But many of them
take advantage of the privilege and the
street is always stocked with their
freiglr.
"Another trouble with this thorough¬

fare is that it bus two rights and two
lefts.> The original West Street ex¬
tended but halfway across. The r¡*:;t
of the way is a marginal street, known
as 'The Farm.' A truckdriver may be
on the right side oj' the old West
St no!, but by steering a few inches
may find himself on the wrong sido of
the marginal street. All this lea^s to
confusion and adds to the congestion."
Storekeepers along the . street

suggest that a parkway should be
built so traffic could bo controlled up
one side and down the other.

Mrs. McCorniick to
Take Command for
Suffrage August 1

Plans for Feminine Activi¬
ties in Republican Na-
tional Campaign To Be
Mapped- in Washington

WASHINGTON*, July 7..Mrs. Medill
McCormick, chairman of the Nation û
Republican Woman's Committee, is
scheduled to return to her official head¬
quarters here on August 1 to b-egin
pians for the winter's »activities. She
has been on her farm kfi Iliinola for
several weeks.
According to the present oïïtlook Mrs.

McCormick will be one of the leadingspeakers in the Republican national
campaign. One of her duties this fail
will be mapping out'a possibl« speak¬ing tour of the country in préparationfor the next national election.

In the mean time Mrs. McCormick
will get ready for a series of confer-
enees with state chairmen and regionaldistrict leaders among the women.
These conferences will take Mrs. Mc¬
Cormick to various parts oí the coun-
try. Some of them may be staged in
Washington.

During Mrs. McCormick's absence
Miss Mary Garrett. Hay, of New York
City, treasurer of the national com¬
mittee, has been directing the generalpolicies of the Washington office. Be¬
cause of accessibility of this office to
members of Congress the women expect
a busy winter. It has been asserted
that such contact with members of
Congress is invaluable. Often timo-a
the women save a fortnight of time
and miles of travel by consultation
with Senators and Representatives of
a state under consideration. This is
especially true of members from
Western states.
There is a /eeling that after the

campaign actually is in full swing Mrs.
McCormick will pass most of her time
in the field speaking in behalf of the
party, and the work in the office will
be placed on some one else's*shoulders.
Republican women leaders are feel¬

ing optimistic over the policital out¬
look as the campaign for the suffrageamendment is £oing much more smooth¬
ly in the'normally Republican states
than in the Democratic states.

Pauline Frederick is seen in the title
role, and we üked her better than we
ever have done before. Although Misa
Frederick has always po sessed a facile
grace she never has impressed us with
her sincerity. All emotions as portrayed
by Miss Frederick left us quite cold;
but there has been a vast difference in
the quality of what she has offered in
her newer productions, and, while we
are not at all in sympathy with the
fear woman's fear, we were quite in
sympathy with Miss Frederick.

"The Shubcrt Gaieties of 1919" is

evidently a rebuilt show, but an excel¬
lent job has been made of the revision
Like practically all the big American
rev%*3s there is no central idea to hold
the piece together, but the specialties
are good and decidedly varied. Thus,
immediately after Miss Llora Hoffman'
had sung an aria from "Tra\ iata*
rather 1?r!:, Miss Gilda Gray did a
Barbary oast song and dance superb-Ed Wynn contributed largely to
the ¡'un of the performance, althoughthere »it still evidences of haste in
the material which he uses. However,there was enough of his excellent best
to make his appi irance pleasing. After
all, Wynn dej ends rather more on
method than material and his processof inflating a joke only to. let it «ex¬
plode with a dull and "sickening: thud
seems to be invariably successful. He
was at his best in a monologue in
which ho explained the plot to the
first-night audience.
George Hassel] was effective in a

short burlesque skit in which he playedthe part of a Confederate officer. The
conventional revue idea of timeliness
in satire may be judged by the fac«:
that the skit poked fun at the Civil
War drama. It was well done, how¬
ever, and amusing. For the ñrst time
in a couple of seasons Hasseil had a
chance to,«how that he is an actor and
not a clown; for in order to make fun
oí' acting you must know how to act.
Later in the evening, while attired in a
woman's nightgown, Hasseil made a
mock protest against the task assigned
to him and declared roundly that it
was too much to ask a man who had
played-so many legitimate parts suc¬
cessfully to dabble in such trilles. The
hoax was well maintained for several
minutes, but the joke wass somewhat
impaired by the fiict that it reaiiy is
a shocking waste crt material to employ
Hasseil solely in buffoonery when his
capabilities in character acting- are
so high and so rare. Almost every¬
thing he said in his mock protest was
literally true.
AVil iam K nt, who first gained fame

last season in the Nora Bayes show,
Wfts successful in his amazing trembling
stunts, but he hardly kept up to the
pace set by Wynn and Hasseil. But of
the whVple company we liked best Miss
Gilda Gray, ot the Barbar Coast or

all tended in the same direction. This
is altogether a remarkable and, to us,
à very .' scinating performance. Most
of <\. lilt of all " dead and gone and
reformed dance halls is in her singing.
There is an abundance of good danc¬

ing in the Gaieties, with White and
Clayton doing the best of it. Others
who -irv with distinction were Ina
Williams, who put over a song called
'Crazy Quilt" with well sustained ani¬
mation. Ed Lorraine and Gladys Wal¬
ton and the Glorias. The show is well
mounted and the costuming unusually
fine. It is tasteful, although expensive.
