Dr, Kelman,
Noted Divine, to
Get Call Here

Fifth Avenue Presbyterian
Church Expected to Have
Man of World-Wide Fame
for Its Next Pastor

Renowned Pulpit Orator

Congregation for the Third
Time Goes to United King¬
dom to Secure Minister

Although the congregation has not
taken the formal »ction necessary, it
seems certain that Dr. Jowett's suc-
cessor in the pastorate of the Fifth
Avenue Presbyterian Church will be
the Rev. Dr. John Kelman, pastor of
St. George's Free Church, Edinburgh,
Scotland.
Thus th¡3 church, for the tl 'rd time

in the memory of many of its prei-
ent membership, will have gone to thg
United Kingdom for its minister.
Because of the unusually brillian:

pastorate of Dr. Jowett his recall toEngland, which was at the urgent
solicitation of King George and
Premier Lloyd George, has focussed the
attention of thousands upon the
church's vacant pulpit. The fact that
thé pulpit supply committee has de-
cided upon a foreigner will occasion
some disappointment for many who
held the view that this most impor-
tant of Presbyterian churches should
be presided over by an American.
Others take the view that any suc.i
attitude as this is provincial and that
no lines of nationalism should be
drawn.

Noted as Preacher
¿Dr. Kelman is Dr. Jowett's own

choice. He is heralded as one of the
foremost preachers in Christendom.
In the United Kingdom his name is a

| household word, and he is in great de-
mand in all parts of England as well
as in Scotland.
He is known as a conservative in

theology, whic"h means that he will not
give utterance to any startling inter¬
pretations of the Scriptures. But it is
almost inconceivable that a radical
would even be considered for this pas-
torate.
A meeting of the congregation has

been called for Wednesday evening, at
which a formal motion will be offered
to invite Dr. Kelman to the Fifth Ave¬
nue Church. If this motion is ap¬
proved unanimously Dr. Kelman will
accept, according to assurances re-
ceived by officials of the church. Dr.
George Alexander, pastor of the First
Presbyterian Church, will preside at
the meeting.

Call Decided On
Nearly two weeks ago a meeting of

the committee on pastor was held in
the office of George B. Agnew, at 22
William Street. Thirty of the forty-four members of the committee at-
tended. They voted unanimously to
call Dr. Kelman, and directed that a
notice of the congregational meetingbe read from the pulpit.Dr. Kelman was in America last
spring, having been invited to deliver
the Lyman Beecher lectures at Yale.
Afterward he toured the country and
was one of the speakers at the Près-
byterian General Assembly in St. Louis,
On reaching Scotland Dr. Kelman

cabled to the committee that if the
pulpit were still vacant and the con¬
gregation called him unanimously he
would accept the call. He had pre¬viously declined several invitations to
take charge, saying he felt it his duty
to remain in Scotland.

Dr. Kelman served at the front with
the British Y. M. C. A. For his services
he was made a member of the Order
of the British Empire.

Author of Many Book-
He is fifty-five years old, ¡a married

and has one daughter, who is the wife
of the Rev Jolyi Hay, a mi-sion'cry in
China. He was educated at the RoyalHigh School, Edinburgh University and
New College. For thre^; years he
travelled in Australia. Then, upon re-
ceiving his degree of New College, he
was made assistant to the Rev. Dr.
George Adam Smith, later rector of
Aberdeen University.

Dr. Kelman was ordained as minis-
ter in Aberdcenshire, in 1890. For ten
years he was minister of New North
Church (United Free Presbyterian),Edinburgh.
He is the author of many books and

is a frequent contributor to the re¬
ligious periodical press. Among his
books are "The Holy Land," "The
Faith of Robert Louis Stevenson."
"Honor Toward God." "The Light That
Saves," "From Damascus to Palmyra.""The Courts of the Templo." "Ephe¬
mera Eternitates," "The Road, a Studyof John Bunyan's Pilgrim's Progress,""Among Famous Books," "Salted With
Fire" and a volume of war sermons.

and with emotional appeal. His voice
is powerful and well modulated.

Dr. Hal!, an Irishman, perhaps the
best known of the foreign preachers to
be called by the Fifth Avenue Church,
was kpown internationally before he
began his ministry there, in 1H67. It
was stipulated in his call that he was
to receive what was then an almost
unprecedented ministerial salary, $10,-
000. It was during his pastorate that
the great building at Fifth Avenue and
Fifty-fifth Street was erected.

Dr. Jowett came in 1911 from Carr's
Lane Chapel, Birmingham, England.This pulpit had been occupied by such
men as R. W. Dale and John AngelíJames. Dr. Jowett, whose English
church was of Congregationalist per¬
suasion, was eagerly welcomed to the
Presbytery of N'ew York. He soon
established himself in the front rank
qf America's pulpit orators. He was
seldom heard in other pulpits. Occa¬
sionally he would address conventions
of ministers. But he was opposed to
the principle of pulpit exchanges, say¬
ing he was called to minister to a par¬
ticular parish. Repeatedly he w&s called
to English churches, but he declined to
interrupt his work in New York.

Before America entered the war he
made eloquent pleas from his pulpit in
behalf of the Allied cause. Then the
British government came to see that
he was a valuable asset to its cause
and efforts to induce him to return
were deprecated. When America en¬
tered the struggle he said he felt that
he could return without any embarrass¬
ment. His contention from the start
had been that the war was a holy war
and it was a Christian duty to fight on
the side of the Allies.

In 1918 Westminster Chapel ('Con¬
gregational!, in London, called him to
the pastorate in succession to Campbell
Morgan. The King, Lloyd George and
others joined in a request that he ac¬
cept.

Plans Taking Form
For Roosevelt Park

Land Mapped Preparatory to

Purchase; Landscape Sketch
Being Prepared

OYSTER BAY, July 13..Great prog¬
ress was reported to-day in the work
of securing a park here as a memorial
to Colonel Theodore Roosevelt.
William Loeb, Jr., who is chairman

of the Oyster Bay committee of the
National Memorial Roosevelt Associa¬
tion, stated that titles to the property
are now being abstracted and a map is
in course of preparation preliminary
to negotiations for the purchase of the
land. The park will consist of about
forty acres, and will have an athletic
field, bathing beach and a forum build¬
ing.

Electus D. Litchfield, an architect, is
preparing, in conjunction with a land¬
scape artist, a sketch of the proposed
park. This will be submitted to va¬
rious experts. The national committee
will conduct n country-wide campaign
for funds during the Colonel's birthday-
week, October 20 to 27, for the erection
of the memorial here and at Washing¬
ton, which were decided upon two
months ago.

Mr. Loeb said that he believed resi¬
dents here and in Nassau County would
contribute liberally for the memorial.
Several thousand persons visited the
Colonel's grave in Youngs Memorial
Cemetery to-day, and about a score of
wreaths and bouquets were left.
