
Benton's Home Run Enables Giants to Repulse Reds.Cubs Shut Out Dodgers ^fwîce
McGraw's Star Triumphs

In Duel of Southpaws
Saïïee, Former Polo Grounder, Batted From Box in

Only Game of Series; Fans Incensed at Failure
of Teams to Play Scheduled Double-Header

Rube Benton, the lop-sided Tar Heel twirler, was the hero in the

only skirmish of the highly touted Giants-Reds war, which was expected
to bring- about a number of more or less justifiable homicides on both
teams. It was due largely to the Rube's batting, and not a little to the
Ruhr's pitching, t!hat the Giants won yesterday by the score of 6 to 1. One
of the Rube's achievements was a home run into the left field stands that
f-cored himself and two others.

Il iva? announced that there would<i
bo a double header, but the first game
was omitted on the grounds that there
was too much moisture in the outtield.
This roused the ire of the multitude,
20,000 strong, and John Joseph McGraw
was the target for some vociferous
wrath. Before the game started the
doughty manager of the Giants was
bombarded with paper balls and peanut
shells. The angry mob died down a

little after Rube Benton achieved his
home run and put the Giants in the
lead.
The first game was scheduled for

1:30. and the stands were pretty well
filled by that time. McGraw hold a
consultation with President Charlie
Stoneham under the stands and they
decided that Coogan's Bog would not jhold two games that afternoon.
"We will go out and explain to the

people," said Mr. Stoneham. "They
will appreciate the situation." J

McGraw Storm Center
No sooner had McGraw and Stone¬

ham emerged from their shelter than
,;*he angry cries of the multitude smote
.¦their ears. Mr. Stoneham discreetly
'trucked back into shelter. McGraw
Squared his shoulders and marched out
'Into the storm. McGraw is never
thoroughly happy until he hears the
shrieks of the multitude clamoring for
his life.
While this was going on Judge

Francis X. McQuade, the third owner
of the Giants, was having considerable
difficulty in preserving his judicial
calm as he sat, in the judicial box. The
judge is said to possess a kick in either
jTiitt and seemed anxious to prove it
at that particular, moment.
'. The achievements of Rube Benton
added a lot of luster to the name of
the State of North Carolina. Hitherto
this state was known to have produced
& little cotton and a lot of office hold¬
ers. Now they can brag of the Rube.

It is true that the Rube started a

VU badiy. In the second inning, with
two out, Bressler drove a three-bagger
against the right field wall. This
made the Rube so agitated that he
heaved the next ball about eight feet
over Snyder's head and Bressler scored.

Star Pitcher of Chicagos
at His Best, and Douglas,
Too, Mows Down Robins

The Chicago Cubs skidded to two
victories over the Brooklyn Dodgers
yesterday afternoon on tho slippery
and water-soaked soil of Ebbets Field.
The Robins were blanked in both con¬
gests by 3 to 0 and 6 to 0 scores. Sev¬
eral thousand fans saw the whitewash¬
ing.

In the opening game yesterday the
fans get full value for their money.
Being concerned in the welfare of the
Giants, a little tip here might not be
amiss, and who knows but it may help
them? The Chicago Cubs are going to
have something to say about the win¬
ning of the pennant. That stalwart
pitching staff has virtually rounded to
form, with Grover Cleveland Alexander
scheduled to play the leading partfrom now on. Alex is ripe, judgingfrom his work yesterday, which means
danger ahead for the New Yorkers.
A week ago Alexander went to the

mound at Boston after a long lay-off
and showed much of his old-time form,
winning easily. Yesterday he had
everything ho ever owned, which means
that tho local team had little chance
to break into tho win column. He had
speed to waste, as sharp a breaking
curvo as was every invented and niftycontrol.

Game Quickly Played
Aided by Mamaux, who also pitched

an excellent game, the two teams ran
off the first contest of eleven inningsinside of an hour and forty minutes.
One of the big factors in Chicago'stirst victory was Charlie Hollocher, the
diminutive shortstop of the Cubs, who
amazed the natives by the manner in

might be the greatest match race ever run upon an American track.the
battle between Tenny and Salvator or the clash between Domino and
Henry of Navarre.

Consensus of opinion favors the latter duel as the greatest of them all.

Meet at Gravesend
Early in the racing campaign of 1894, Domino, the property of James

R. Keene, had met and beaten Henry of Navarre, owned by Byron McClel-
land. This meeting had taken place in the historic Withers, Domino win¬
ning by a scant head, where many contended that Henry of Navarre was
the better horse, but had been poorly handled.

Domino, as a two-year old, had won $200,000 in purses, and so as a
three-year-old his backing was still mighty.

They were finally matched at Gravesend, in the fall of 1894, at one
mile and one furlong.

Each was to carry 122 pounds. Domino was ridden by Fred Tarai.
Henry of Navarre by Sam Doggett, both among the best.

Riley Grannan's Plunge
There were over 25,000 turf lovers from all over the country when

the two finally met. Domino was the favorite at 1-2, with Henry of
Navarre af 8-5.

Riley Grannan, known then as the Boy Plunger, came out from the
West to back Henry of Navarre. He leased a bookie's stand at the track
and announced that he was willing to take Domino at 6 to 10 up to
$100,000. He was immediately flooded with wagers, offered by those
backing the Black Champion. If Domino should win he stood to lose
$105,000. In case of a dead heat he would still win $20,000, due to the
odds.

The Race

Domino, always a fast starter, made the early running with his great
rival always in close reach.

They maintained this position while the big crowd sat breathless
for slightly half the distance. Then, as the last half-mile was reached,
Henry of Navarre came forward and they hooked up head and head.
Around the turn and into the stretch they came without the slightest
advantage gained by either.

As the last stages of the stretch were reached the crowd went into
a young delirium. Every one there thought it was to be a question of
inches, for they still swept forward, head and head.

Tarai, on Domino, a fine rider, but one of the punishing type, applied
the whip with all he had in a last desperate effort to carry his mount
through by a span.

But it was a useless endeavor. Both horses were giving 100 per cent
of all they had, and each had exactly the same to give.

They flashed by the wire as they had been for a good half-mile, fin¬
ishing at a dead heat in the greatest race ever run over an American
track.

There have been great races before.and since. But old-fashioned
turfmen will tell you that this race stands out above them all, imparting
one of those thrills you know once in a lifetime and never forget.

After the Race
Before the race both horses had their supporters, who were keen to

go the limit.
After the race all who were there to see it were willing to admit

that one was as good as the other.
All, probably, except James R. Keene, the owner of Domino. For

when his great racer died Mr. Keene had this inscription engraved uponhis tombstone.
HERE LIES DOMINO,

THE BLACK CHAMPION.
The fleetest runner the American turf has ever seen.

was well rewarded both by excellentgolf and an untoward incident. The na¬tional champion was driving as well asusual and reeled off four 1<=. a 3 andtwo more 4s like a golf machine. Hahad taken only twenty-seven strokes foreight holes and cut down his average
on the 160-yard eighth with a 2.
