
Braves Shatter Giants' Streak.Yankees Back in Third Place.Dodgers Break Even
Leaders Beaten in Eighth

In Spite of Klein's Aid
Decision Permitting Burns to Score During Big

Rally in Seventh Forces Hubites to Really
Win Twice to Gain the Victory, by 6 to 5

It is a far cry from the Polo Grounds to Versailles, but some twenty

thousand fans at the former place came to the conclusion yesterday that
Umpire Bill Klem was a worse diplomat than the celebrated statesman
who returned from the peace conference after losing his socks. Bill gave
a couple of decisions that made the Shantung Peninsula matter seem all
right by comparison to such fans as might be concerned over Shantung.
The Braves won by a final score of 6 to 5. In reality they won twice. The
defeat ended the Giants' run after seven straight victories.

It was only the fourth time the Braves have defeated the Giants in
the last two years in twenty-seven games played.

fire by a score of 8 to 5.
Going into the last inning one run

to the bad, the boys from Gotham town
fell upon the offerings of Sam Jones,
the former Detroit Tiger, and when
the smoke had cleared the Yankees
were found on top with a three-run
lead. This proved more than enough
to win the contest, the first win for
the Yankees in this series.
Jack Quinn began the firing for the

visitors. But before the contest had
ended Midget Manager Miller Huggins
had in his entire coterie of slab artists.

for success looked to be seven minus zero.

It ta"kes a 100 per cent sportsman to issue a chal¬
lenge where he knows the odds are all banked the
other way.
