French Senator Is Accused
of Corrupting Officials;
No Evidence Found, Says
Former N. Y. Investigator

PARIS, July 28 -—Senator Charles
Humbert, who s acquitted in May by
pourt martinl of a charge of having had
dealings with the enemy, came up for
finr] examination to-day on the allega-
tion charging him with corrupting of-
tiejals in the matter of contracts in the
United Staten

During the examination a letter was
read from former Deputy Attorney
General Hecker, o New York, who in-
vestigated the chiw'rges in New York for
the French government, Mr. Becker's
letter suid no trace had been found in
banks or factories of any negotintions
ar collusion with whien Senator Hum-
bert could be reprouched.

The trinl of SBenator Humbert is a
phase of the prosecution of those ae-
cused in connectlon with the “defent-
ist" movement in Franee. The names
of Humpert, Nolo Pacha and Caillaux
were mentioned in the disclosures mada
by the French authorities, and all were
arrested,

When the evidence was unearthed
that =ent Bolo Pachu to his death
Humbert was the owner of “Le Jour-
nal, one of the leading newspapers
of Paris, and vice-president of the
Army Committee of the French Sen-
nte. He was arrested in Pariy on Feh-
ruury B, 1918 On Mureh 20, 1918, he
wits ordered by the Parie courts te
return to Bolo the 6500000 francs used
to purchase “Le Journa! ™

Humerrt was aceused of communi-
cating the contents of two documents
relative to the nationul defence of the
enemy, hut these charges wern dis-
proved in an investigntion ecompleted
an Januvary 19, 1819, On February 21
the Milﬂar!‘ Governor of Paria asked
that the Senator be prosecuted for
having used his influence to have the
srmy purchase eertain airplane mo-
tors in which he was interested,

On Mareh 31 Humbert, with three sl-
leged swecomplices, was placed on trial
by court martial, charged with hav-
g commerce \'i‘i'ti'l the enemy and wae
nequitted,

An mquiry into the aetivities in New
York of Bolo FPacha disclosed that
Senator Humbert deposited with 1. 1%
Morgan & Co. $170,000, said to huve
come from Germany by way of Tolo.

8 Laon Informers.
2 Women, Sentenced

To Death as Traitors
PARIS, July 28. —Sentences ware de-
livered this evening in the case known
as the “Luen informers” after a trinl
of more then sixty days. Of the twen-
ty-etght persons accused eight were
condemnead to death, two of them wom-
en. Three others were condemned to
death by defuuit. Six were agquitted
and the remainder received gentences
of from one to twenty years’ impris-
onment.

The charge against the accused was
denouncing compatriots to the Ger-
man asuthorities during the occupa-
tion of Laon, In many cases the hid-
ing places of French soldiers who had
escaned the German advance were
pointed out, with the result that a
large number of the soldicrs were exe-
cuted,
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
