
"Old Grads" Tell
Young Men Where
To Seek Success

Horace Greeley's Advice Is
Declared Out of Date by
Harvard Man; Plans for
University Are Discussed

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., July 29..Four

representative members of Harvard's
"old grad school" in session here to¬
day gave the following answers to the
question. "What do you consider the
best lield of business or professsional
activity for a young man leaving
college ?

Thomas \V. Lamont, financier: The
world needs workers in every field.
There is a great opportunity in
finance. Europe holds many chances
for young Americans. I think
journalism a good lield. The power
for good of the good newspaper was
never greater than now.

Alexis I. Dupont, powder mag¬
nate: Chemistry is the coming thing.
Industry needs chemists and the
worlds needs industry.
William Thomas, lawyer: There is

one thing a young man should do.
Stay in the East. Horace Greeley's
advice is out of elate. In the West
there are few t>p<*ortunities now.
Fruit canning in California and Ore¬
gon offers an opportunity.
M. F. Follansbee, lawyer: One

thing a young man should not do
without full consideration, and is to
bo a lawyer. The legal profession
is overcrowded. Any other lield, I
think, is richer in opportunities.

World Leadership Open
That Harvard Medical School, with

finer equipment than any similar insti¬
tution in the world «end with an or¬
ganization which came out of the war
in better shape than that of any other
American medical school, has an op¬
portunity for world leadership in med¬
ical study anel research, was declared
by Dr. D. L. Edsall, dean of the school.
Dr. Edsall urged upon the "old grads".
the need of $4,000,000 with which to
continue its present work and expand
its post-graduate courses.
At present the school has a deficit-

It costs $1,000 a year to educate a
student and the charge therefore is
$250. Of 300 applications from stu¬
dents next year the school can care
for only 100.
"To the question whether business

can be taught we answer it can," Dr.
E. F. Gay, dean of the business school,
told the students. "One proof is that
only two of our graduates have failed
in the business they selected. Dean
Gay defined business as "making things
to sell at a profit, decently."

Law School Handicapped
Dean Roscoe Pound, of the law

school, called attention to the dis¬
crepancy between the salaries of judges
of the higher courts and those of pro¬
fessors who stand in positions relative
to them. The salary question is keep¬
ing the law school behind other uni¬
versities, as well as other departments
of the university, he said. He declared
the school has had a permanent influ¬
ence on American law and on the ad¬
ministration of justice, through its
graduates on bench and bar and
through the writings of it3 teachers
and graduates.
"Classes" in the dental school and

Boylston laboratories, in the latter of
which Lawrence J. Henderson, profes¬
sor of biological chemistry, discussed
the necessity for "an American leader¬
ship in scientitic chemistry," completed
the day's sessions. The "old grads"
Will attend their final "classes" to-mor¬
row, the last day of "school."

He will be
the guest of Dr. J. J. King, president of
the Tennessee Society of New York, at
his home at 328 Lexington Avenue. He
has been invited to become a movie hero
in a film depicting his early life in the
Tennessee Mountains and his develop¬
ment into a national character.

Landlords Cut Increase
In Rents 30 Per Cent

H. and A. Cohn Agree Also to
Make Repairs After Session
With Mayor's Committee

H. & A. Cohn. owners of apart¬
ment houses at 514-618 West 135th
street; 509-529 West 160th Street, and
518-528 West 162d Street, agreed yes¬
terday to cut their 45 per cent rent
raise demand to 15 per cent, after three
hours of heated discussion before the
Mayor's Committee on Rent Profiteer¬
ing.
More than one hundred and fifty

tenants crowded into the small hear¬
ing room when the case was called.
Many said they were unable to meec
the advance, while others said they
would rather move than pay it.
Harry Cohn, one of the landlords,

was alone and obdurate. For almost
two hours he insisted that increased
costs of maintenance made the in¬
creases necessary. Captain Charles A.
Goldsmith, agent for the Mayor's Com¬
mittee, who presided, told Cohn there
were other considerations besides those
of a monetary nature. He said the
rent advances meant hardship in some
cases.
Cohn finally agreed to cut his de¬

mand to 15 per cent and to make all
necessary repairs in the houses and give
the tenants yearly leases. The houses
are without elevators and are of four,
five and six room apartments. With
the 15 per cent rent increase the rents
will average $8 a room.

Judge Newburger
Urged by Friends
To Enter Primaries

Jurist, Turned Down by
Tammany for Renoniina-
tion, May Decide To-day
if He Will Make the Race

Justice Joseph E. Newburger, who
was refused renomination by Tam¬
many Hall, which designated Irwin
Untermyer, the thirty-three-year-old
son of Samuel Untermyer, to succcd
him, said last night he would decide
to-day whether he will be a candidate
Tn the primary for the Democratic
nomination. Justice Newbu.-ger is at
the Hotel Champlain, near Plattsburg,
on his vacation.

"I have been receiving telegrams
and letters all day," said Justice New¬
burger. "Most of them are from
friends who urge me to enter the pri¬
maries, and assure me of their sup¬
port. I want a little more time to
think the matter over. I expect to
make a statement about my decision
to-morrow."
The turning down of Justice New¬

burger is admitted by many Tammany
men to have been a blunder, and sonic
of them say that it endangers the
entire Tammany county and city
tickets. One of Charles F. Murphy's
lieutenants said last night:

.'It is the Joseph F. Daly incident over
again, but there Is more danger in the
situation this time, because the elec¬
tion last fall shows that the Demo¬
crats arc slipping back. The Hylan ad¬
ministration is a disappointment, and
on top of everything else is the fact
that this year in New York the women
will vote. There is no doubt that Mr.
Untermyer would win in the primariesI against Justice Newburger for the
Democratic nomination, but when it
comes to the election there is no tell-
ing what will happen to the Tammany

j ticket."The late Joseph F. Daly was a Su¬
preme Court Justice, and after a dis¬
tinguished record on the bench was
turned down for renomination by Rich¬
ard Croker because he refused to ap¬point as chief clerk Michael T. Daly, a
friend of the Tammany boss. Justice
Daly then ran on the Republican ticket,
indorsed by the Citizens' Union, but
was defeated by James A. O'Gorman
by about 44,000 votes.
In the case of Justice Newburger, who

was denied a renomination by Murphy,the only reason given is that he has
been on the bench "long enough."

Wealth Tax Approved
German Council of State De- j

cides on Heavy Levy
WEIMAR, July 29..The proposed

extraordinary tax on wealth was voted
upon favorably to-day by the Council
of State.

A sliding scale ranging from 10 per
cent on property valued at 50,000
marks up to 65 per cent on propertyvalued above 3,000,000 ($750,000)marks was among several plans pro-posed in German financial circles re¬
cently, but the exact nature of the tax
referred to in the above Weimar dis¬
patch has not been made known in
this country.
What purported to be the outline

of the financial scheme approved by th?
government experts, published recent¬
ly, included a tax of from 25 to 30
per cent on profits from invested cap¬ital as one of the main items of the
revenue bill.

j Bernstein Reaffirms Charges !
In a statement cabled yesterdayfrom Warsaw to the Yiddish "Day,"Herman Bernstein asserts that previ¬ous reports he has sent of mistreat-

ment of Jews in Poland are borne outby a journey he has just concluded.His message states:
"I have just returned from £ threeweeks' journey of investigationthrough the principal cities of Poland.I have interviewed government officialsand deputies. I have secured docu¬

ments and material which confirm the
reports which I have sent from Paris.
"My journey through' the veil of

tears and suffering has convinced me
that not only mine but all reports in
general telling of the Jewish martyr¬dom in Poland were not exaggerated.On the contrary, they underplayedJewish suffering."

Columbia Expert
Disputes Assertion
Ford Is Anarchist!

Prof. William A. Dunning
Calls Many Utterances of
Plaintiff Against 'Chicago
Tribune' Non-Anarchistic

MOUNT CLEMENS, Mich., July 29..
"The Chicago Tribune's" assertion in
1916 that Henry Ford was an anarchist
was disputed in court where Mr. Ford's
million-dollar libel suit against "The
Tribune"- is being heard to-day by
Professor William A. Dunning, of the
chair of history and political philoso¬
phy, Columbia University. In many
of the utterances of the manufacturer
the New York scholar found statements
that he regarded as distinctly non-

anarchistic. Others, labelled anar¬

chistic by an expert for "The Tribune,"
Professor Dunning found almost com¬

monplace.liable to be said by any¬
body. Certainly, he said, none of
then« was peculiar to anarchistic doc¬
trine alone, and called upon the shades
of Plato, Diogenes, Zeno and other
ancient philosophers to bear witness
to that effect.
Attorney Alfred Lucking, represent¬

ing Mr. Ford, took up one by one the
Ford utterances alleged by Professor
Reeves, "The Tribune" expert, to
agree with the teachings of well known
anarchistic writers.

Sentiment of Non-Anarchists
Dr. Dunning did not refute the tes¬

timony of Professor Reeves, but point¬
ed out that the remarks in question
were expressive <ff sentiments held
also by a great variety of non-anar¬
chistic philosophers, including the an¬
cient Greeks.
The sentiment that humanity may

make mistakes, but nevertheless is es¬
sentially good, the witness attributed
originally to Plato. The idea was
quite widely preached in the eighteenth
century, particularly by organizationsformed during the French Revolution,
he said.

Opposition to conscription, ridicule
of the war code, charging of war to
the self-interest of those who would
profit, and disarmament were widely
held sentiments perhaps shared by
many anarchists, but not i>eculiar to
them, the witness testified. He never
knew of an anarchist who advocated
that the United States take the lead
in disarming.
"How about having the word 'mur¬

derer' embroidered on the breast of
every soldier?" inquired Attorney
Lucking.
"The idea of embroidering it is per¬haps new," smiled the witness.
"Rather suggests a woman?" said

the lawyer.
"Murderer" Phrase Borrowed

"Certainly no man ever said that,"
replied the witness.
A deposition by Edward Marshall,

magazine writer, said the words were
first used in his presence by Jane
Addams, of Chicago, and that he put
them in Mr. Ford's mouth and the
manufacturer accepted the phrase.

''The word 'murderer' as applied to
soldiers is very old.much older than
the word 'anarchy' itself," concluded
the witness.
Professor Dunning defined anarchy

as the non-existence of government
and the absence of property rights as
an anarchistic doctrine. He picked a
score of statements in the Ford writ-
ings to show that Mr. Ford believed
both in government and the right of
personal property and urged the use
of the ballot.

dismantled and I was turning my full
attention to my law practice, HenryW. Taft, who had been a member of

pear. When Lieutenant Colonel Ansell
was first asked to testify and he re¬
fused, I was in New York City, trying a
case. He protested at the time that
only officers favorable to the existing
system had been summoned.
