tween France and Italy'

The hundred steel freight steam-
ships purchased from the United
States Shipping Board by the Ander-
son  Overseas Corporation, of 165
Broadway, will be put into immediate
service carrying coal to France and
Italy. This was announced by the cor-
poration yesterday.

“The Anderson Oversess Corpora-
tion,” the statement read, “was organ-
ized by J. Herhert Anderson for the
purpose of taking title to the 100 ships

urchased from the Shipping Board,

T. Anderson, president of the cor-
poration, is owner of the Anderson
Company, 165 Broadway, New York
City; the Anderson Company, of Can-
ada, Montreal, and the Anderson Over-
seas Company, Ltd., of London,

“The nderson company robably
has been one of the largest handlers
of ship purchases during the war,
They represented ths French govern-
ment. Since the armistice they have
qurchaaed more than 100 trawlers and
drifters from the British government,
They are completing fifty ships in
Canadian shipyards.”

The ships were bought for $80,000,-
000, Under the terms of the purchase
agreement the Shipping Board is to
deliver the first ship not later than
August 10, and thereafter at the rate
of six ench week. The shipa are from
3,400 to 8,000 deadweight tona.
