haranguing of actors, scurrilous at¬
tacks in their only published mouth¬
piece, and as a grand climax the strike,
complete repudiation of Actors' Equity
contracts by which tîio managers were
faithfully abiding, vulgar street dis¬
plays, $500 a-week actors accosting $30a-week chorus girls at stage doors and
asking them to get out in sympathy.threats of assault on managers, wreck¬
ing of theatres, vilest of all anonymousletters and the complctest demonstra¬
tion of all the misery an unscrupulousagitator can create, particularly when
he has as his plaything an unusuallyemotional class.

"No Obligation in Contract"
"So far as the managers arc con-'

cerned, the Actors' Equity Association
has proved itself the enemy of thejactor and the manager. No contract
with any of its members can irVer be
considered anything better than an ob-
ligation that can be cancelled by the
Actors' Equity Association at thirtyminutes' notice, for the actor is no
longer free. There is a power above
him that tells him when and where he
may or may not work; he has no right
to make an individual contract since
he cannot be sure that he can fulfil it.

"!' has effcsed to be a struggle be¬
tween the actor and the manager. The
manager must fight now to deliver the
actor from the grip of unscrupulousagitators and restore him to a position!of some personal liberty.
"The Producing Managers' Associa¬

tion will continue to keep the theatres
open and will give performances. They
will have no quarrel nor have they had
any quarrel with organized labor, a
fact which is clearly proven by the
continued good relations that exist be-
twe n the managers and the unions of
stagehands, musicians, etc. The Pro-
du< ing Managers' Association deplores
a strike in this industry at the present
time when there is so much unrest
throughout the country."
A letter from Howard Kyle, a found¬

er <>;" the Actors' Equity Association, to
E. H. Sothcrn condemning the strike,
was made public last night by the
managers' association. Mr. Sothcrn, as
we ! as Mr. Kyle, has resigned from
the actors'organization. ,

In the letter Mr. Kyle said:
"For once the managers are right in

their stand. They have recognized the'
.1 v ¦' Equity Association as an or-
ganization and they invited its repre¬
sentatives to meet them and make a
mutual agreement for the uniform
adoption and use of an improved form
o7 the United Managers' Protective As¬
sociation-Actors' Equity Association
contract to cover a period of three or
five years. Each manager in the new
producing Managers' Protective Asso¬
ciation 'and it includes practically all
of them) is under a boiui by which he
would forfeit $10.000 if he breached
any agreement made By his organiza¬tion. That is, any agreement like that-
of the adoption of a uniform standard
contract.
"This was the very situation, or

should 1 say consummation, toward
which the Actors' Equity Association
has been aiming for six years. Some
of the radicals misapprehended the
spirit of cooperation thai possessed
the managers and attributed their ac¬
tion to motives of fear, whereupon an
utterly foolish and unnecessary ulti¬
matum was issued concerning extra
performances which were made to in¬
clude legal holiday matinees and Sun¬
day appearances. The arbitrary action
was --¡ken despite the insistent warn¬
ings 1 made to '.lie counsel of its ill-
advisednoss. The aggression came, you
see. from our side when the managers
were in an amenable state of mind and
actually willing, as they are now, to
stand for a clause by which all sala¬
ries sha;! be reckoned by the pcrform-nce."

Fund lo Promote
Soeial Centre Plan!

Copper Magnate Would Be
One of Five Men to
Underwriter an Extension
of the Community Plan

Extension of community centres in
cities throughout the country to solve
local social problems und to promote
public recreation is planned by Daniel
Guggenheim, the copper magnate. Mr.
Guggenheim, from the headquarters of
the National Social Unit Organization,
1 Mad i s in Avenue, yesterday made pub-
lie a letter no had written to Secretary
of the Interior Franklin K. Lane, of¬
fering to be one of four or five men
who will undertake to underwrite a

$100.000 fund to promote the plan.
Mr. Guggenheim said he was con¬

vinced by experiments conducted for
the last two years at Cincinnati that
the community idea offers an effective
means of promoting'education, Ameri¬
canization and interest in public af¬
fairs. Mr. La ni is honorary chairman
of the national organization.

Mr. Guggenhei n in his letter said:
"Í have fell the deepest interest in

the social unit idea ever since it was
first presented to me three years ago
by Mr. and Mrs. Wilbur C. Phillips.
have watched the demonstration of the
idea as it has been worked out during
the h t months in Cincinnati, and my
firsl faith in the philosophy of the
plan has been supported by the re¬
sults.
"No social enterpri >e with which

am familiar seems to me 70 offer a
more significant answer to the ques¬
tion of how we can develop our Ameri¬
can democracy along sane, constructive
lines, as opposed to methods of fore.;
and violence, than the social unit plan.
1 believe that the time has come when
the desire of men and women for fur-
ther self-expression and a ¡arger meas¬
ure of control over their own lives:
must be met by a definite, practical
programme. 1

"Iti order to make such a campaign
the -ocial unit idea presented to the
country, with a view to enlarging the
membership of the organization and
conducting a more extended demonstra¬
tion in the near future.
"n order to make such a campaign

of education possible it lias been sug¬
gested that Í should join with four or
live others in underwriting a fund of
$100,000 to be used in an endeavor to
secure a large number of supporting.
memberships. This ! have agreed to
do. 1 should feel much disappointed if
others cannot be found in the country
who are willing to join me in arrang¬
ing this loan, especially as it is under¬
stood that the amounts will be repaid,
provided sufficient funds for the pur-,
pose are raised through memberships.
"Mr. Phillips has described to me the

decision of the National Soeial Unit
Organization to have the work in Cin¬
cinnati evaluated shortly by the most
competent, corps f cperts that can be

. togei lie r from every part of
the United States, as a basis for a

Brennecki, of the Charles Street sta¬
tion, seeing that a collision was cer¬
tain, shepherded the passengers from
the danger side of the deck. As the
boats struck with a crash, every one
ran for life preservers. Two iron
stanchions on the ferryboat were
snapped and the upper «.leek railing
was crush«: d bactc,
The collision occurred when the

said a misunderstanding of signals was

gers thought the ferryboat had boon
damaged below the water Hue and
started to follow their example. Thej
were prevented from jumping by Pa¬
trolman Brennecki, When the boats!

The TribuneFreshAirFund
1,000 Needy Hoys and inris Are Waitin* forVacations While Fund Pleads for MoneyFrom the Publie to Provide Needed Outings

Four thousand children face a bitter
disappointment.
The Tribune Fresh Air Fund has

asked the friends of children for $00,000
to buy vacations for boys and girls of
the tenements this year. Including t he
contributions acknowledged to-day,
$44,499.32, or almost half the budget,
has been provided by generous givers.
But inore than half the fresh air sea¬

son is over. To be exact, Saturday,
August 0, the date tip to which contri¬
butions arc here consider«««!, was the
forty-third day of the seventy-one
which this year comprise the fresh air
slimmer.

Not oniy is this so, Lut the portion
of the season during which contribu¬
tions are sent most liberally to the
fund is passing. In 1918, when the
fund received a larger total of con¬

tribution- than ever before, only
$14,200 was given for the purpose
of the work from August 9 to the end
of the year.

6,000 Have Had Vacations
More than 6,000 children have hern

sent away for vacations by The Tribune
fund so far this season. The estimate
of the cost ti¿ each vacation this year,
made before the campaign opened, is
$7. Present indications are that this
figure will prove less than the actual
cost when the year's expenses are to¬
talled up. But using it as a basis for
calculation ami setting the number of
outings provided so far at 6,000, it is
evident that the fund already has ex¬

pended $42,000 of the $44.499.32 re¬

ceived, leaving a balance on hand, over

and above bills naul and clue, of ap¬
proximately $2.500.
