' Justice Bartow S. Weeks, presiding
at the extrsordinary trial term of the
Supreme Court convoked by Governor
Smith to investigate acts of criminal
snarchy in New York City, told the
first eighteen men who qualified for
grand jury service that they were being
selected for a great public dutv re-
quiring their best citizensiip, highest
intelligence und loyal belief in Ameri-
can institutions.

The men qualified after sharp inter-
rogations by Alfred J, Talley and Al-
exander I. Rorke, assistant districts
attorney assigned to handle the cases.

The panc! summoned was exhausted
without obtaining the necessary twen-
ty-three, and the work of completing
the grand jury will go on this morning.

This is the first attempted proseci-
tion for criminal anarchy in thisstate,
it is said, since the law defining this
offence wuas passed in 1902, following
the assassination of President McKin-

ley.
