Argument Ends
In Ford's Suit
For $1,000,000

Libel Case Against "Chicago
Tribune" Is Scheduled
To Go to Jury To-morrow ;
Court Instructs To-day

Anarchism Is Made Issue

Defence Compares the Ideas
of Auto Builder With
Those of Emma Goldman

MOUNT CLEMENS, Mich., Aug. 12..
The evidence and the final arguments
in Henry Ford's $1,000,000 libel suit
against "The Chicago Tribune" are all
in. The last word was spoken by Al¬
fred Lucking, senior counsel for the
plaintiff, to-day. To-morrow Judge
Tucker will formulate his instructions,
and on Thursday he will deliver them
to the jury. The final appeal on behalf
of the defendant was made by Attorney
Elliott G. Stevenson, preceding Mr.
Lucking.
The issue was squarely joined, Mr.

Stevenson contending that Mr. Ford
was an anarchist in June, 1915, when
"The Tribune" so characterized him,
and Mr. Lucking asserting that there
was no man in the United States fur¬
ther removed from anarchy.

Mr. Stevenson read statement after
statement f«rom the Ford peace propa¬
ganda and similar ones from the writ¬
ings of Emma Goldman, and declared
the jury could not tell which was Miss
Goldman's and which was Mr. Ford's.

Mr. Lucking, to whom fell the privi¬
lege of making the final appeal to the
jury, characterized the adilress of Mr.
Stevenson as a powerful appeal to the
passions and prejudices of the jury.

Speech Called "Stab in Back"
"It was insidous.unlawful, a stab

in the back," said Mr. Lucking. The
lawyer, to illustrate, pointed to the
charge of Mr. Stevenson that twenty-
four times in twenty-one pages of the
Ford booklet Mr. Ford called war
"murder." Mr. Lucking gave his own
construction of the booklet, and as¬
serted "Mr. Ford never called any one
a murderer."

"This suit is being watched all over
this continent, perhaps beyond," said
Mr. Lucking, "and it calls for consid-
eration at your hands from which everyitem of preudice and every element of
the extraneous has been eliminated."
The lawyer told a story of Euro¬

pean travel to illustrate Mr. Ford'i
great reputation, a story of a Dutch
judge who identified Detroit only be¬
cause it was where the Ford factories
were.
"This you must bear in mind when

you_ consider damages," said Mr.
Lucking. The lawyer drew a distinc-
tion between "president" and "gov-ernment." "When President Wilson
asks Congress for legislation he is not
the government: When Congress
passes that legislation and it becomes
law, and the President puts it into
execution he is the government,"said the advocate. He pointed out
that in arguing against increasing theNational Guard in 1916 Mr. Ford was
opposing President. Wilson but not the
government.

Personal Attack Claimed
Mr. Ford's lawyer took up the ques- I

tion of the "right of fair comment"
claimed by "The Tribune" in defence
of the editorial, and asserted that the
right existed with regard to comment
on views, but not in comment on indi-
viduals. He quoted the testimony of
Tiffany Blake, chief editorial writer of
"The Tribune," to show the editorial
was comment on Henry Ford, not his
views particularly.
The speaker insisted it was the "pro-Germanism" of "The Tribune" which

led ¡t to advocate intervention in
Mexico, and that the attack on Mr.
Ford was due to a malicious resent¬
ment of his opposition. He emphasizedthat while the newspaper paid its em¬
ployes while they were with the Na-
tional Guard on the border, it did not
do so in the war against Getmany." 'The Tribune' was not interested
in the great war; it opposed it to the
last," said Mr. Lucking.

Changes in Venue Cited
Mr. Stevenson was the first to speak.He recited that the alleged libelous

editorial headed "Ford Is an Anar¬
chist" was published June 23, 1916;
that Mr. Ford first sued in the Federal
court at Chicago, but after several
months withdrew the suit and insti¬
tuted another in the Circuit Court at
Detroit, which in due course, on a
change of venue requested by the de¬
fendant, came to Mount Clemens. Ho
then took up the editorial itself, and
insisted that there was not a word
in it anywhere to justify the plain-
tiff's contention that by "anarchist"!
"The Tribune" meant a bomb thrower
or one who by violent means sought
to overturn government. Mr. Steven¬
son read from the editori*« one of
the alleged libels:
"A man so ignorant of the funda¬

mentals of government is Henry
Ford."

"Well," commented the lawyer,
"what did he tell us on the stand?
lie said he didn't know what the
fundamentals w«>re and did not care."
"Ignorant idealist" was the next al¬

leged libelous statement brought up
by the lawyer.
"And they put Ford employes on the

stand to prove that he could read and
write," said Mr. Stevenson. "I was
never so shocked in my life."

Charge of Ignorance Upheld
Mr. Stevenson recounted how Mr.

Ford repeatedly evaded reading while
on the witness stand and finally re¬
plying to a question said he was will¬
ing the impression should go out that
he could not read.
"The Tribune" lawyer said that in¬

cident after incident occurred while
the plaintiff was on the stand to prove
the charge of ignorance.

"It was pitiful," continued Mr. Ste¬
venson, "but they had demanded proof,,
and I had to go on until Judge Tucker
himself said: 'Mr. Stevenson, you have
gone far enough along this line.' Gen¬
tlemen, that phase of the proof was
completed right there."

Mr. Stevenson said he wondered if
Mr. Ford would have still opposed
ending soldiers to the Mexican bor¬
der if he had been in Jesse Deemer's
place and kidnapped into Mexico, where
every day a gunning bandit said, "Mr.
Ford, you will be shot in the morn¬
ing."
He recited other outrages testified

to by border witnesses, but in each he
pictured Mr. Ford as the victim, and
asked if the manufacturer would have
been so complacent if he had been the
sufferer.

Michigan Vote Recalled
"'And now comes Mr. Ford and says

that his reputation has been ruined,
his life blasted, by this editorial," went
on Mr. Stevenson. "Nothing but $1,~
000,000 of 'Tribune' money would heal
it! Great heavens, gentlemen! Blasted,
ruined! Why, his reputation was so
ruined that Michi-gan, two months after
the editorial, gave him the primary
vote for President! President! Think
of it! Some of you jurymen may have
voted for him! 1 don't know, but if
you did may God forgive you!"

Give now, and with your gifts weigh
down the balance that will lift these
children out of themselves, their sur¬

roundings, into the country for a little
time.
No; the 167 who began their vaca¬

tions yesterday will not be the last
to be sent away. The fund has already
committed itself to the sending out.
of 293 others to-day. By the act it
has committed itself to debt that must
be paid.

$1,000 Daily Needed
But these will have to be the last

if the thousand dollars a day which
must be had to pay expenses is not
given by the friends of children from
now on.
What a pity it would he to cut off

the youngsters who have stood bravelyby awaiting their chance while others

have boon trooping jubilantly forth
to happiness! You can mako that un¬

Soldier Claims Pressed
By American Legion

Payments to Ex-Service Men
Expedited by Work of

Organization
To inform discharged soldiers, sailors

and marines of the facilities provided by
the American Legion to furnish infor-
mation and service in all insurance and
money matters, the following statement
issued yesterday from national head¬
quarters of the legion, 19 West Forty-fourth Street, New York City, will be
read to every post in the United States:

"in accordance with a resolution
passed at the caucus of the American
Legion held at St. Louis, the legion is
giving to its members, and to those
eligible for membership, all possible aid
in matters concerning their war risk
insurance, allotments, Liberty bonds,
bonuses, travel pay, etc.
"In addition, the Legion is carrying

on a general campaign to inform ex-
service men of their rights and privi¬
leges and to assist in obtaining them,
Compensation is now paid to injured
soldiers on the basis of $30 a month.
Legislation has been introduced to make
it payable on the basis of $100 a month.
Government insurance at present is
payable to the beneficiary in instalments
covering a period of twenty years. Most
men desire to have their insurance paid
in one lump sum. Legislation is now

pending to have this done. Also to en¬

large greatly the class of person who
may be named as beneficiaries of insur¬
ance.

Pershing to Visit Italy
Before Return Home

General Expected to Start From
Europe for United States

Early Next Month
PARIS, Aug 12..General John J.

Pershing, after his visit to Belgium as

the guest of King Albert, will visit the
Italian battlefields. Present plans call
for his departure from here for Rome
next Saturday, August 16. He will ar¬

rive at Rome two days later and will
spend two days inspecting the scenes
of the great Austrian offensives
against the Italian lines.

While in Italy General Pershing
will present American Distinguished
Service Medals to those Italian offi¬
cers to whom these honors have been
awarded. '

General Pershing expects to return
to Paris by August 22, and will leave
for the United States during the first
week in September.

want more than cement i* a large field
in "which to play. The park stands at
the head of a blind alley at East Forty-second Street and Prospect PlaceThor«? isn't much traîne and the street
could be close«! with little inconveni¬
ence to any one.

"If this is dono," continued Mis:
Smith, "we wouid feel much safer ant
be more comfortable. The girls couli
dance in the little space between th«
two parts of the grounds, and the boy:coul«i play ball." The average hourl;attendance at the park during the sum
mer exceeds 1.50. These children hav«
adequate training in knitting and sew
ing, but they are handicapped by th'
physical surroundings when it come
to exercise.

Motors and Motorists
Although there is in nearly everystate legislation which has the pur¬

pose of eliminating the use of glaringheadlights at night, the average motor¬
ist who goes out on the road after dark
realizes that little has been accom¬
plished to this end. Xot more than
2 per cent, it seems, of all the auto¬
mobiles in use have actual non-glaringheadlights. To be sure,' a great manyof them are fitted with what are called.'permitted glasses," that is. they areheadlight lenses which in official testshave shown that they can diffuse ordeflect the light rays so that the beamof light projected is limited accordingto the law.
These glasses car. do this thing butdo not always actually do it, for anyone of a variety of reasons. The chief

one is that excessively powerful bulbs
are used in back of the glasses and theglare is almost emphasized thereby.Another thing is that the bulbs are notproperly focussed before the glassesare applied and the light thrown isnot in accordance with the terms ofthe law.

It is a most exasperating and dan¬
gerous thing to have to drive againstthe majority of headlights encoun¬tered. The glare not only gives thedriver a headache but the. blinding ef¬fect is apt to send him into the ditch.It is to say the least not a gentleman¬ly practice to cause acute discomfortto others on the highway. Xot onlythat, it is illegal and dangerous. Itwould be a very good thing if thestate police, generally, as well as localauthorities, saw to it that steps weretaken to curb the motorist who insists
upon driving a car at night in a waythat causes discomfort and peril toother?.
Summary arrest and punishmentshould be provided for the man whodoesn't fit his car with some kind of aliitfusing or deflecting device, and

treatment possibly not so drasticshould be meted out to the man who
uses a headlight glass that is of itselfall right but does not attach it prop¬erly. There is work aplenty on all the
roads around New York for the policeauthorities.
A drive up the Post Road no furtherthan Stamford and back again at nightwill convince any one of the need for

some real regulation of the headlightmatter.
