Outruns Golden Broom
in Fast Time at Spa

SARATOGA, Aug. 13 Harry Payne

Whitney's two-year-old chestnut oolt
Upset, ably ridden by Jockey Willie
Knapp, won the Sanford Memorial ¡it
si: furlongs, one of the most prized
juvenile classics of the local meeting,
and the feature of to-day's racing. T%2
son of Whisk Broom II. stepped the
distance in the fine tune of 1:11 1-5
and bent Man o1 War, erstwhile un¬
beaten and moist seriously considered
candidat'« for two-year-old honors, and-
Golden Broom, the latest sensation c'
the youngsters. The last two finished
second and third respectively.
Wishing in no manner whatever to

refloat upon the class of Whitney's
good colt, which was kept from the
races a long time t li «j spring because
of an attack of influenza, it must be
admitted that Man o' War wan pounds
the better to-day. lie looked more
glorious in defeat than did Upset m
vieto rj.

If anything were needed to clinch
the argument of .«ian o' War to his
eligibility for the 1919 kingship it
was supplied by the game and gallant
race of the Glen Riddle Farm's won¬
derful two-year-old this day.
Johnny Lol'tus, supposed king of the

boys in silks, beat Man o' War, not
Upset, good as the latter was. It is
hard to understand how n rider of]
Loftus's ability and experience could
possibly have been guilty of such a
miserable showing.

Picks Out the Pockets
Loftus, who got off none too well,found several pocket3 through the

backstretch and around the turn. It
seemed he whs bent on finding pocketsin tins particular race. Where he
might have gone to the outside of Up¬
set and Golden Rroom at the stretch
turn, Loftus came tight to the rail
and into the pocket these two had es-'
tablished. He didn't get free sailing]till less than a furlong from home.
Then, too late, Man o' War closed like;

Mrs. W. M. Jeffords's imponedGolden Broom, perhaps the lastest
break« r in training, soon rushed oui to
a lead of two lengths. Upset was in
motion almost as quickl) and held on
doggedly. .Man of War, which doesn't

post.
