the Executive's Refusal

Rural Members Called

President Says Country Can
Stand Inconvenience Bet¬
ter Than City at Present

WASHINGTON, Aug. 15..President
Wilson to-day sent to the House his
«to or. the bill to repeal the daylight
«ring' act This is the second time
tbe President has blocked an attempt
bv Congress to repeal the law. As a

result of his action to-day it is ex¬

pected that a finish fight between the
farmer and the city man over daylight
saving will develop in the House next
week. *

The farmer, hacked by the Republi¬
cs^ in the House, expects to win, ac¬

cording to Republican Leader Mondell.
Although it is said that both Demo¬
crats and República»!« will be split on

the issue, enemies of daylight saving
name these facts in support of their
belief that a two-thirds vote can be
mustered to override the President's
veto:

That they lacked only eight votes
of the necessary two-thirds when
an attempt was made to pass the
vetoed agricultural appropriation
bill with the rider killing daylight
saving.

Farmer vs. City Man
That with the bill divorced from

a necessary appropriation, the ques¬
tion can now be fought out on its
merits, farmer against city man,
with the element of politics reduced.
That th( bill will not be brought

up in the Houfe until all rural Rep-
resentatives opposing daylight sav-
ing are back and lined up.
Republican Leader Mondell to-day

said that th« bill may or may not be.
sent to committee, according to
the development of opposition to it.
It probably will not be considered be¬
fore Tuesday. In the mean time every
means is being used to sec that rural
Representatives are on hand when the!
House convenes again on Monday after
adjournir.c shortly after noon to-day,
when Repre^i ntative Blanton, of Texas,,
called for a quorum. Tins action pre¬vented any consideration of the Presi¬
dent's vi o message.
The House originally passed the bill

by a vote of 233 to 132. On the at¬
tempt to pass the agricultural appro¬
priation bill over the veto the voto
was 247 to 135.

Wilson's Voto Message
The Pr> sident's veto message read:
"I return this bill, H. R. 3854, 'An

act for the repeal of daylight savingiaw,' without my signature, but do so
with the utmost reluctance. I realize
the very considerable and in some re¬
spects very serious inconveniences to
which the daylight saving law subjectsthe farn the country, to whom
we owe the greatest consideration and
who have; distinguished themselves dur¬
ing these recent yeaxs of war and want
by patriotic endeavors worthy of all
praise. But 1 have been obliged to
balance one set of disadvantagesagainst another and to venture a judg¬
ment as to which were the most seri¬
ous fi r the country. The immediate
and pressing need of the country is
production, increased arid increasingproduction in all lines of industry.Disorganization and dislocation caused
by the war have told nowhere so heav¬
ily as at the industrial centres.in
manufacture and in the many indus¬
trie« to which the country and the
whole world must l<sok to .supply needs
which cannot be ignored or postponed.It is to these that the daylight savinglaw is of most service. It ministers to
economy and to efficiency.
"And the interest of the farmer is

not in all respects separated from
these interests. Jle needs what the
factor:'. roduce along with the res!
of the world. He is profited by the
prosperity wl ich the success bringsabout. His own life and methods are
more easily adjusted, I venture to
think, than those of the manufacturer
and tl e merchant.

'.'These are the considerations which
have !«. i me to withhold my signaturefrom this repeal. I hope that they are
considerations which will appeal to the
thoughtful judgment of the House and
in the long run to the thoughtful judg¬
ment of the farmers of the country,who have always shown an admirable
public spiri¦_."

Churchmen See Little
Cliance of Organic Union
Prominent Clerics Interviewed
on Proposal for Conference

at The Hague
The proposal of leaders of the Prot¬

estant Episcopal Church that a prelim¬
inary conference be held at The Hague
aiming at the establishment of an or¬
ganic »church union throughout the
world met with much skepticism and lit¬
tle approval among the spokesmen for
other denominations here yesterday.
"Anything like organic unity of Bap¬

tist churches with other denominations
is impossible," said ono of the editors
of the Baptist "Watchman and Ex¬
aminer."
The Rev. Dr. William Patterson

Bruce, editor of "The Christian Intelli¬
gencer," official organ of the Reformed
Church in America, said: "The more
Protestant bodies try to get togetherthe further apart they arc, and tho
Episcopal Church itself is a shining ex¬
ample. Even Reformed cluircb.es can¬
not unite. We have tried it and failed.
The more conferences- we hold the
wider apart we are."

Methodists also showed no enthusi¬
asm for the plan. When questioned
one of, the editors of "The Christian
Advocate," official publication of the
Church, said: "It will amount to noth¬
ing. It is impossible to function or¬
ganic union, even if some conference
agreed on it."
The plan of the Episcopal Church

proposes not a federation, but an or¬
ganic union of tho 000,000,000 Chris¬
tians in the world. Roman Catholics
have declined to consider the union,but it is understood that Russian,
Creek and other Eastern Catholics have
agreed to send delegates.

Given for Service Men

ALBANY, N. Y., Atig.15..The State
Department of Education to-day an¬

nounced the successful candidates for
college scholarships for soldiers, sail¬
ors and marines who fought in the
World War.
Under the Kaplan law, enacted this

year, it was provided that 450 such
scholarships should be issued and the
winners get $200 each for tuition and
maintenance in any college in the state
to which they desired to go. To have
carried out this plan $90,000 would
have had to be appropriated, but as
the bill only appropriated $80,000, the
department has issued only 150, one
for each Assembly district, having ob¬
tained an opinion from Attorney Gen¬
eral Newton that this could be done.

British Prince
Sails To-day
For Halifax

Host to Sir Robert Borden
at Officia! Dinner on

His Cruiser After Royal
Reception at St. John

FirstDay on Canadian Soil

Praises Dominion's War
Work and Thanks People
for Loyalty to Throne

ST. JOHN. N. B., Aug. 15..After
having received a royal reception to¬
day.his first on Canadian soil.the
Prince of Wales, accompanied by Sir
Robert Borden, Premier of Canada,
who will accompany him to Quebec,
returned to-night to the British
Cruiser Dragon and there played host
at an official dinner before bailing to-
morrow for Halifax.
The Prince landed at 11 o'clock this

morning. Rain began to fall shortly.
before the Prince left his ship, but the
adverse conditions in no way affected
the warmth of his reception nor less¬
ened the enthusiasm of the greetings
extended to the heir to the British
throne.
From all parts of Now Brunswick

and from further distances great num-bers flocked to join with the citizens intheir welcome to the Prince. Dense
crowds thronged the streets and occu-
pied every point of vantage along the
route taken by the royal visitor, and
at various places where he stopped for
the ceremonies arranged in his honor..

Leads a Procession
The Prince was received with great !

enthusiasm when ho landed. He smil-ingly acknowledged the applause, and
took his seat in an automobile with the
Duke of Devonshire and Lord Hamil-
ton. The Prince's car headed a longprocession. Among the notables in the
parade were Sir Robert Borden, Lieu-1tenant Governor Pugsley of New
Brunswick, Governor Milliken of
Maine, Premier W. E. Foster, of New
Brunswick, Sir Lionel Halsey, of the
Prince's entourage, and many civic and
provincial officials. The Prince was
driven to the armories, whore he was
presented with addresses on behalf of
the city and province and repliedbriefly.
The address from the province was

presented by Premier Foster and that
for the city by the Mayor, Robert. T.
Hayes.

The Prînce Makes Speech
The reply of the Prince to the ad¬

dress from the city follows:
"1 thank you for your kind words

of welcome, which have touched nie
very much. The city of St. John was
founded by the men whose loyalty to
t!ie British throne and empire rose
triumphant from a terrible ordeal, and
I know that the spirit of your found¬
ers is still strong in you to-day. Jr
is a special pleasure to me that ihc
first Canadian city which I am priv- I
ileged to see should be this 'city of
loyalists' and I desire to greet it
through you as warmly as you have
greeted me.
"You have referred most kindly tothe modest part which I was. able toplay in the great war from which theempire has just emerged. It was myprivilege to serve with many of yourfellow citizens on the Western front,and through all that period 1 valueddeeply the opportunity afforded me forforming a real and close acquaintancewith my Canadian brother officers and

men. I share your pride in theirachievements and I mourn with youthe heavy losses which Canadian homeshave incurred.
"I thank you also for the warm ex¬

pression of your loyalty tv> my father,the King, which I will not fail to con¬
vey to him on my return. In his nameI am happy to wish new progress andprosperity to the city of St. John."

Warmth and Loyally
In reply to the address from the

government of New Brunswick, hesaid :

"Yours is the first official welcomewhich I am privileged to receive onCanadian soil and I am deeply touchedby the warmth and loyalty of youraddress.
"You have spoken of the affection¬ate regard for my father, the King,in this sand every province of the Do¬minion. I can assure you that the

warm regard for his Canadian sub¬jects wdiich he was able personallyto express to you some years ago is
even stronger to-day, since it includes
a deep appreciation of the new andsplendid services of this Dominion tothe throne and empire during the warand a constant sympathy with those
on whom the struggle has brought dis¬ablement and loss. I will gladly con¬
vey to him this renewed expressionof your loyalty to his house."I greatly appreciate your reference,too kind although it be, to my ownservices as a junior officer in the war.My first real knowledge of the spien-did nations of the British Empire wasformed, gentlemen, in the trenches,camps and billets of the Western front."Comradeship in the field is thesurest of all roads to understandingbetween men of different climes and
ways of life, and I have come therebyto know my brother Canadians in allthe conditions incidental to service inthe field, in and out of the line."New Brunswick gave its sons in
generous measure to the great causefor which the empire fought, and Ishare to the full your pride that thevproved worthy of those founders ofyour province who sacrificed their allfor loyalty to British institutions andthe British throne.

"I agree with you. Mr. Premier, that
common service and common sacrificehave drawn the nations of the empireeven»more closely together than belore.We have seen our British principlesand ideals sharply outlined before usin the burning light of a supremeemergency, and we have learned moreclearly thereby what the unity of theBritish empire means both to ourselvesand to the world at large.

A Red Letter Day
"This is a red letter day for me, as Ihave just set foot for the first time onCanadian soil," the prince said in an

address at a luncheon at the UnionClub, where he was a guest of the
province. "It is a day to which I have
eagerly looked forward and which I
can never forget.

"I hope this feeling of mine will beshared by all of you. I want Canada
to look on me as a Canadian, if not
actually by birth, yet certainly in mind
and spirit.for this, as the eldest son
of the ruler of the great British em¬
pire, I can assure you that I am. I
value my Canadian friendships deeply,1 hope to make many more and it will
always be my earnest endeavor to
prove myself true to these friendshipsand worthy of your trust.
"We owe an imperishable debt, not

only to your sailors, soldiers and air¬
men, but also to those who remained
at home to carry on your industries,
and to the women of Canada whose
help was inestimable.-at home and at
the front"
