Better Health for
Nation Is Purpose
Of Women Doctors

International Conference
Uric to KlTert Organiza¬
tion to Bring About an

Improved Social System
Fifty women doctors, from o score

of foreign countries, are in New York
to attend the International Conference;
of Women Physicians, which begins to¬
day at the headquarters of the war

work council of the Young Women's
Christian Association, 040 Lexington
Avenue. The sessions will continue,
until October 25, questions of physi¬
cal, social and moral health being dis-
cu! sed. During the closing days of the
conference, from October 17 to 24, a
convention representing most of the
leading national organizations of wom¬
en in America will bo in session. It
will be the aim of the convention to
effect an organization by means of
which neces>ary changes in social con-
ditions, in their reference to women's
health, may be brought about.
"One great object of this meeting,"

said Dr. Katherine Bernent Davis yes
terday, "is to decide how women phy¬
sicians best can take advantage of
the extraordinary strategic position
they now command in the fight against
social unhealthfulness. Factory girls
and the thousands of other female
workers in this and other countries
let the woman doctor talk to them
where they will listen to no one else.
Wc believe that the woman doctor can

change existing conditions quicker
than any one else.
"That conditions need to be changed

there is no doubt; it was shocking to
find that so many American young
men had to be rejected in the selec¬
tive draft on account of conditions
which could have, in many cases, been
corrected or prevented had their
mothers had the counsel of the woman
doctor."
