Nammack Building Only
Project Continued in War
Show Room Building, Launched
During (ireat Struggle, Was

Completed Last Week
Tho opening last week of the Nam-

mack Building. 38-42 East Twenty-ninthStreet, calls attention to the fact that I
this was the only privately owned
building operation in New York Citycarried steadily forward during the
period of the war. The Fred F. French
Company built it for Dr. Charles E.
Narumack, who had owned the site for
ti number of years.
The Nammack Building is one of thetallest reinforced concrete loft build-

ings in the city. It is ten stories high,
on a plot 62x100. The flat-slab system
was employed. The exterior walls are
eight-inch hollow tile, faced with four-
inch brick.
The building, which contains ap¬proximately f>0,000 square feet, hasbeen rented from the plans on leases

running from three and one-half to five
years mainly for showrooms and offices
by the silk and women's wear trade,including the firms of Kahn & Feld-
man and H. A. C.sar & Co.
The Nammack Building was partlyfinanced by a Metropolitan building and

permanent loan of $200,000, which is
said to be the only substantial loan
which the Metropolitan Life Insurance;Company made during the war.

Change Their Title

Incorporate "Owners" in Name,
Since Many Are Members

of the Association
Building managers of New York have

decided to chango the name of their
organization to the Building Managersand Owners' Association of New York.
When the New York Building Man¬

agers'Associât ion was organized, on Oc¬
tober 13, 1913, provision was made for
only one class of membership.-i. e.,
activo members. On December 11, 1917,the bylaws were amended and an asso-
ciate membership was created for the
purpose of including owners of real
estate or those indirectly interested in
its management. This change in mem¬
bership has brought into the associa¬
tion many owners of buildings, but who
on the other hand, do not manag»' their
own property; therefore to confine the
title to "building managers" only has
been thought a misnomer.

For Narrows Tunnel

Would Connect Jersey, Long
Island, and New England
Frcight-Carrying Systems

Organized Queens business men are

for the speedy building of the pro¬
posed freight tunnel under the Nar¬
rows from Staten Island to Bay Ridge,
Brooklyn, connecting New Jersey rail¬
road systems with the Long Island
road and tho New York Connecting
Railroad, which is the rail union be¬
tween this section nnd New England.
The Queens Chamber of Commerce

has appointed a committee consisting
of E. J. Tnrof, chairman transporta-
tion committee; P. W. Moore, traffic
manager; John W. Rapp, president.
Empire Art Metal Company; F. E. Lee,
Nichols Copper Company; William
Law, John Simmons Company, to con¬
fer and cooperate with Brooklyn nnd
Staten Island representatives in urg¬
ing tho construction of this under¬
water freight route.
Queens business men are ngitnting

this project because it would open
up a through all-rail route between
Southern and Western points and the
boroughs of Queens and Brooklyn; a
through all-rail route btwecn New Eng¬
land points and the South; avoid delay
of shipments to nnd from Brooklynand Queens, placing the manufacturers
of those boroughs on a parity with the
manufacturers of New Jersey, so far
as time in transit is concerned; open
up to the five boroughs of New York
City a through all-raii route that would
not be dependent upon lighterage and
floatage facilities for the necessities
of life, and it would relieve, to a great
extent, the lighterage and floatage fa¬
cilities and permit their use in the
transferring of import and export ship¬ments.
Many of the Atlantic port cities, as

well »as the Gulf coast ports, aro striv¬
ing hard to divert this traffic from
New York, and in the very near future
the port of New York will require all
of their facilities for the handling of
ths very diesirable traffic.
