The garret
in which the engineering genius, Jarr.es
Watt, persued his mechanical studies
is to be removed intact, it possible,
from its position or. the top «of Heath-
field Hull at Handsworth, win-re Watt
soent his last years, and reërected in
the central memorial buildings, t«> be
opened in Birmingham, where the Watt
centenary celebration is to be held Sep¬
tember 16-18.
When Watt died the garret was

locked up and remained unopened for
about fifty years, and even now it is
still irf exactly the same oendition as
when Watt worked in it. The piece
of iron Watt was last engaged in turn¬
ing lies on the lathe. The ashes of his
last fire, where Watt used to do his
own cooking, because of his wif« 's b-
jection to seeing her husband "looking
like a blacksmith,'' are still in the
grate. The lost lump of coal is in the
scuttle. The Dutch oven is in its place
over the stove, and the frying pan in
¦which he cooked his meal is hanging
on its accustomed nail.

Army Poultry
Sale Is Light
On First Day

¡Dr. Day Blames Butchers
and Threatens to Use
Empty Saloons as Better
Centres of Distribution

Groceries Lower on List

'Rolling; Stores' Start To-day
and Will Take 250,000
Kpgs Through East Side

The first of tiro two "chicken days"
set :isi«l<> by Arthur Williams, Federal
Food Administrator, to assist in dis-
posing of the 1,500,000 pounds of
poultry released hero by the War De-
partment, resulted in the sale yester¬
day of about 87,500 pounds of the
product, according to August Silz, who
is distributing tho government fowls
at 416 West Fourteenth Street.
The figures were disappointing to

Dr. Jonathan C. Day, Commissioner of
Markets, who attributed the small sale
to tho unwillingness of butchers to
handle the chickens because they are
allowed to make a profit of only 6
cents a pound. The army poultry re¬
tails at 38 cents a pound. Hop snwl
that some storekeepers were using the
advertising of the army sales to at¬
tract customers and were selling an
inferior grade of poultry by substitu¬
tion, or on the plea that the othor bird
was better.

May Use Empty Saloons
If the sale of the government poultrydoçs not take an immediate jump, he

said, he would use empty saloons with
refrigerating facilities to get them to
the public. "If the butchers want real
competition," he remarked, "tiny will
get it. Fe won't need even a five-cent
margin to handle the poultry ia former
saloons." JIo said he would "sit tight"until Thursday, the next "chicken
day. " before taking any aition.
