Arthur F. Mullen, of
Nebraska, a »irons advocate of Presi¬
dent Wilson for a third term, will in-
troduce the resolution.
Had the proposed rule been adopted

'before the Democrats met in Baltimore
in 1912, Champ Clurk would have been
the nominee instead of Wood row
Wilson. Clark had a majority on nine
ballots. Wilson did not «jet the neces¬

sary two-thirds vote until the forty-
fourth ballot.
The executive committee will also be

asked to consider a novelty in Presi¬
dential campaigns. This will be the
decentralizing of the national commit¬
tee, and dividing the country into four
zones with a sub-chairman in charge of
each. On matters of this sort the
action of the executive committee is
final.

Rosalind Rips Open Her
Forward Hold ; Vessel
Im Reported in Danger

Sprrial CorrespondanceSTAMFORD, Conn., Sept. 25. .Thé
steamship Rosalind, of th« Red Cross
line, bound from St. John'*), Newfound-
land, to New York, ran on to Gowes
Reef in Long Island Sound about 6:30
this morning. There were 141 first class
passengers, many of them from New
York ,and 62 steerage passengersaboard. All of them were taken off and
vowe«! it was the least exciting ship-wreck imaginable.
There was a heavy fog and the Rosa-

lind was traveling at twelve-knot pace,
several miles off her course. CaptainH. C. Mitchell skipper of the boat, had
left the bridge at 3 a. m.. and William
.lames chief officer, was in cherge. At
the speed she was traveling the Rosa-
lind bumped along the reef for nearly
lier own length, ripping opcr*, her for-
ward hold and tearing loose plates un¬
der her engines.
While the passengers were being:

brought to shore, utterly cool and with
most of their hand luggage, the pumps
were making a clanking and uno<|uul
light against the water that was pour¬
ing into the vessel. Her position is
dangerous, but it is thought she can
be hauled off in the morning. No at-
tempts to move her was made to-night.

Captain Mitchell lives in Brooklyn
and was on the Red Cross liner Ste-
phano when she was torpedoed off the
Nantucket shoals. He and other ofti-
cers of the Rosalind were on the Flor-
izcl of the same line when that vessel
was lost near Cape Race. When the
Rosalind sailed from St. Johns Septem-ber 20, Sir Edward Bowring, a director
of the corporation that owns the ship,
was one of the passengers. He left the
ship at Halifax, however.
Tho Rosalind is a st<K*l ship of 3,000

tons, ."505 feet long and 50 feet in beam.
She was built in 1912 and is owned byC. T. Bowring & Co., Ltd., of Liverpool.

Advices received here yesterday from
Captain Mitchell said the vessel was
ripped below .the water line and that
bold No. 1, in which there was no bag¬
gage, was flooded- The bulkheads keptthe water from the other holds. The
skipper also said that all passengers,
safely landed, were cared for at. a hotel
in Stamford. They will be sent bytrain to New York. A wrecking crew
was sent from New York to patch upthe hole in the hull and drag the ves¬
sel from the rocks. A survey satisfied
the owners that the vessel could be
saved.
The Rosalind, formerly the LadyGwendolyn in the London-Dundee ser¬

vice, is of 2,163 tons gross. She left
Halifax September 23, with 141 passen¬
gers and a cargo of 6,000 barrels of oil
and salted fish.

Speed

Gifts to Wilson

Resolution by Rodenberg
Says "National Scandal"
Might Result Unless the
Reports Are Disproved

WASHINGTON', Sept. 25..Kepresent-
ative Rodenberg, of Illinois, to-day
introduced in tho House a re%«/lution
asking a Congressional investigation
of reports that President Wilson had
accepted gifts, said to bo valued at
$500,000, from foreign rulers and gov-
ernments, in violation of the Constitu-
tion.
The Illinois Representative pointed

out that the Constitution provides that
no government official may accept pres-
ents from any "king, prince or foreign
state," and urged that if Mr. Wilson
had not violated this provision he
should be exonerated.

Representative Rodenberg declared
that "national scandal" might result
unless the reports in the press of giftsmade to the President could be dis-
proved. The text of the resolution
reads:
"Whereas, during the month of Feb-

ruary, 1919, the American people were
informed by cablegrams from Paris
that prior to his departure from the

j Murat Palace in that city the President
of the United States had received and
accepted gifts from various Europeankings, princes, foreign states and mu-
nicipalities, and from other sources,public and private; and.

Newspaper Story Quoted
"Whereas on April 18, 1919 'The

Washington Times,' one of the leading
newspapers of this capital, publishedthe following account of the receiptand deposit of such gifts of presentsin the White House:
"'President's giftp here from Europe.A carload of European gifts to Presi¬

dent and Mrs. Wilson has been re¬
ceived at the White House. The ship-ment is in about forty large boxes and
will not be unpacked until the Wilsons
return'; and,
"Whereas, it is the grave constitu¬

tional duty of the House of Repre¬sentatives to ascertain whether any or
all of such "ifts or presents were re¬
ceived an«! accepted by the President
of the United States in violation of the
Constitution and law:-*; therefore be it

Resolved by the House of Repre¬
sentatives, That the Judiciary Commit¬
tee are hereby instructed to investi¬
gate such reports, and tha.t they have
power to send for persons and papers
and to administer the customary oat-is
to witnesses to the end that the truth
or falsity of such reports may be fully
ascertained. In the discharge of that
duty said Judiciary Committee are in¬
structed :
"1.To obtain a complete inventory

of all such gift? or presents, if such
have been, in fact, received and ac¬
cepted, as alleged;

Identity of Donors Sought
"2.-To ascertain the source from

wliich each gift or present was so
recoived and the .*alue thereof;
"3.To ascertain at what custom

house, or custom houses, said gifts
or presents were entered, what value
of appraisement was put upon each, and
what customs duties, if any, were paid
upon the same;

"1 To ascertain whether or not
said President has unlawfully received
any other gifts from foreign sources
during his term of office.

"Said Judiciary Committee is fur¬
ther instructed to report all of such
facts to the House of Representatives
to the end that the House, in view of
the facts and the law. may be able
to determine what further action it
may he 'ts constitutional duty to take
in the premises."

"1 have introduced this resolution
for the purpose of clearing up the
rumors that have been current for
months that the President and the
members of his family were made the
recipients of gifts while in Europe
aggregating in value more than a half
million dollars," said Mr. Rodenburg.
"If there should be no foundation for
those rumors, a great injustice is beingdone to the reputation of the President
and he is entitled to an exoneration.

Backer of Sen. Hitchcock
