"Wilson, whose illness took a turn for
the better yesterday, continued to im-
prove to-day under the rest cure pre¬scribed by his physician.

After the first good night's re'it he
bas had since he was taken iil the
President was up most of the day and
was permitted by Dr. Gi'ayson to givehis attention for n short while to
pressing executive matters. Fie signedseveral minor bills and resolutions,sent some nominations to the »Senate
and dictated a few letters.
During the afternoon he took an¬

other automobile ride and seemed to
enjoy it. Accompanied by Mrs. Wil¬
son and his daughter Margaret, ho

was away from the White House nearly
two hours, driving far out into the
country.
As long as good weather continues,

it is understood, the automobile ride
will be a daily feature on the Presi¬
dent's l'est programme.

Dr. Grayson would make no predic¬
tion to-day whether the President
would be able to take any part in the
labor and industrial conference which
meets here Monday. The physician'sbulletin merely said: "The President
had a good night's rest, und is im¬
proving."

A bulletin issued to-night, at 10:30
o'clock at the White House stated:
"The President spent, a fairly comfort¬
able »lay and is improving."

Hylan Changes
Mind on Police
Meeting To-
Permits Leaders of Patrol¬
men and Firemen to At¬
tend After Telling Com¬
missioners to Prevent It

Mayor Dylan's attempt to prohibit
patrolmen and firemen from meeting
to-day in City Hall Park to present
wage increase demands to the. Board of
Estimât«, brought criticism in such ve¬
hemence yesterday that the Mayor
quickly reversed his attitude after a

conference with Frank J. Priai, presi¬
dent of the Civil Service Forum.
The Mayor had written to Police

Commissioner Enright and Fire Com¬
missioner Drennan, directing them to
inform members of their departments
that they would not T>v permitted to
assemble at the meeting. The Mayor
referred to certain of the uniformed
men as "agitators, who were endeavor¬
ing to create disorder." Immediately
on receipt of his letter the commis¬
sioners issued direct ord-ers forbidding'the men to take part in any publicdemonstration or to appear before the I
Board of Estimate, without permission.This was at lour o'clock.

Seated Interview Results
A few minutes later Priai sought an

interview with the Mayor. He explainedj that the men on the force were entitled jto representation through accredited
delegates. Prial's interview developed
into a heated argument, it was said, but
ended in the Mayor giving his assent to
the delegates being present.

Priai announced at a meeting of the
Forum held last night at 145 Riverside
Drive that Albert Guinness, presidentof the I'uiformed Firemen's Associa-]
tion, and Joseph P. Moran, president
of the Patrolmen's Bcnevelont Associa-
tion, would attend the City Hall meet-
ing as representatives of theii respec-
live bodies.
The Mayor's letter follows:
''1 note that a few agitators in the

Police and Fire departments, as well
as .'. few agitators outside of the de-
partments, are endeavoring to placethe police and firemen of the city in
an embarrassing position by making¡I appear that they are not satisfied
with the treatment of the Board of
Estimate and Apportionment in giv-
¡ng them a $400 increase in salary in
two j eai
"Saturday and Sunday last I spoke
over fifty policemen on pos; in

irioua sections of the city. Some
recognized me and others did not.
Out of fifty-one police officers spoken
to, they were all pleased with the
treatment of the Board of Estimât«
ar.d Apportionment except two. Of
the several firemen I spoke to not
one seemed to be dissatisfied. They
paid the $400 raise the Board of Esti-
mat« and Apportionment was giving
them in two years and the two
platoon system was more than they
expected.
"The time has come when agitators

and trouble makers in the Police and
Fire departments should receive the
same treatment that agitators in the
o h< r departments of the city vyill
receive,

"I am crcditibly informed that agi¬
tators are endeavoring to create di"*-
order by attempting to call a meet¬
ing in trie City Hall plaza to-morrow.
See to it that there will be no dis¬
orderly gathering at the City Hall

SmokesNegro
Out of Swamp

Alleged Assailant of White!
Woman Caught on Edge
of Stream Near Camden
After a Two-Day Search

. Smoked out of his hiding plate in a

swamp, nineteen miles cast of Camden,
N. J.. between .Mount Holly and Haines-
port, by burning brush wood and oil,
James Whiting, a ne¡?;ro, surrendered
last night to .lame- Parker, a Burling¬
ton County, N*. J.. detective. The negrohad been sought by a posse sitice early
Monday in connection with an attack
on .Mrs. Mary Motsey, the wife of a
(amcir.i shipbuilder.
The swamp is about two miles long

and n mile wide, formed by the back¬
waters of a creek. It is heavily over-»
grown with trees and a scrub growth,
the dead leaves of which burned furi¬
ously after they had been drenched
with crude oil. Detective Parker was
given permission to lire the swamp a*'-
ter persons living in that region told
him they had seen Whiting.

Wind Drives Flames
Members of the posse, which was

armed for the most part with shot-1
guns, pet the fire in the wind so that n
wide band of smoke began to sweep
down the length of the swamp. It wa
nearly dark when Detectiv* Parker
espied the fugitivo creeping'^ through
the heavy undergrowth toward the
river. The man was within a few rod:j
of the stream, evidently preparing to
swim away when darkness fettled.
Parker called on him to surrender.

"I'll quit if you'll protect me," bar¬
gained Whiting.

Promises Piotcclîon
The detective assured the man that

he -ta:-, to he protected, and a few mo¬
ments later Whiting was in an auto¬
mobile speediiif- toward the Burlington
County jail. He was locked up there
without attracting the attention of
residents in the vicinity.
To make doubly sure against an

effort to take the man from the au¬
thorities it was planned to start him
for the Camden jail at midnight.
During the time the posse has been

hunting Whiting the man said he had
been without food.

MIDDLETOWN, Conn., Sept. 30.
The Iiigganum Savings Hunk of Hig-
ganum, Conn., announced to-day it
would suspend all business as a sav-
ings institution and close out deposi¬
tors acounta at aproximbately ? 1.70 on
the dollar. The bank was the only
one in the Btate paying <i per cent in-
terest. The directors say lack of busi¬
ness has caused the bank to close.
Eugene C. Burr, secretary, explained

the institution had been fortunate in
disposing of its securities, and that
stocks in New York banks that bad
ticen purchased at par had been sold
at sevrai times the original price. In
the report to tin» bank commissioners
these had been carried at par value,
with the result that the hank itself had
a surplus 20 per cent over its deposits.
All the stock has been disposed of by
the directors and the money obtained
has been invested i'l Liberty bunds.
These bonds will be figured in the

100,000 Ship
Men Due to
Strike To-day
Fight for 14-Hour Week
and 25 Per Cent Pay
increase Involves ] 10
Partis in This District]

Question of Hours
Made Chief Issue
_

Workers Want Saturday
Half Holiday of Sum¬
mer Made Permanent

Nearly 100,000 workers in the ship-
yards in and near New York probably
will be called ont on strike to-day to
back up ttieir demands for a forty-j
four-hour week and a 25 per cent, in¬
crease in wages, according to a labor
leader in close touch with the Metal
Trades Council.

After several conférence.-: with H.
If. Guilder, district representative of
he United Stales Shipping Board am!
head of the local labor adjustment
board, a committee of the council with¬
drew to its office at 82 Duane Street
last night and made a report to tiie
executive council. At the request of
the Shipping Board no statement was
issued, but the men said they would
stand pat on their demands. At the
Shipping Board offices it was eaid the
matter is now in the hands of the
Washington authorities.

I! is not expected the strike will
be general. Two of the largest yards
in the city are members of the Atlantic.
Coast Shipyards Association, which
ha-s entered into a contract, with the
metal trades department of the Ameri¬
can Federation of Labor to ettlc all
questions of hours and wages by arbi¬
tration. The contract becomes oper¬
ative this morning. Both the Downey
Shipbuilding Corporation, of Staten
Island, and the Standard Corporation,
of Shooters Island, the New York
yard.; affected by the agreement, have
been allowing their employes to work
the forty-four-hour week.

Wage Now 80 Cents an Hour
Boilermakers, pipe fitters, plumbers,

machinists, caulkers, pattern makers
and the entire force of the shipyards
arc- expected to go out. The average
wage of the machinists is 80 cents
an hour, which is below the rate paid
to men doing similar work in other
industries, according to one of the
union leaders. This the employers
deny. But the main fight of the men
will he centred around the forty-four-
hour week.
Under the Macy award the m n were

working forty-four hours during the
summer months. There -'.ere times
when the union, leaders charged that
this clause wa violated by employers,
who forced their men to work forty-iive
hours. They took the case to the Ship¬
ping Board, and it was finally ordered
that the forty-four-hour week must be
enforced for the summer months. Tow-'
ard the end of the summer period the
union leaders served notice on the em-

ployers that they would demand that
the forty-four-hour week be continued.;

Lockout in Several Hants
Early in September the men decided

to force the issue. They <iuit work at
noon Saturday. When they returned to
their yard.; Monday many of them
found they had been discharged. Five
yards locked them out. The next week
several other vards i the .-unie.

But the two yards in Staten Island
which were members or the Atlantic
Coast Shipyards Association allowed
the men to work but half a day on
Saturday, Conference; meanwhile were
being arranged between the Ship¬
ping Board representatives and the
Metal Trades Council. Mr. dander
went to Washington several times in
an attempt to avoid a strike, but, the
union leaders refused to give up their
stand for the forty-four-hour week.
There are about 110 yards within the

New York district. It is expected the
district organizers of the several
unions will visit these yards early this
morning und inform the men that they
arc io stand by their early demande.
The Metal TradVs Council will meet hi
2 o'clock this afternoon, when it. will
make public announcement of its posi-
tion.

Truce Reached to Halt
Ship Strike on Pacific:

discharged, and for the first time to¬
day the mills beg,in to take on new
men. notably in the case of the Edgar
Thomson plant of the Carnegie Com¬
pany at Braddock.
As a result, of these policies the

tendency oi' foreigners to migrate is
becoming more pronounced. Another
move that will cut deep was reported
at strike headquarters to-day to the
effect that at Brackenridge, where the
Vest Bonn Company is situated, and at
Sharesville, strikers living in company
house:-; are being served with notices
of eviction.
The steel companies are in deadly

of government interference they in¬
tend to ficht to an uncompromised
peace by victory.

Blockade ofGermany
Is OrderedEnforced

Failure of Berli» to Recall Soldiers of
von der (Joltz From the Baltic Region
Moves Allies lo Carry Out Threat

WASHINGTON, Sept. "0. (By The
Associated Press., The State Depart¬
ment to-night made public the text of
the note of the supreme council at
Paris calling on the German govern¬
ment to comply immediately with the
order of General Foch requiring evacu¬
ation of all German troops now in the
Baltic provinces under the penalty of
an immediate restoration of the Ger¬
man blockade. According to a Paris
report the blockade was to be enforced
to-day. The note follows:
"Under date of August 27, Marshal

Foch, Commander in Chief of the Al¬
lied and Associated Armies, made
known the time had come for Germany
to evacuate the said territories and
summoned the German government to
proceed thereto immediately.
"By its note of September ;i. the

German government endeavored to
evade the engagement above referred
to by alleging pretexts which the Al-
lied and associated powers were tin-
ale to consider.
"The'Allied and Associated Govern¬

ments refuse, particularly to admit
the German Government can. in order
to avoid responsibility incumbent upon
it. shield itself behind alleged inabil¬
ity to enforce obedience of its orders
by troops in the Baltic regions.
"They, therefor'.', acquest the (lev-

man government to proceed v o il
delay to the evacuation of ail German
troops, Staffs, and services included m
the Baltic provinces. The German
government will immediately take the
necessary steps to withdraw within
aforesaid boundaries all German ofli-
cers and soldiers who have enlisted
since the demobilization in Russian
corps organized in the said Baltic prov¬inces and will withhold authorization
for and strictly forbid enlistment in
said corps.
"The evacuation must be started im¬

mediately and must continue without
interruption.
"The Allied and Associated Govern¬

ments hereby notify that unless they
at'e satisfied their demands tire beingeffectively executed they will not en¬
tertain any of applications put forward
by the German government for the
supply of foodstuffs and raw materials.
They have consequently given instruc¬
tions not to proceed with the examina¬
tion of any of these applications."Furthermore the Allied and Associ¬
ated Goverments will refuse all fin¬ancial facilities which the GermanGovernment is enjoying at the presenttime or for which it is seeking from
the Allied and Associated Governments
or their nationals.

"In the event of non-compliance or
the part of the German Government
the Allied and Associated Powers wil
take such measures «s they shall judg»
necessary to enforce the aforesa
terans of the Armistice."

velopments. Although there is com¬
paratively little increase in the num¬
ber of "volunteer" trains, two under¬
ground lines started a skeleton service.
The executive committee of the Amal¬
gamated [Society of Engineers decided
against a sympathetic strike. The
transportation facilities for the Lon¬
don workers are improving steadily and
the government, backed by public sup-'
pert, seems to be winning the fight.The Railwayman's Union will not ad¬
mit weakening, and Secretary J. H.
Thomas to-day declared the methods
employed by the government had made
him decide not to refuse any offers of
sympathetic, strikes. This means that
the decision, which will be reached in
regard to the stoppage of tramcars,
buses and taxis, will be accepted by
t.he railwaymen, who hitherto hud
urged these workers to stay at their
posts.
The first important acts of -sabotage

in connection with the strike took
place to-day when attempts were made
to derail trains in various parts of the
country. In one instance the signal
light:; were changed from red to
green, but. no loss of life occurred.

In most of the cases where violence
was used it was clearly the fault of
unruly mobs rather thaat of the organ-
ized strike pickets. However, the gov¬
ernment stationed additional troops a*
danger points this afternoon.
"Thomas is thoroughly frightened

and is calling up his reserves," a gov¬
ernment supporter declared to-night.
"When the British public woke up this
morning and found its mill; .supply
delivered it signified the breaking of
the strike."
