NEW HAVEN, Oct. 11..With a

punch that was gratifying to Al Sharpe
and the other Yale coaches, Yale's foot¬
ball team showed to much better ad¬
vantage to-day in beating North Caro¬
lina, 31 to 7. than it did « week ago in
the^ opening game with Springfield.Yale's swift backfield men, includingKempton, .French, Murphy, La Poche
and I). Wells, had little trouble picking-
up yards against the light Southern
team, while the alertness of the lines-
men in breaking through and recover-
inp; fumbles gave Yale at least three
chances to score.
The North Carolina team, although

overwhelmed, left not without glory,however. They placed the ball behind
Yale's goal line, after a drop kick had
been deflected, for the first score
against the Blue this year. Several of
the snectntors laughed at Pharr ns he
picked up the ball and raced to a
point back of the Yale goal posts.
while tho Yulo team looked on in hliss-
fui ignorance and let him do it. It was
a touehdov/n, and a clever one, and
came in the last minute of play. Just
previous to that North Carolina worked
two successful forward nasses for her!
.first down and injected" considerable
life into the attack".
There was a spryness on the Yale

backfield this afternoon that was highly
pleasing to Dr. Sharpe and the other
Yale coaches. Last Saturday the backs
were slow of foot, but to-day their
work was all that any one could desire.
Yale's line didn't have much trouble in
handling the light men facing them,
and the difference in weight told on the
Southerners, who were frequently in¬
jured.
Yale's first touchdown came three

A short time ago, in these columns,
1 mentioned the fact that tho women

lawn tennis players of the United
States were socking to ehango the date
of their annual championship tourna¬
ment ¡it the Philadelphia Cricket Club
from June to 'September, together with
their reasons tor the contemplated
move. Since then I have spoken to ;i

numbei of the ranking women ¡stars,
as well as those in the lower flights,
and one and all have approved of the
Inter playing date, as it was to be
expected they would.
Tho game, as the woman of to-day

plays it, has reached that stage in its
development where it demanda, and is
entitled to equal consideration with
that of the men. Eventually, I sup¬
pose, there will bo just as many sec¬
tional, national, "intersection, state
and international tournaments, for
women as for men. but that is looking
a bit far ahead, although the shifting
of the women's national champion¬
ship date would bo a great stride for¬
ward.

It should not he understood that tho
women players have boon "held back"
in developing their game by the men

represented by the United States .Na¬
tional Lawn Tennis Association. On
the contrary, George Townsend Aden
and Julian S. Myrick, president and
vice-president respectively of the gov¬
erning body, have given their most
enthusiastic support to the movement,
and it is with the full approval of the
executive committee of the U. S. X.
L. T. A. that the women will submit
their plan for the September holding of
their blue ribbon event of the courts.
Taking it, for granted that the new

date is ratified at tho next meeting
of tho executive committee, we should
witness a tremendous improvement in
the quality of play among the women
and in the number of those who play
really first class tennis. In place of
possibly ten or fifteen women who
deserve to be considered as the com¬

parut ive equals of as many men players
in the top ranking classes, We shall
have probably half a hundred, and at
the aame time the margin of difference
between the playing skill and strength
of the two sexes will shrink.

1 have no patience with those who
dip.parage women's tennis because, a«-

they assert, the "ordinary, lowest rank¬
ing man player can. beat tho best
woman player that ever lived."

It might, with equal justice, he said
thiii. ipen arc better trench digger?
than women; that thev ¡ire more suc¬
cessful prizefighters, football player.',
anything in sport '.hat requires ft cer¬
tain amount of brute strength and en¬
durance.
The only fair way to judge between

them is with the realization and ac¬

knowledgement that the man is by
nature the stronger physically, and al¬
ways will be. Hut, after watching Miss
Mary Browne and Mrs. Thomas C.
Bundy, of California; Mrs. George W.
JVightman of Boston, and Mrs. Frank¬
lin I. Mallory, of New York, play the
game, it seems to me that women have
made greater use of their me.re lim¬
ited possibilities than the best of tho
men players.
And with the far greater opportuni¬

ties for more tournament play before
their annual turf court championship
tourney, the women will still further
increase the playing strength and ef¬
ficiency of their game, linder tho ex¬

isting condition-, with the .champion-
ship decided In the early part of June,
tin« women have never been nblo to
play the game of which they are enp-
ihle. Tiie time bctwoen the opening
of tho outdoor spason and the national
event has been all too short -scarcely
more than n month and with only ore

or two turf rnuri tournaments sched¬
uled in which the playera could pre¬
pare themselves for trie crucial test
of tho year.
With the premier tourney starting,

s.-iy, in the first werk of September.
the women will be able gradually to
work their play up to tho senith of
;ts possibilities, with a regular series
of first clay court and then turf court
tournaments to put th<-in on edge,
¡when they begin their championship
struggles on the splendid stretch of
grnss at Philadelphia.

This ¡a not the only advantage to be
gained by u shift in tho dates. Hith¬
erto fhe June holding of the national
has practically barred tho great Cali¬
fornia players from making the long
trip Fust to compete against our best.
But In September, following the first
full week alter the plnyinir of the
men's national singles tourney In the
Ka.-t, it would be far easier for Mrs.

Buiuly, Miss Browne and the rest of
the Pacific Coast women players to
undertake tho journey. Mille. Suzanne
Lenglen, tho little French marvel of
Europe, "would also be able to conrfpete
in Septembr of 1920, something she
would be unable to do should the na¬
tional tourney bo played in June.

The tennis season of 1919 has ended
officially, yet there is still plenty of
competition on the local courts, what
with the interclub series of matches
in the Metropolitan League and infor¬
mal tourneys almost every week. ]n
Tact, it is now that the great army of
lawn tennis players, the "hoi polloi" of
the courts, is having its innings. These
are tho players who enjoy tho gami¬
to the full, with no visions of titles or

costly trophies to harry their nerves
or "cramp their style." Verily, tín¬
game do move.

It is a pity th at inoro of the women
du not piny through the entire season,
instead of confining their tournament
play to two or three week?. S«j many
more cam.ble players would be devel¬
oped in a five months' senson than in
the shorter period.

I am moved to these remarks after
witnessing the play of Miss Marguerite
Möller, of the Hoboken Tennis Club,
und of Miss Ceres Baker, of the Orange
Lawn Tennis Club, both of whom com¬
peted in the re&tiit Middle States cham¬
pionship tourney,

Miss Möller has so many natural ad¬
vantages thai it seems a shame not to
make the fullest use: of them, to broad¬
en and to develop them as other women
players have done. It is her intention
to take an active part in tourntmient
play next season, and if she does this
consistently 1 look for a striking im¬
provement In her game.
A few lessons from, n competent pro¬

fessional would do wonders for her, for
even now she has a graceful, easy style
and a flcetness of foot that should
make a winning Combination when
strengthened by great knowledge of
court tactics. Her service is exccllon*
f.nd her volleying sharp and daring.
but her ground strokes need polishing
and she should be taught when to fol¬
low in to the net position after her
Forcing shots. The same remarks ap¬
ply to Miss Baker, a young player just
on the threshold of what should prove a
brilliant court career.

Ritola Leads Way
In Ten-Mile Race
Through The Bronx
William Ritola, the rugged Finnish-

American Athletic Club athlete, added
another splendid achievement to his
record when ho captured a ten-mile
scratch race that was held in "he
Bronx yesterday, with the start and
finish nt the Exposition Park, 177th
Street and Third Avenue. Pitóla
sprinted to victory in the last mile,
defeating many of the. most prominent
runners in this city, by n comfortable
margin. His time was 1 hour 5 minuses.

Prunk Titterton, unattached, was ,«ec-
oiid, only half a minute behind, v.ith
Joseph Losgar, St, Anselm's A. «'., nn
equal distance behind him. Charles
Mitchell, St. Christopher Club, was
fourth, with Max Bohland, Paulist A.
C. national 'cross-country champ-on,
fifth.
A field of fifty athletes started in

the long grind that carried tl em
through many thoroughfares of The
Bronx. At the outset, Ritola assumed
the lead, with Bohland, Titterton, Los-

| gar and Jain.es McNeil, close at hand,
There was no material change in these
positions for about five miles, when
Titterton dropped rearward. Three
miles from the finish, Ritola began
to open up a lead on his opponents.
Bohland here began t<i complain of a
stitch in his side, but succeeded in
finishing the course. Ritola completed
the long grind none too soon, for he
collapsed at the finish line.

Harvard showed more football than aweek ago in its game with Boston Col¬lege, but Colby, although plaving hard,was not up to the standard, i'oer tack¬ling and inability to atop the Hiirvard

runnners once they had been graspedproved disastrous to the Main« collé¬giens.
Harvard used practically nil its plav-
