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President Calls on Nation

To Rally to the Red Cross’

;,Our Patriotism Should Stand Test of Peace as Well

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25— President
Wilson to-day addre-sed the following
letter to the prople of the country, ap-
pealing for support of the third Red
| Cross Roll Call, which is to be held
from November 2 to 11:

! “As President of the United States
and as president of the American
Red Cross 1 recommend and urge a
Efncrous response to the third Red
Cress Roll Call, which opens on
November the seeond with the ob-
servance b Red Cross Sunday, and
appropriately closes on November
tle cleventh, the firat anniversary
of the signing of the urmistice.

“Twenty million adults jeined the
Red Cross during the war, prompted
by a patriotic desire to render ser-
vice to their country ¢nd to the cause
for which the Unitef States was en-
gaged in war. Our patriotism should
stund the test of geace as well as
the test of war, end it is an in-
tolligontly potrietie program which
the Med Cross proposes, a eontinu-
ance of sevvice to our soldiers and
satlors who lvak to it for many
things, and a transference to the
probicis of pesie al home of the
cxperiemce and acthods which it ae-
aquired during .ho war,

"It is on wiembership more than
money contributions that the stress
of the present campaign is laid, for
the Red Cro:s seeks to associate the
people in welfare work throughout
the land, egpecinily in those commu-
nities where neither officlal nor un-
officia! provision hus been made for
adequate public health ond social
servige,

“It is in the spirit of democracy
that {he -eople should undertake
| their own welfare activities, and the
National Red Cross wisely intends to

ulating and codrdinating influence
and to iplacn the cnergies of the or-
ganization behind all sound public
health and welfare agencies.

“The American Red Cross does not
purpese indefinite proYongation of
its re ief work aliroad, a policy which
would lay an unjust burden upen our
own people and tend to undermine

the nelf-reliance of the peoples re-
| lieved, but there is & necessary work
of completion to be performed be-
iore the American Red Cross can
honorably withdraw from Europe.
The Congress of the United States
has imposed upon the Red Cross a
continuing responsibility abroad by
authorizing the Secretary of War
to tranaier to the American Hed
Cross such surplus army medieal
supplies and supplementary and diet-
nry foodstufis now in Europe as
| shall not be required by the army,
1o be used by the Red Cross to re-
lieve the distress which continues in
t certain countries of Eurvpe as a re-
| muit of the war, .

“To finance these operations, to
conciude work which wes begun dur-
ing the war, and to earry out some
comparatively inexpensive construct-
ive pians for asuiutinf; peoples in
Ea:tern Europe to develop their own
welfare organizations, the American
Red Cross requires, in addition to
membership fees, a sum of money
smull in  comparison with gifta
poured inte its treasury by our gen-
erous people during the war,

“Both the greater enduring do-
mestic program and the lesser tempo-
rary foreigzn program of the Red
Cross deserve enthuzuiastic support,
and [ venture to hupe that its peace-
time membership will exceed rather
than fall below ils impressive war
memberzhip.

State Prosecutor
Renews Crusade

On Dental Quacks

Public Urged to Report All
Charlatans, With or With-
out Licenses, Who May
Victimize Their Patients

Unscrupulous  dentists, some of
whom are not licensed and are preying
on residents of New York, are the oh-
jects of a crusade announced vester-
day by Samuel A. Berger, deputy At-
torney General. The official ecalled
upon the vietims of such charlatans to
asgist him.

“There are still unserupulous den-
tists who regard their profession from
but one viewpoint—to get the money,”
he said. “These men confine them-
selves to what they rcgard as easy
work, purposely neglecting difficult
treatmenty, extracting teeth to add to
the number of bridge teeth, at a price
per tooth, building bridge work umon
toeth infected by pyurrhea, fakin
the publie by advertising a low priug
and vdvancing this price with the vie.
tim’s ability to pay.

“Seme of these men are licensed and
others are unlicensed, and really the
licensed practitioner who practices
that sort of dentistry is ihe Eroster
rogue of the two. Thea unlicensad mon
can be apprehended and convicted, but
in the absence of evidence to indicate
the aiding or abetting of illegul prac-
tice by nnother, the licensed man is
suffered to continue.”

In the announcement, Mr, Berger re-
minded the people that only a duly
registered and licensed practitioner is
permitted to do dental work of any
kind. After going into the histery of
dentiztry, in which he discussed lax
lawa thut formerly made it possible
for blacksmiths and even barbers to
extreet teeth, the deputy Attorney
General said that the most important
of all the regulatory muasures passed
in this state to prevent such dangerous
practices was the Act of 1916, which
made it possible to prosecute wot oniy
the dentists practicing without =a
license but the legn] praetitioners who
violate the law. As vecently as four-

| teen months aro, he said, & man who
had been a ballyhoo with a circus was
' practicing dentistry, and it required a
cgnviction before the Court of Special
Sessions to stop him.
