
Colgate Victorious Over Princeton by 7-0.Columbia Rallies and Beats Amtierst
Forward Plass by Anderson

Spells Defeat for Tigers
Play That Overturns Tradition Comes in Third Quar¬

ter of Hard-Fought Game; First Two Periods
Unexciting, Princeton Showing Erratic Offense

PRINCETON, N. J., Oct. 25..For the first time in two decades a

smaller university came to Tigertown and departed at dusk with a Tiger
pelt as one of the trophies of the hunt. Larry Bankhart's unbeaten
Colgate machine overturned tradition to-day by beating Princeton 7 to 0
In a smashing football battle that rippled with thrills and that was

replete with exceptionally fine nlay on both sides.
For the first two quarters the strong"

and sturdy defense of both elevens
broke up almost every opposing drive,
rolling back thrust after thrust with
auch ease that few believed either
eleven could ever score.

But starting the third quarter the
Colgate eleven suddenly became
aroused, and while Princeton foughtback with commendable valor and
with well coached skill, the second
Colgate offensive of the period foughtits way to victory when Quarterback
Anderson shot a low forward pass to
Razor Watkins, poised and waiting on
the Tiger goal line.
This was the same play that scored

¿gainst Cornell twice, and to-day it
gave Colgate her third victory of the
year over three big teams, Brown,
Cornell and Princeton.

Colgate Starts Attack
The first two quarters produced no

excitement. Colgate looked to be
war worn and weary, and Princeton's
offense waa too erratic to make head¬
way. But the last two periods were
fairly crowded with the rush and dash
of gridiron battle. Colgate, no longer
weary looking, went to her attack with
an aroused alertness that was not to
be denied.

It was in this period that Colgate,
starting from Princeton's 32-yard line,
eent the badly battered Gillo on playafter play through the Tiger defense.
The Colgate star was in poor condi¬
tion, but in spite of this he foughtwith such rare power and gameness
*hat the Tiger defense began to
crumble before his slashing attacks
through the line.

Drives by Gillo and a forward passfrom Anderson to Watkins placed the
ball on Princeton's 19-yard line. Gillo
then on five successive rushes took the
ball to Princeton's two yard line. His
sixth attempt ripped off another yard,but left him too exhausted to con¬
tinue the attack. With one yard to go
on the final down, Princeton's fierce
rally repelled Webster as he dived
headlong for the line, the Tiger for¬
ward-* meeting his plunge in- mid-air.
U was a great, game ficht, and when
Trimble dropped back and punted 32
yards out of danger against the wind,
the Princeton stand arose with a wild
outburst of unrestrained joy.Princeton had proved that she could
fight and that her defense against line
thrusts was not to be driven back,
but the Tiger eleven was not the only
game team on the field. Repulsed one«
at the edge of victory, Colgate settled
down grimly again to the big Job oí
finding and crossing the Tiger line
A forward pass failed, but Andersoi
suddenly shot a 20-yard line pe(straight to Gillo, who fought his wa*
to Princeton's 8-yard line before thre«
tacklers finally dragged him down. Oi
two plunges Gillo, the battered batter
ing ram; rushed the ball to Princeton'
5-yard line.

VVatkins Sifts Through
Here Watkins sifted through, reached

Ihe goal line and carried Anderson's
sure pass to victory. West kicked
goal and Colgate was leading, 7 to 0.
Through this third period Princeton

had possession of the ball but three
times, and on each accasion she was
held with ease. But in the fourth
period the tide veered again. Prince¬
ton'? steadiness had proved to be a
bier surprise. Her two ends, Bigler and
Williams, had played brilliantly. Her
line hau iO»^,t weil, arm »u,.i iriraoi»
and Sjtrubing had given flashes of
.peed and power.

In the last quarter, the Tiger eleven
fought and played like a championshipmachine. Year after year smaller col¬
leges or larger universities with fine
teams, such as Dartmouth, have com»
to Princeton to run against many bad
breaks of fortune To-day in this last
quarter it was the shift of luck against
her that prevented Princeton from get¬ting a well-deserved draw. Two wal¬
lops from the fists of fate stopped her
cold. Strubing started the rush with
a 12-yard dash around Cottrell's end.
A moment later Trimble sent a high
pass to Harvey, who handled it like a
basketball player, jumping into mid-air
for a brilliant catch. Tris Speakercould not have handled a baseball bet¬
ter. Wittmer then ¡tot five yards to
Colgate's lO-jard lir. imid a vucaiistic
roar from the Tiger stand. Princeton
here was penalized for off-side play,
but a mere breath later Trimble sent
another fine pass to Harvey, who was
waiting on Colgate's 4-ya«"d line.
Harvey had just made one brilliant

catch. This catch was easy, but the
ball struck his chest and bounded away
as he made all the motions of a deeply
disappointed younjç man. It was a
rugged blow, for a moment before It
had looked as if Princeton had a touch¬
down sure. This break was bad
enough, but it was nothing to the blow
that followed

Penalty «Cotsta Tie
Colgate wi-.s penaliied for off-side,leaving the ball on her 20-yard line.Her«, on a sudden thrust j^st outsideof tackle, Trimble ran like a fast deerthrough the Colgate team. But just ashe eluded his first tackier the fatalhorn sounded. This penalty cost Princeton a tie.Princeton still kept gamely drivingaway, but at this period of hostilitiesColgate's defense recovered its oldbalance and the Tigers at last weredriven back to mtdfi'Id, wher« thewhistle ended the contest.

once, while Princeton fumbled twice.
The tackling in the main was hard and
clean; the passing was accurate and
well timed and the defensive power of
both elevens was up to a high stand¬
ard. Colgate deserves great credit for
such a display after her two hard
games on previous weeks. Gillo was
badiy battered before the game started,while Anderson was in poor shape from
bruises and jolts.

Laird lastt-d only a brief spell, but
there was such smoothness and poise
to the Colgate machine, and it made
30 few mistakes, that it was able to
beat another strong eleven. For
Princeton to-day was another team.
The Tiger squad gave indications of
coming power, and through the greater
part of the game proved its excep¬
tional worth. In Trimble and Strnbing,
Princeton entered two star backs who
frequently worried even the rugged
defense which Colgate carries. Trim-
ble can run, kick and pass, and with
another two weeks to go he will prove
a formidable man for Harvard to stop.

Princeton's defense was strong all
the way thrpugh. Colgate's attack has
a world of power, but it was held in
check^ until the Anderson-Watkins
combination took to the aerial route.
Not even the mighty Gillo could break
down this defense with a goal line to
guard.

Both Princeton ends met every oc¬
casion, while the play of Princeton's
secondary defense proved that Bill
Roper had turned out a very fine job.
Williams and Bigler are both well
above the average, while the line play
of Keck, Callahan and McGraw, among
others, was good enough to give the
fine Colgate Tine an even fight.
0 Battle of Lines Notable
For Colgate, the work of Gillo, Wat¬

kins, Anderson, West, Harria and Mar¬
tin was notable. When the Colgate
line charged it was like a red wave,
all surging forward together. And yet
even these Btars found the Tiger for¬
wards from end to end worthy oppo¬
nents, a vast improvement over any
football Princeton has shown this fall.
Both Strubing and Anderson used fine
judgment in directing their plays, and
the battle between this pair was an
.-¡ven one.

Colgate surpassed Princeton In
straight rushes and in avoiding penal¬
ties by more conservative tactics. But
Princeton was superior with her for¬
ward passes and well ahead in the
kicking gamo. In rushing the ball Col¬
gate obtained 86 yards to 66 for Prince¬
ton, where each team earned three
first downs. But in forward passing
Princeton got 83 yards against 30 for
Colgate, a margin of almost 3 to 1.
In the way of penalties, Colgate lost
but 10 yards, where Princeton lost 55,
and two of O'ese penalties came as the
Tiger wafe clawing his way forward
dangerously close to the Colgate goal
line. This over eagerness in starting
before the ball was snapped helped to
kill off at least one rally that might
have gone through, while it wiped away
a touchdown that Trimble's 20-yard
dash had carried across the line.
One of the outstanding features of

the day was the brilliant work of Gillo
against heavy odds. Coach Bankart
did not believe his star could last the
first period. Yet in play after play
he carried the ball forward, and when
Colgate got within striking distance
it waif Gillo who took the ball on six
sucîeasivo line plays, and in five of
these he gained valuable ground. In
place of fading out before the first
quarter ended, he was fighting hard
when the fourth quarter closed out the
day._

N. Y. U. Scores
First Victory
Of the Season

Violet Defeats Rensselaer
Poly by Score of 9 to 0;
Captain Cann Is the Star

Playing a stronger game than they
have put up so far this season, the
New York University football men
came through with its first victory by
rolling up nine points against the
Rensselaer Poly Eleven on Ohio Field
yesterday afternoon.
The Trojans found the Violet de¬

fense practically impenetrable and
had their hands full preventing the
Bronxonians from scoring more often
than they did.
This first Violet victory of the fall

campaign on the gridiron was broughtabout by a completely rejuvenatedeleven. Associate Coach Frank N.
Cargan had developed a new form of
attack which allowed the ability of
Capt. Howard Cann and Jack Wein-
heimer to show itself.
This fact, together with the replace¬

ment of Horrigan by Dave Cohen, atfullback, spelt the overthrow of the
jinx that has been following the lo¬
cal eleven all season.
From the opening whistle the gamedeveloped into a punting duel between

Captain Cann of the Violet eleven and
Eller, the sturdy, red-headed quarter¬back of the visitors. Cann outdis¬
tanced his opponent on nearly everykick.
After the Violet eleven had worked

the pigskin well Into the Rensselaer
territory by successive long punts byCann, the engineers were forced to
kick out of danger. The attempt was
hurried by the inrush of Violet lines¬
men and fell short in distance.
Cann, who was in the position to

catch it and run, unwittingly sig¬nalled for a fair catch. With no otheralternative than to try a placementkick, the Violet captain dropped back
and booted the* pigskin over for the
first tally of this senson. The try
was made fro ma difficult angle, but
passed squarely between the uprights.The first quarter ended shortly af¬
ter the local eleven had booted the
ball to the visitors and the latter had
again resorted to the punting attack
and had kicked to Jackson about mid-
field. Cann immediately replied to this
kick when the second quarter openedand drove the engineers far down into,their own territory.
Again and again the Trojan backsthrew their force auninst the Violet

defence and met with stone wall op¬position. During the entire contestthe upitaters made on;y one first
down, which only came'because Baker,the Violet left tackle, refused to leavethe game after his ankle had suffered
a partial fracture, and the R. P. I.backfield found a hole for a first down.

In tho last quarter the local eleven
succeeded in crossing the visitors'
goal line for a touchdown. Wein-
heimer, the Violet halfback, circled
around right end for a thirty-five-yard run and was downed within fif¬
teen yards of the Red and White goalline. A splendidly executed forward
pass from Weinheimer to Cann netted
the distance to the line, but in the| mêlé Cann was forced back a few
yards.
This surprising advance on two

plays set the stands wild, for it wasbelieved that the goal line had been I
cropped. However, when the pile had
cleared away, there was still two yardsto be made. Gilloon, the field general,called upon little Dave Cohen to do
the work. He plunged into the thick
of the mob and came through with the
touchdown. Cann then tried for the
extra point and missed by the smallest
of margins.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 25..Penn.
licked Lafayette to-day, 23 to 0. The
Red and Blue steam roller, once in mo¬
tion, swept right past the sturdy and
plucky defence of the Eastonian aggre¬
gation for its fifth overwhelming vic¬
tory of the 1919 season. More than
23,000 persons saw the Folwell machine
turn the hopeful Maroon eleven back
to defeat. jPennsylvania launched an attack such
asliad never before been exhibited on
Franklin Fi«-ld. It was an attack under
which the Lafayette line withered, and
even the splendid tacklinp of the Ma¬
roon backfield fell far srfort of haltingthe Pennsylvania advance.
General March, Chief of Staff of the

army, was present at the game as the
special guest of a number of Lafayette
alumni, ar.d occupied a box on the
Lafayette side of the field. He is an
alumnus of the Easton college.
Lafayette held the Quakers scoreless

in the first period, and would have
ended the first half without being
scored upon had it not been for Cap¬tain Bert Bell. The Penn leader
dropped back to the 37-yard line just
at the close of the half and booted the
ball between the goalposts for a goal,
ending the half 3 to 0 in the Quakers'
favor.

ANNAPOLIS, Oct. 25..Presenting a!
highly formidable aggregation, Buck¬
nell for a time threw a fright into the |

Chicago Buries Northwestern
CHICAGO, Oct. 25..Chicago estab¬lished itself in the Western Confer¬

ence championship race to-day by bury¬ing the crippled Northwestern team
under a 41 to 0 score.
