Should Welcome
Foreign Born,

Says Rabbi Wise
S p r e a d Americanization

Abroad Through Sympa¬
thy and Fellowship, Tells
Carnegie Hall Audience

A plea for a more friendly attitude
on the part of Americans toward the
foreign-born who enter the United
States was made yesterday by Rabbi
Stephen S. Wise in nn address under
the auspices of the League for Politi¬
cal Education, in Carnegie Hall. He
urged that such treatment would be
the best Americanization programpossible.
"Treat the foreign-born who come

to America as welcome guests, not
tolerated strangers," Rabbi Wise said,
"There is one law for rich and poorelike in this country, or at. least tqereought to be. We must be careful to
think that the ideas of the foreign-born will be on many tilings which
we do in this country. What an ex¬
ample to foreigners one of our lynch-ings must be. ¡
"You can't Americanize people bytalking. They can not be American¬

ized by what you sa.,, but by what
you are. Americanization should not]be a pastime but a consecrated life¬
time, spread abroad royally throughsympathy and fellowship."
Following the lecture by Dr. Wise,

a volley of questions was" shot at. him.
"Do you think prohibition is bene-

cial to this country?" he was asked.
"America can and ought to get alongwithout liquor." was his reply.Another questioner wished to know

whether the American spirit could be
inculcated in foreigners by the for¬
eign press, as well as by the American
press.
"Of course not," Rabbi Wise retorted.

"The American press is far more
callable of expressing the ideas and
ideals of this country. I belice that
the foreign press should be taken out
of the hands of those who use it and
that it should be morally censored.
Rabbi Wise denounced the Russian

Soviet government, when asked his
attitude toward it. I

"I believe that America ought, never
to shako hands with the pretontious
assassins who call themselves the
Soviet goernment," he said. "There
is not much difference between Czar
Leninc and Czar Nicholas. The Soviet

foernmont does not represent Russia,
URt a minority."

WASHINGTON. Nov. 22.- Pigs just

"Up to that time the two govern-

menta had more or less of a friendly
understanding. Political lenders in
Serbia seized upon the pig incident.
Austro-Hungariati diplomats took upthe question. .Misunderstandings arose
over it, when it grew too old for no-
litical propaganda, other questions
were built out of it, and thus the world
war was brought on.
"Yes, there is no doubt, pigs caused

the war."
