fails, then I am convinced that a con¬siderable number of my colleagues
on the Democratic side would favorpartial ratification, leaving .the leagueof nations issue undecided either way.If we can't agree on mild reservationsI believe the disposition now is to
go further in order to reach an under¬
standing."
We Must Decide, Says HKtchcock
Senator Hitchcock, on his returnfrom North Carolina, where he made

a political speech for the Democratic
nominee for the House, said he thoughtit would be' unwise at this time to
lay down any definite program of
compromise. He took the position that
if this wero done the Republicanswould begin at once to hammer it, andwould seek to make a compromise be¬
tween the suggested compromise andthe Lodge reservations.
He is much wedded to the proposedcommittee of conciliation, holdingthat there must be special machineryset up to work out a program that

can muster sixty-four votes for the.ratification of the treaty. The con¬ciliation committee, he pointed out,could get around a table and discussthe question, having power to reach
compromise agreements on the vari-
ous reservations.
Senator II tchcock saw Senator Len-

root. of the "mild resorvationist" grouplast Saturday and asked Mr. Lenroot
if he would suggest a compromise set
of reservations. Mr. Lenroot said he
would not, that the move should come
from the Democratic side, as the Re-
publicans had set forth their compro¬mise and it was now up to the Demo¬
crats to say what they would accept.Senator Hitchcock was emphaticthat the Republicans mu-t abandon the
position many of them, including some
of the "mild rescrvationists," have
taken, that any compromise reserva¬
tions which may be put forward by the
Democrats must have the indorsement
of the President.

Hopes Wilson Would Agree
"There is no use dragging the Pres¬

ident into this discussion," he said.
"This is a question for the Senate to
decile, and we should decide it."

It was pointed out to Mr. Hitchcock
that some of the Republican Senators
had come to a point where they think
Cnere :s no use negotiating with the
Democrats unless the Democrats have
the written authority to act from the
President. Mr. Hitchcock waved this
aside ami insisted that the Senate
would have to reach a conclusion with¬
out aid from the President.
"Do you think the President would

accept a compromise worked out in
that way?" he was asked.

"I hope so," he replied.

Allies to Send 30,000
Tons of Food to Austria

America Looked To for Credits
Seeded by i\ation to Obtain
(¡rain and Other Supplies
PARIS, Dpc. 16. -Initial measures

of relief for Austria were taken by the
Supreme Council to-day after hearing
a lengthy presentation of his nation's
ñifScuitics presented by Dr. Karl Ren¬
ner, the Austrian Chancellor. It was
decided that as a first step in relieving
the Austrian food shortage 30,000 tons
of food should be dispatched to Trieste
to be shipped into Austrian territory.
Tie general opinion expressed m the

council was that the cooperation of
the United States in the Austrian re-

.- measures was absolutely necessary
and that th.- credits for the purchases
which Austria must make could be ac¬
corded only by America.
Although it was officially announced

that the health of Premier Clemenceau
was satisfactory this morning and no
bulletin was issued, the meeting of the
council was held at his resilience.
The council took up the question of

'the di-s'.rc .n~ Voralberg. the principal¬
ity in th» Northwest Tyrol, to detach
itself from Austria. It was decided to
use ever;.' means to assure the unity
of the principality with Austria, as

provided for by the Treaty of St. Ger-
main.

LONDON. Dec. 16..-Cecil Harras-
worth, Under Secretary for Foreign
Affairs, replying in the House of Com-
mo^s to a question as to whether there
would be any food in Austria after
January" 81, declared the Allies were

doing everything in their power To re-
Heve the Austrian situation.

Churchill Says Germans
Are Attempting to Pay

LONDON, Dec. 16..Winston Spencer
Churchill, Secretary' for War, an-

l nounced ir. the House of Commons to-
dav that the Germans had handed over
to tl .-. Allies 5.000 guns. 25,000 machine
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guns, 3,000 trench mortars and 1,700airplanes. They still had failed to de¬liver forty-two locomotives and 4,760railway trucks.
The Secretary said he considered

that the Germans had made a tre¬
mendous effort to comply with the con¬ditions imposed upon them.

Germans Deny They Aim
To Wedge Allies Apart

Leaders Contend Interests oj
Conquered JSation VT ill Be
Promoted by U. S. in League

BERLIN, Dec. Id.. Leaders in gov¬

ernment circles strongly reject the
imputation that Germany is trying to jdrive a wedge between England and
France or to disrupt the SupremeCouncil. They expressed satisfaction
over the report that Premiers Clemen¬
ceau and Lloyd George would agree to
accept the Senate's reservations in partin order to obtain America's accession
to the league of nations.
Opinions here agree that German in¬

terests are better served by America
inside than outside the league, nnd
warnings are heard repeatedly againstexpecting nny advantage for Germanythrough a separate peace with America.
That hope is characterized as another
of Germany's illusions, and the feelingevidently is growing that, although the
league inevitably at first must, become
the basis of an alliance against Ger¬
many, still it lies in Germany's in¬
terest to accept that as a fact and to
try gradually to reach a harmonious
working relationship with the membersof the league, rather than risk the
dangerous policy of trying to play one
member against the other.
Notwithstanding this, the erratic

Georg Bernhard continues to urge hiswidely known views looking toward theestablishment of close and special re¬lations with France. Soberer-mindedpoliticians, however, condemr Bern-hard's agitation as more likely torepel than to attract French sympa¬thies.

Agreement With Allies
On Fiume Deemed Easy

Mote That d"Annunzio Is Out of
the Way, Quick Settlement oj
Adriatic Issue Is Probable
PARIS, Dec. 16..-Commenting or,

the reported agreement arrived at byPremier Nitti of Italy and CnptamGabriele d'Anr.unzio, the Italian In¬
surgent leader, the "Petit Parisien"
recalls that the Allies notified the
Italian government that the adjust¬
ment of the d'Annunzio incident was
solely an Italian internal matter. The
newspaper adds that, the Italian gev-
.rnment having settled what was
entirely Italian, it remains to settle
the international question involved,
This should be easy, the "Petit
Parisien" thinks, now that the main
obstacle has been removed.

House Bill Aims-
To Clear Nation
Of Alien 'Reds'
-

Necessity for Proof of
Overt »\ets Eliminated;
Any Support of Radicals
to Justify Deportation

Sec. Wilson Under Fire

Entire Labor Department
"PermeatedWith Anarch¬
ism,*' Charges Blanton

WASHINGTON. Dec. 16..A bill de¬
fining radicalism and designed pri¬
marily, Chairman Johnson said, to
compel the Department of Labor to
arrest and deport all alien members
of the I. W. W. and kindred organiza¬
tions, was reported to the House to¬
day by the Immigration Committee.
Under the bill any alien who is a

member, contributes to, lends money
to or is affiliated with any organiza¬
tion preaching, advocating or forward¬
ing the teaching of sabotage, the over¬
throw of organized government, the
killing of or assault upon any gov¬
ernment official, or the unlawful dam¬
age to or destruction of property,
would be liable to arrest and deporta-tion. No overt act must be proved in
order to bring about deportation, as
the bill provides that mere member¬
ship in or any affiliation with radical
organizations shall be a deportable of-
fensc.

Labor Bureau Rule Cited
Explaining that the purpose of the

measure was to make the letter and
int« nt of the law plain and unmis¬
takable, Representative Johnson in-
troduced letters and records to show
that. Secretary Wilson had ruled that
under existing law mere membershipin the I. W. W. did not constitute
grounds for arrest and deportation.
Ten bills aimed at immediate sup¬pression of all forms of radical ac¬

tivity in the United States were con-
sidered to-day by the House Judiciary
Committee, which expected to begin
work immediately on a measure coordi¬
nating the provisions of the bills and
incorporating the ideas of individual
members of the committee. It is the
plan to report the committee bill be¬
fore the Christmas recess.

Representative Blanton, Democrat,
of Texas, told the committee the radi-
cal idea was "interwoven » into our
whole system of government."

"Housecleaning" Called For
He charged officials of the Depart¬

ment of Labor with sympathy with the
radical movement and declared "the
entire department, from Secretary Wil¬
son down, is so honeycombed and per-
meated with the spirit of anarchism
that you have got to have a house-
cleaning tnere before you can get at
the bottom of the situation.

"If President Wilson knew what I
know about the Department of Labor
he would clean it up in fifteen min¬
ute-."
Representative Davey, Democrat, of

Ohio, told the committee that unless
Congress acted immediately the peopie
would take the situation into their own
hands.
"Every red blooded American de-

mands that this country and its insti¬
tutions be protected hy law from cne-
mies within its boi'ders, who would
destroy it," he said. "Public opinion
is such that unless Congress acts guoii
Americans will take the law into their
own hands and string these wild-eyed
radicals to telephone poles throughout
the country. We then will have the
sad spectacle of a nation devoted to
law and order resorting to lawlessness
to uphold the majesty of the law."

Expressing an Opinion.
He Says, Costs 20 Years
"For expressing an opinion in a leaf-

'< let against military intervention in
Russia by the United States and the
inhumane blockade of Russia by the
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Allies and the United States I am sen¬
tenced to twenty years in the peni¬
tentiary. I would rather be deported
to Soviet Russia, but this country pre¬fers to send me to prison."
Hyman Lachowsky, convicted under

the espionage act, made this statement
yesterday in surrendering himself toi
the Federal authorities. Lachowsky,-
whose sentence, together with sen-
fences imposed upon .Mollie Steirner,
Samuel Lipman and Jacob Abrams, was!
recently affirmed by the United States'
Supreme Court, had been at liberty in
$10,000 bail. Lipman and Abrams were ¡apprehended last week at New Orleans,]where, it was charged, they were try¬
ing to board a ship bound for Mexico.
Judge John C. Knox said he would

consider whether their bonds of $10,0.00
each would be forfeited because of
their alleged attempt to escape.

Mollie Steirner, a Russian girl, who'
is said to be under age, was sentenced
to fifteen years in the penitentiary for
circulating the leaflet. She is to be
committed within a few days.
Lachowsky predicted that Soviet Rus¬

sia eventually will be in a position to
demand his release. "Justice Brandeis
and Justice Holmes, in a minority deci-
sion, declared that I had as much right
to circulate these leaflets as the United
States has to issue its own Constitu¬
tion," Lachowsky said. "Justice Holmes
said he regretted be could not put into
more expressive words his belief that
my conviction was a violation of the
Constitution.

"If Dreyfus, at Devil's Island, was
a disgrace to France; if Robert Em¬
met's death on behalf of Irish freedom
was a blot on English history, thsa s*'

imprisonment for the next twenty years
will be shame to America. When Soviet
Russia takes her place among the na¬
tions of the world she will demand my
freedom."

Move to Tighten
Immigration Law

House Committee to Rec¬
ommend Rigid Regu¬
lations for A liens

Recommendations that will be made
to the House of Representatives as

a resuit of the Immigration Commit¬
tee's recent, investigation at Ellis
Island were announced yesterday.
These recommendations, Representa¬

tive Isnac Siegel, of New York, a mem¬

ber of the committee, declared, will
be made in an effort to "tighten up"
immigration regulations throughout
the United States, particularly as they
apply to anarchists and radicals. The
recommendations are:
That naturalization courts be es¬

tablished in large cities.
That a method bo apopted for re¬

quiring all young Americans to take
the oath of nllegiance upon reaching
twenty-one years of age.

That, the office of Commissioner
General of Immigration be abolished
That an Assistant Secretary of the

Department of Lahor be appointed to
supervise all immigration affairs.
That mandatory laws be enacted

providing for more rigid inspection at
Ellis Island, where 80 per cent of the
incoming aliens arrive.
That a military immigration patrol

on the Canadian and Mexican borders
be established.
That more drastic penalty be pro¬

vided for ship owners who permit
alien members of crews to desert.
"Inadequate as our Immigration ma¬

chinery may be in New York and other
largo ports," Representative Siegel
said, "it is much more effective than
the machinery we have along the in¬
ternational boundary linos of Canada
and Mexico. Our great problerrf is to
prevent the entrance of undesirables
over our Northern and Southern bor¬
do,-.
"We have no means of knowing hov.

many men and women, hostile to
American institutions and democratic
government, have surreptitiously e-
tered the United States,

"Still another means of illegal in¬
gress has been for "Reds" to »Kip as
sailors and desert upon reaching this
country. Under our present law the
ship owners can be penalized by a fine
of $10 only. We intend to make that
penalty more stringent."
