Rioting Sweeps Alexandria

LONDON, Dec. 20. Serious rioting

occurred at Alexandria, Egypt, on Sun¬
day, one Egyptian policeman being'
killed, according to belated cables from
Cairo.

This is the first recorded disturb¬
ance since the arrival of the British
mission headed by Viscount' Milner.
The operations of this mission, corre-

ndents declare, are wrapped in
mystery, and the people are t£u°c-
K\nted as "becoming disgusted."

¡Music Is Sole Eulogy
At Canipanini Memorial

INo Addr^ses To Be Delivered
To-day at Public Tribute

in Chicago
CHICAGO, Dec. 20. Music, the faith¬

ful servant of the maestro's art, will
be Cleofonte Campanini's only eulogy
at the public memorial .services to bo
held to-morrow at the çuditorium for
the director of the Chicago Opera Com¬
pany. There will he no addresses de¬
livered. The Chicago Opera Com¬
pany's orchestra, which was Campa¬
nini's pride', will play his favorite
classical selections and grand opera
stars will sing.
Funeral services will be held Mon¬

day morning at the Holy Name Cathe¬
dral, after which the body will be
placed in a temporary vault until
spring, when it will be taken to his
birthplace, l'arma, Italy, for inter¬
ment, ty
,Mmo. Campanini has received hun¬

dreds of cable mes-ages and telegrams
of condolence and sympathy from
frieuds in all parts of the world.
Gino Marinuzzi, a young Italian con¬

ductor who arrived here last month,
is most prominently mentioned as the,
probable successor of Campanini. It
was reiterated, however, that Mr.
Campanini had so thoroughly outlined
his plans for the present, season that
they would go throughÉj^ithout. fur¬
ther guidance. Five weeks of the sea¬
son here remain, after which there
will be five weeks in New York, two in
Boston and two divided among Pitts¬
burgh. Cincinnati, Cleveland and De¬
troit.
"There probably will be no succes¬

sor to Mr. Campanini appointed un¬
til late in season." said Herbert M.
Johnson, business controller of the
opera company. ,i

Mr. Campanini's death elid not de¬
prive the organization of an active
orchestral director. The last time he
conducted Was at the premiere of
"Gismonda," on January 110, 1919. The
conducting this season had been by
Marinuzzi, Louis Hasselmans, Marcel
Charlier and Teófilo de Angelis.
Others mentioned as possible succes¬
sors eif the director general, at least
as far as the musical work is con-

cerned, include Henry Russell, Andreas
Dippel, Max Rabinoff and Fortuno
Gallo. Both musical and business di¬
rection of the company were in Mr.
Campanini's hands.

Augustus C. P. R. Landry Was
74 Years Old

Colonel Augustus Charles Philippe
"Robert Landry was born in Quc-[ bet-, the son of Dr. J. V.. I*aiidry, nn
eminent physician of that city. He was
educated at the Laval College, St..
Anne's Agricultural College and the
University of Ottawa. Senator Landry
was commissioner for the Province of
O_ucboc to the Chicago World's Fair
in 189:;. He was called to the Senate
by Lord Derby in 1892.

Senator Landry was decorated by
the ^opv with the Order of St. Greg-
ory and the Holy Sepulchre. For many
years he served in the Canadian volun-
teer militia, being commissioned colonel
in 1907.

Head of the Citizens Savings
Bank Began Career There as

Henry Hasler. seventy-one, president

of the Citizens Savings Hank, Canal
Street and the Bowery, for almost
twenty years, died Friday night at his
apartment in the Hotel Chatelaine.
