Bursts of
flame and smoke spangled with crack¬
ling sparks followed, and to prevent
destruction of the power system all
the great dynamos were shut down.
The result was the mopt complete
traction tie-up .New York has ever \-

prrierced.
Every elevated and subway train

was stopped. Not a car move.i of:
most of the surface iines in Manhattan
Rnd the Bronx, and tho business o'"
Wall "Street and the enl re downtown
district awaited the arrival of 750
000 belated men and women from half
mi hour to an hour after their usual
time.
The Stock Exchange opened late for

.he first time in its history. Technical¬
ly it did not mar its record for
promptness, for at 10 o'clock, tho time
set for beginning trading, the presi¬
dent of the board" announced the for¬
mal opening of the day's trading in
-eetirities and at the same time in-
formed the brokers that operations
would be suspended until 10:30.

On the day it wa-i falsely re¬
ported the armistice svas signed in No¬
vember, 1918, the exchange closed at 2
o'clock instead of 3.

Lights Flicker First Warning

Anti-Radical Laws
To Be 1920 Issue,
Ciiinmiti£s Hints

Démocratie Chairman Says
Only Citizens Should Be

1 Allowed Part in Nation's
Political or Industrial Life

More drastic law* to curb the ac¬
tivities of anarchistic and Bolshevist
propagandists in the United States
were advocated by two speakers before
the Upholstery Association of America
at the organization's annual banquet at
the Waldorf last night.
Added significance was given to the

utterances on this subject by Homer S.
Cummings, chairman of the National
Democratic Committee, because of his
close relations with members of the-4
national Administration Many of his
hearers accepted his remarks as an
intimation that anti-radical legislation
may be made one of the issues of Ihe
coming campaign.

No Temporary Vngarj
'.How are we going to reach the prop¬

aganda of the 'Reds'?" asked Mr. Cum¬
mings, "You can't kill an idea with
the sword. And the spread of Bolshe¬
vism is not simply a temporary vagary
of tho human mind. It is the result of
the horror of men at the suffering the
world is passing through.

''Fathers have seen their sons taken
away from them by the million and
compelled to fight battles in which
they had no personal interest. Their!
statesmen never havo succeeded in
keeping us out of war. and they now 1
grasp at the Bolshevist theory that the
peasants of one coutry will not willing-
ly go to war with the peasants of an-
other country. And, gentlemen, this is
not an unreasonable theory, either.

"First, we must, make certain that;America and her institutions are such
that wo can unhesitatingly commend
them to onr new citizens. Then, hav-
ing accomplished this, make it un¬
lawful for any man or wonAn not an
American citizen actively to partici¬
pate in our industrial or political life.
If such nn individual is not willing to
do this, let him become a citizen.
Then, having become a citizen, make it
necessary for tho advocate of change
to carry on his activities at the polls
and n'ot by the bomb, sword or bayonet.

Would Revoke Citizenship
"Moreover, we must seize such of

the naturalized citizens as are not
ill rig to adopt our institutions as

their own, revoke their naturalization
papers, and send them hack to the
countrj from which they came.

"it is perfectly feasible to lop off on
per cent of the agitation here by such
regulations."
Congressman Henry M. Goldfoglo

advocated the passage of laws making
it possible to return speedily to their
own country such agitators as are a
menace to the peace of the United,
States.
"And we are goin1* to pass such a

law, too," he said in conclusion.
Tho Rev, Dr. Charles A. Eaton and

Secretary of State Francis S. [lugo
also addressed the banqueters.

House officials denied to-day that any
communication protecting against the
manner of :ettlemenl of the meat
packers' anti-trust proceedings had
been presented there, as announced
hare last night by John Miller, a cattle
raiser, of Fort Stockton, Tex.
The statement of Miller that the

compromise effected by Attorney Gen¬
eral l'almer in his prosecution of the
packers was not satisfactory to the
cattle growers, met with rebuttal from
Department of Justice officials, iifii-
cials cited a telegram from W. W. Tin-
ney, president, of the Cuttle Raisers'
Association of Texas, received by At¬
torney ('relierai Palmer, following set¬
tlement of the proceedings in support
of their contention that the cattle
growers were satisfied with the way

packer cases were handled.
"The whole country," said Turney,

"congratulates you upon the splendid
victory in the packer ami-trust cases.
Cattle producers especially are most
grateful for the results obtained."
