1 "It is cheaper for American manu¬
facturers to register trade-marks in
the first instance," said Mr. Langervesterday, "than to wait until they are
stolen, "indeed, it is not always pos-
siblc to restore trade-marks that haveteen stolen in this, manner. In many

»foreign countries the party who has
appropriated the trade-mark is fully,
protected by law and is legally entitled
to confiscate the goods of an American
manufacturer when they are shipped
into a foreign country.
"The pirating of American trade¬

marks is not limited to any particular
country. Hundreds of American
trade-marks are apropriated through¬
out the world. Only recently the
registration of the words 'India Rub¬
ber" as a trade-mark in Argentina was
successfully opposed. If this trade¬
mark had been registered, it would
have enabled the person who regis¬tered this mark to confiscate any goodsshipped into Argentina marked with
the words 'India Rubber.*
"Only a few weeks ago an attempt

was made in Spain to register the
trade-mark 'Peerless.' 'Seiden' and*P. W. D.' for automobile trucks,"Corona* for typewriters, '3-in-l' oil
and 'Havoline' for lubricants. In Cuba,within the last month, 'Diamond Grid'
for storage batteries, 'Kirschbaum'
clothes, 'Fashion Park' clothes, 'KisselCar,' ' and 'McFarlan'; 'CommerceTrucks' in Uruguay; 'Coco-Cola' in
Japan. 'A. C Spark Plugs in Japan;'Marmon' and 'Stutz'" in the ArgentineRepublic This list could be added to
indefinitely.
"The motion picture industry hasalmost completely lost its foreigntrade-marks, owing to the practice Inthat industry of permitting the foreignagent to register the trade-mark> Themark 'Goldwyn' was recently appro¬priated in this way in Cuba, and'Vitagraph.' 'Selznick' and 'Select Pic¬tures' in Spain."
The American Manufacturers ExportAssociation has urged the Senate Com¬mittee on Patents to recommendchanges in our treaty relations withforeign countries on the subject ofinternational trade-mark protection.Upon the ratification of the peacetreaty, said Mr. Langer, the trade¬marks pirated in Portugal can be re¬covered owing to an extension of theInternational Trade-Mark Convention.

Object of Conference

Retailers Will Meet With De.
partaient of Justice

Officials
Representatives of four leading^na-tional associations of retailers of drj

goods, shoes and men's and women's
clothing will confer with department
of Justice officials in this city on Jan¬
uary 19 and 20 on the question of re¬
ducing prices of necessary apparel.
The coming conference grew out of

the' resolution passed by the National
Retail Dry Goods Association at a
meeting last month at which HowardE. Figg, special assistant to the At¬
torney General, and Miss Edith
Strauss, of the Department of Justice,outlined the government's plan for the
establishment of economy departmentsin retail stores, in which plain but
substantial articles of apparel wouldbe offered for sale. 1^ was intimated
at that time that the cooperation of
manufacturers of apparel and cloth
would be sought in an effort to bringout merchandise of less luxurious
quality to be offered to those who can¬
not afford to pay the current extremehigh prices.

tary Glass pointed out that the creditscould not be extended without the-con¬sent of Congress. He estimated that$100,000,000 in credits would be neces-*
sary to provision the new countries ofCentral Europe.Sir George Paish, British financialexpert, to-day talked with SecretaryGlass, Governor Harding, of the Fed-tral Rerserve Board, and ohers regard-ing the extension of credits by pri»vate banking interests of the UnitedStates'.

"I am here to conduct a private in¬
quiry to ascertain how far American
money can assist in the European sit¬uation," said Sir George."The United States is-an integralpart of the world machine. We in
Europe.I am speaking primarily for
continental Europe.need your wheat
and cotton; you do not need our ma¬
chinery. Out of the vast amount of
supplies dispatched by your countryto Europe in 1919 you have boughtless than one-fifth of the value of
these supplies from us. Therefore, if
you do not need what we have to sell
this country ought to extend Europeadditional credit."
