It was said
that he had a son by a previous mar¬
riage, but the young man never put in
an appearance at Port Chester, nor did
the acquaintances of Mr. James know
definitely of his actual existence.

Mr, James» maintained friendly re¬lations with members of his f..mily in
this city, hut was inclined to.be re¬
served and insistent upon providing his
own means of support. This he was
enabled to do by Edward W. Simons,
a Port Chester manufacturer, who gavethe oIm man a light task In his factory.There were not many to whom Mr.
James confided tne hopes of woalthwhich had lingered with him for thir¬
ty-six years. To a few of his more in¬
timate friends, however, he had toldhis story, or parts of it. He said that,like the other heirs, he had been im¬
portuned on all sides to sell his inter¬
est in his uncle's estate. He showed
letters to some of his friends substan¬
tiating this statement. He stubbornlyrefused all offers, believing until a few
weeks ago that he would survive to
come into his own.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Feb. 14..The

three afternoon newspapers in this city,which were forced to suspend Thurs-
dry because of the depletion of their!
mechanical forces, were published to-
day. They are "The Union," "The Reg¬
ister" and "The Times-Leader." "The
Journal-Courier," a morning paper,
also came out.
The typesetters were ordered to re¬

turn to work by Cornelius J. Ballard,
president of the local union, who acted
ut.der instructions from President
Scott, of the International Typograph¬
ical Union, in Indianapolis. Frederick
Dunham, of Springfield, Mass., presi¬
dent of the New England Typograph¬
ical District, held a long conference
with the men to-day, at the close of
which it was announced they would re-
turn to their machines and the papers
would be issued to-morrow and Mon-
dav. IDissatisfaction over the wage scale,
which is In effect under a contract with
the publishers until May, 1921, is re¬
sponsible for the trouble. Many of the
urinters have resigned outright and
have left the city to take jobs else-
where.

As for Giacomo Rimini, while hedisplayed ample voice, he has not tncvolubility called for by the floridmusic. So there remainei only Madamlialli-Curci to flatter the ear with herdulcit voice (unfortunately not alwaystrue to pitch), her neat phrasing, herdelicious ease of utterance and her

School Teachers "

Hear Debate on

Union With Labor
Supporters and Foes of

Affiliation With A. F. L.
Are Heard at Luncheon of
the Education Association

Representatives of unionized teach¬
ers and those who oppose affiliation
with the American Federation of Labor
met yesterday in the Hotel McAlpin at
a luncheon given under the auspicesof the Public Education Association of
the City of New York, and listened to
a debate between opponents and advo¬
cates of organization.
Those who opposed teachors enter¬

ing the American Federation of Labor
in any way were Dr. David Snedden, ofTeachers College, and Olive M. JoneB,priucipal of Public School 120. JosephJablonower, instructor in the EthicalCulture School and formerly a publicschool teacher, and Dr. Harry E. Over-
street, of the College of the City of
New York, members of the Teachers'Union, upheld affiliation with the
American Federation of Labor. Dr.Charles B. Howland presided. No de¬cision was rendered.

Dr. Overstreet insisted that the re¬luctance of teachers to join the union
had delivered them into the hands of
"partisan" institutions, where teach¬
ers are not permitted to speak their
convictions.

"Affiliation with labor subjectsteachers to danger," ho said, "the
enmity of all the forces of autocracyand junkerism in education. This
should be enough to bring out heroic
response from teachers.to save them¬
selves and American education from
the domination of the petty oligarchiesthat are un-American both in their
outlook and their methods."

Miss Jones, in her address, saidt
"I believe the labor movement vio¬

lates every rule of organization. I be¬
lieve the great mass of teachers sub¬
consciously recognizes this fact, and
that is why there has been no real
support of the movement, in spite of
most active and vicious propaganda. I
warn the public of America, of New
York particularly, not to permit <his
movement to gain headway because
acute financial distress drives teachers
into forgetfulness of their duty to the
¦nation so far as to ally themselves with
a movement which has in sound reason,in ethics, in personal force no appeal
to them whatever."

Uniform Salaries Asked
By Teachers' League

New Organization Denies Being
Union in the Real Sense

of the Word
(Special Dispatch to The Tribun«)

SYRACUSE, Feb. 14..Separation of
politics from the public school system,
spocial taxes for educational purposes
and a uniform teachers' pension law
are the aims of the New York State
Teachers' Welfare League organized
here to-day at a meeting of several
hundred public bchool instructors from
all over the state.
While the new organization follows

closely along the lines of a union, its
backers insist that it is not a union
?n the real sense of the word, but
-nerely an association to better work¬
ing conditions in the school?, so that
