Intimacy Due to Gratitude
for Convicted Traitor’s
Sympathy in Misfortune

PARIS, Feb. 24—The examination
of former Premier Joseph Caillaux, on
trinl before the Senate, sitting as =
high courl, on the charge of having
had treasonnble dealings with the Ger-
mans and conspiring to bring about
a dishonorable peace, was resumed to-
day.

The questions dealt with the rela-
tiong of M. Cuillaux with Bolo Pasha,
executed at Vincennes in April, 1818,
after being convieted of treason, and
Pierre Lenoir, exccuted in Octouer,
1019, on being found gullty o having
held intelligonce witn the enemy.

Continuing, the witness said he con-
sidered Bolo Pasha innocent of the ue-
cusations apainst him and trented him
affectionately, even while under sus-
picion early in 1917. Ile severed re-
lationa with Bolo only when telegrams
from the United Btates were received.

The witnuss said he had met Lenoir
but twice and M. Duval, director of
the newspaper “Bonnet Rouge,” who
was pxecuted in July, 1018, only onee.
His rvelations with Miguel Almoreyda,
editor of the “Bonnet .L‘rt];.';r.‘."_u'lio
was sentenced to five years' imprison-
ment in connection with the Bolo Pasha
casde and died mysteriously in prison,
aeeording to Caitlaux, were slight, He

(gaid he was suspicious of Almereyda.

Concerning Bolo Pasha M. Caillaux
told of frequent meetings with him at
luncheons and dinners in his own home
ind at the residence of Bolo, These
muetings, he said, were due to grati-
twile for Bolo's attitude and sympathy
1014, “when the greatest catastro-
phe which ever befeli a public man
wes visited upon me.”

M. Caillaux added that not alone
was he salisfied that the case apainst
Bolo, Pasha could not he proved, but
that former Premiers Viviani and Pain-
levé told him there was no proof
against Bolo, and that the cuse would
have to be nbandoned.

M, Caillaux appenred to be worn out
after his long ordeal, but much less
so than the venorable president of the
denate, Leon Bourgeais, and some of
the aged Senators, who alveady are
showing the strain the trial is Impoy-
ing upon them. The gallerios again
were erowded to-day with women, some
of them in low-necked gowns, slpgpest-
Mg a gala night at the opera.
