Extenslon of War Debt Pay¬
ments Is Advocated in
Speech Prepared for De¬
livery at Manchester, N.H.

For Americanized Treaty
Establishment of a National

Department of Public
Health Also Is Favored
MANCHESTER, N. H. March 7..Ex-

tension of our war debt over e long
period of years in order to break the
strangle hold of excessive taxes on the
throat of business enterprise was ad¬
vocated in an address prepared by
Major General Leonard Wood and
made public* here to-day. General
Wood was unable to get to Manchester,
on account of the storm, but author-
ized the publication of his speech,
which was to have been delivered Sat¬
urday night, and had been postponed
later l" to-day.
"We -nt to extend our good busi¬

ness," the speech said, "and, in order
to do that. one of the most powerful
influences will be to spread the war
debt over a much larger period of
years. The excess profit tax and the
other war taxes have got rather a
strangle hold on the throat of busi¬
ness, and too many big estates are be-
coming slacker estates. That is, they
are going into safe investments, in-
stead of going into normal invest¬
ments. They are waiting for some-
thing to happen. We want to take that
strangle hold off American enterprise."

Discussing foreign trade, General
Wood proposed the United States should
"push it to the limit."

"I think we want a strong, courteous
foreign policy," he continued. "We do
not want to become entangled in the
affairs of other people too much, but
we do want to build up a well-defined
foreign policy, not only a diplomaticpolicy* but a trade policy. We have
never had a trade policy in our hiB-
tory. We have let things go at loose
ends. We ought to take nold of it now
because the competition is going to be
very severe after a time. For a year
or two it is going to be pretty easy
because the great producing nations of
Europe are doing very little now, and
we have an opportunity such as we
never had before."
General Wood believes Congress will

uiopt the treaty "with reservations
v/hich Americanize it." He said:

"I am inclined to thing that ls about
rhe way the thing will come out: that
we shall have reservations which will
absolutely insure us complete inde-
pendence of action, and at the same
time provide the machinery which will
enable us to get together with other
people and1 discuss things before we
resort to force. It will be a sort of a
Rublimated Hague Tribunal, in a way.
But it is very important, as I see it,
that action be taken and the people of
'he country be allowed to turn their
attention to the development of their
business and to other important ques-
tions."

General Wood urged that national
health demanded a Federal department
of health. He said:
"We can have a sound department of

health.a health bureau, I hope. event-
nally, with a medical man at tne head
of it as a member of tho Cabinet, It
doesn't make any difference who does
that. It is a thing that is bound to be
done. Our public health service is
Kcattered through a dozen different de-
partments, and we need a department of
public health, nation-wide in scope."

Ascension Forum
To 'Unburden SouF

In Parish House
Meetings To Be Held Thurs¬

day Nights for Free Com-
ment on Sunday Gather-
dngs, Says Dr. Grant

Tho Rev. Dr. Percy Stlckney Grant
announced laat night at the Church of
the Ascension Forum, which recently
was inveatigated by Bishop Burch be¬
cause of alleged radical oginions voiced
there, that beginning Thursday, mid-
weok meetings will be held, not in the
church proper, but in the parish house,
12 West Eleventh Street. The Sunday
night forum will continue to meet in
the church.

"If we haven't a chance to unburden
our aoula here," aald Dr. Grant, who
ia the rector of the church, "come
Thursday night to yie parish house."
When complaints were made to

BUhop Burch concerning the character
of the forum meetings he inveatigated
and also objected to their nature, bas-
ing his disapproval in part on the fact
that the alleged radical etatements
were made in a conaecrated edifice.

Gives All Chance to Speak
The audience was informed laat nightthat persons who d*eired to expressopinions on addresses delivered Sundaynights could call at the parish house

Thursday at 8:15 p. m. and give them
there.
When the forum was under investlga-tlon a member of the vestry of the

Church of the Ascension suggested that
a new parish house be built ampleenough to hold the crowds that attend
the gatherings.
A "junior forum" has been held everyThursday night at the church house.

This apparently will be combined wj.hthe regular forum.
Dr. Grant explained that the Thurs¬

day meetings would afford every one
an opportunity to be heard. He indi-
cated that one of the principal func-
tions of the extra gathering would be
to encourage all attendants to voice
their opinions.

Dr. William R, Shepherd, professor
of history at Columbia University,
spoke last night on "America at the
International Crossroads."

Calls United States Imperialistic
He dwelt upon thla natlon'a relations

to other countries and critlcized her
"Imperialistic policy" in South Amer¬
ica, which he said was intensely irrl-
tating to the Latin-American republics."This policy assumed the form of ac-
quiring territory around the Carib-
bean," Dr. Shepherd said. "The United
States now directs the destinies of
Nicaragua, Hayti, the Domlnican Re¬
public, Panama, and with the consent
of the United Pruit Company, Costa
Rica.
"Latin-Americans look upon the up-raiaed arms of the American giant with

fear. They think he is trying to grlpthem with an iron clutch, and they re¬
gard us suspiciously because we pre-
surae to do to them what we will not
permit Europeans to do.

"Since 1913 'M' and 'D' of the Mon-
roe Doctrine are said to stand for
'Much Doeeit'.although both parties
are equally responaible for this poUcy."

Wife Dead, Man Raving
In Baltimore Mystery

Police Break Into Physician**
Home and Find 3-Year-Old

Child in Woman'* Lap

BALTIMORE, March 7..Acting upon
information of neighbors, the police
to-day broke into the home of Dr.
John I. Kuhn, who, it was said, had
been wandering about the streets say¬
ing his wife waa dead. Mrs. jKuhn'apartly dressed body was found Iying in
a lounglng chalr.
The body waa covered with an old

blanket, and sitting upon her lap was
her thrW-year-old son, John I. Kuhn
jr., eating a cracker and drinklng from
a half empty bottle of milk. Dr. Kuhn
was found apparently in a delirious
condition in bed in an adjoining room,
covered with blankets.

Mrs. Adelaide Kuhn, the dead woman,
was thirty-two years old. He* body
was unmarked, although the room in
which her husband was found was bad-
ly disordered. Mrs. Kuhn was last
sean alive at 10 o'clook laat night.
The Coroner was called, and the po¬lice are guarding both .the body and

Dr. Kuhn, pending an investlgatlon.
JNeighbors are caring for the little son.

Dr. Kuhn has not been able to make
a coherent statement since the policeentered the house, but he has continu-
ally been mumbling that his wife died
of pneumonia and that he is aufferingfrom the same malady himself.
Mrs. Kuhn's body waa in the doctor'a

offlce in plain view of the street. Sev¬
eral peraona saw it and heard Dr.
Kuhn's statements as he wanderedabout.

Republican National Body

CHICAGO, March 7,.Will H. Hays,
chairman of tha Republican National
Committee, who will presido to-morrow
at sn informal monthly meeting of the
committee, to-night repeated his as-
sertion that it is hia business as na¬
tional chairman to elect, rather than
select, candidates, and he said this
rule epplies to the selection of dele¬
gates as well. Chairman Hays said:

"I have repeatedly stated my belief
that the duty of the Chairman of the
National Committee is to eleci the
candidate end not'select him. I shall
square my performance with my prom¬
ise. There shall be no word nor act
of mine which will dlrectly or indi-
rectly infiuonce ln any way the result
of any conteBt in any state for dele¬
gates to tha Republican National Con¬
vention nor the choice by the dele¬
gates in the convention. It make* no
differenee what may be said by any
person, for any reason, at any time, in
any place ln the country lndicating anyother wish of mine. It simply is not
true. I em sure that any who would
sugegst another course will on reflee-
tion approve my irrevocablo positionin this regard."The informal meeting ©f the com¬mittee to-morrow will bo in the Con-
£ress Hotel, beginning at 10 o'cloek.
While the business on hand does notcall for a full attendance, it is expecteda majority of the members will be
present.
The convention committee of the Na¬tional Committee will hold a meetingto complete arrangemente for the con¬vention. Colonel Herbert Parsons, ofNew York, while not a member of theconvention committee, is expected here

to look after the seating arrangements?l the N,ew York <5*l«gation. It is at
the. meeting of the convention commit¬tee that Chairman Hays will make theforegoing statement.

Dr. Gates Condemns
"Reds," Society and
Childless Marriage

Pastor Pleade for Simplerand More Equal Living;Dr. Silverman Calls for
More Real Americanism

In his sermon yesterday morning at
the Chapel of the Intercession, Broad¬
way and 155th Street, Dr. Milo Hudson
Gates denounced the "Reds," the sociallife of New York, the crltics of Amer¬
ican government and childless mar-
rlages. He pleaded for a return to a
"simpler and more equal form of liv¬ing."^
After denouneing the Bolsheviki, Dr.Gates aeserted that "the luxury, the

wickedness and the extravagance of the
so-called upper classes of New York isJust aa radical as anything any real
Bolshevik has ever done. I have often
wondered why»it was that during the
war the women who were pictured inRed Cross uniforms were always those
women who were rccognised as thesocial leaders."

Dr. Gates declared class distinction
produeed Bolshevism. "I plead," he
said, "for. the return of the time when
people lived simply and all people wereequal."

¦Childlese Homes Condemned
He condemned* childlese rarriages.He spoks of the vaet number of foreign-born persons now living in New

York and spreading through the UnitedStates.
"The disgrace of so many American

homes," he said, "is t>ecause there are
no children in these homes. What isthe use of comfort and purity if in the
next generation we won't have anyAmericans to put into our homeB?"

Dr. Gates declared married life v/ith-
out children was nothing more than
disloyalty to the home. He said par-ents who enjoyed good health and went
through their live* childless for the
sake of comfort and convenience had
not the Blightest conception of the
meaning of loyalty.

Dr. Gates urged a stronger belief in
God and God's church, saying the re-
liffious persons of the world are thosewho accomplish the greatest deeds.
The greatest need of this country in

its flght against radicalism. accordingto the Rev. Dr. Joseph Silverman in
the Temple Emanu-El yesterday morn¬
ing, is "Americanism, more Amtrican-
ism, and still more Americanlsstt."He declared the Bolshevik form of
government now prevailing in Russia
Was nothing more than Socialism in
operation, and averred that Socialism
was put forth to destroy genius,
energy and competition.

Competition Held Essential
"Any system," hs said, "which seeks

to destroy competition will hindfer the
progress and stop the wheels of our
modern civilization.
"The great possibility that is held

up to the Soclaliets by their leaders
U that the masses are to rule. The
very teachers of this know it is not
true, because in Russia the people have
nothing to say about government.Lenine and Trotsky. the greatest!tyrants of all Russia, rule not by lawbut by bullet.
J,'Am(#can8 with unbounded faithstill believe that this is a governmentof the people, by thfe people and for

the people, whereas Russia is a govern¬ment of Soviet, by Soviet and for thebenefit of the Soviet, and Soviet meansths perpetuation in power of the radi¬cal leaders, Lenine and Trotzky."Dr. Silverman said the people of thoUnited States, desplte the teachingsof tho radicals, were tho real rulers,and that the democratic form of gov¬ernment as superier to any other hadbeen demonstrated time and again.

Squadron A to Have
Biggest Armory and
Riding Ring in U. S.
Board Decides to Consoli-

date Its Present Quarters
With Those Built for the
Eighth (Coast Artillery

The Armory Board has decided to
turn over to Squadron A the armory
that was built for the 8th Coast Artll-
lery Corps, at Park Avenue and Ninety-fourth Street, and which adjolns the
squadron armory at Ninety-fourth
Street and Madison Avenue. Plans
have been adopted whereby the two
armories will be conaolidated, and work
will be commenced *t onee. The new

armory has never been used, although
practically completed before war was
declared.
The newly consolidated armories will

give the squadron the largest armory
in the United States, taking ln the en¬
tire block bounded by Ninety-fourthand Ninety-flfth streets and Madison
and Park avenuea. It will give the
aquadrcn the largeat riding ring of
any mounted organisation. The ridingring will be 180 by 800 feeb.largerthan Madiaon Square Garden. This will
permit thrilling feats in horsemanshipBnd give unlimited room for the in-
struction ln rough riding, which ls to
be a feature of the review MajorNathaniel Egleston will order as soon
as the aquadron la ln its new home.
The new armory will have stable ac-

commodations for 800 horsea, so the
troopers may keep their own horsea
there.
The increased apsce will afford op-portunitiea for devoteea of riding to

enjoy that pastime, aa the floor ia to be
covered with tanbark at once. The
polo team will have alraoat aa much
room aa it would on an outdoor field,
and can play the game until the weather
permita of outdoor actlvitlea with the
aame thrilla aa ln the open.
Another advantage will be to give tho

squadron the largeat Indoor rifle rangeof any military organization in the
state. A range 200 yards long will be
built and full service ammunitlon maybe used, bo that in all respects the
musketry practice will be practicallythe aame as outdoors. Thia branch of
the service ia to be specialized in, as
the squadron ia anxious to maintain
the standard of the old organization,which was famous as one of the best
shooting military units in the United
States.

At 132, He Fights
To Keep Son, Six

Father4n-Law, 70, Tries
to Take Boy, Whose
Mother Is Found Dead

LEXINGTON, Ky., March 7.."Uncle

John" Shell, who at 182% years is the
oldest living human being in the world,
has just figured is one of the most
exciting epiaodes of his life and came
out winner, according to reports re¬
ceived here to-night from Shell's home
in Greaay Creek, Leslie County.Shell had been away from home for
several hours and on his return foundhis thirty-flve-year-old wife lying inthe yard critically 111. He carried herinto the house, where she died in ashort time, being unable to give her
aged husband any details of the causeof her illness.
"Uncle John" notifled his wife's rela-tives, among them George Chappell, his

aevent.y-ye»r-old father-in-law. The
funeral waa held on a anow-coveredhillaide, and Chappell, apparently think-
ing his 132-year-old son-ln-law waa not
a fit person to care for his youngeat
son, aged six, proceeded to take the
boy home with him.

Shell hurried as fast as his failinglegs would allow him after his father-
in-law and begged the latter to give upthe child. Thia Chappell refused to do.Thereupon Shell went back home, gothis flintlock rifle, which he himselfmade more than 100 years ago, mountedhis mule and atarted after Chappelland the boy. He overtook them severalmiles away and at the point of the gunforced Chappell to give up the child.

Uncle John" took his boy on themule with him and they returned to thelonely cabin on Greasy Creek.

Camera Man Defies
War Perils to Die
In Taxicab Smash

Adrian C. Duff, Widely
Known for Indifference
to Danger, Killed in Col-
lision in Brooklyn Street

Adrian C. Duff, soldier and nsw»
photographtr, known latsrnationally
as one ol the most fearlcss of his call-
Ing and tha "man with a thousand
lives," waa killed yesterday in an

{utomobile accident at Nevins and
ilvingston streets, Brooklyn, when the
taxicab in which he was riding col-
lided with a trolley polo.

Duff, who lived with his widowed
mother at 46 Hamilton Beach, waa
twenty-eight years old. In the eab
with him were W. Christen, of 108
State Street; Frank Kinney and Will¬
iam Murray, of 106 Third Avenue,
Brooklyn. Murray, who drove the
taxicab, has been arrested. He suf¬
fered slight abraBions of the face, and
Kinney and Christen escaped injury.
Duff's skull was fractured.
Wherever news photography was dis¬

cussed the name of Adrian C. Duff was
heard. He had braved death on the
battle flelds, in the air and even under
sea, and his disregard for danger be-
came a byword among his associates.
His most notable achievement, and the
one of which he was most proud, was
a flight around Manhattan Island when
the airplane was in its infancy. He
was on the staff of the Amorican Press
Association at that time and his feat
in obtaining for that organisation the
first photographs of their kind won
him a decoration ln the form of a
gcld stop watch.

Duff was born in the 9th Ward, New
York City, and in 1912, when he was
only twenty-one years old, he had be¬
come well enough known as a photo-
grapher to be drawing big assign-
ments from New York newspapers. In
1914 he was sent to Vera Cruz with the
United States Marines and atayed with
them during the American occupation
of the Mexican port. Frequent sorties
into the open country, with a contempt-
ucus disregarded for snipers, got him
some good pictures and more fame.
When the World War started, Duff

was shifted to Europe with the Allied
and German armies, but he was hastily
recalled when Pershing launched his
expedition into Mexico, so he could ac-
company the American commander.
When the United States entered the
World War, Duff took his camera and
enlisted in the Signal Corps, by which
he was assigned to duty with the A.
E. F.

It was during the American advance
at Chateau Thierry that Duff wrote his
name into the heroic records of the
A. E. F. He was busy taking offteial
photographs, as uaual disdaining cover
and advartcing with the "doughboys"
over the enemy lines, when he saw a
German machine gun nest he believed
unoccupied. When he leveled his
camera to snap a picture, he caught a
fleeting glimpse of a jrray uniform and
called upon the Huns to surrender.
When they hesitated the photographer
pulled an empty revolver from his hol-
ster and bluffed the Germans into sur-
rendering. He marched them back to
the lines and rejolned his command.
When he returned to the United States
he was a commissioned offlcer.
A detailed story of Duff's career

would recite a thousand thrills. When
a difficult job was to be done, he was
called and it was his boast that he
never had met an obstacle that kepthim from getting a picture he had
been sent after. At the time of his
death he was a motion picture camera
man on the staff of the Gaumont news
weekly.

least this year.

"I intend to retire from public office
when my term as Vice-President ex¬
pires," said Mr. Marshall to-night when
advised that his name had been placed
on the Presidential primary ticket in
Indiana.

Thia statement is in line with utter-
ances made by him during his stay in
Arizona last winter, when he declared
he hoped for a long rest from politicalbother and when he intimated he was
considering the possibility of changinghis residence to this state.
Mr. and Mrs. Marshall arrived in

Phoonix several days ago and are livingin their home at Scottdale, twelve
miles northeast of here. There, in the
mldst of orange groves and cotton
fields' they have a modest, though at¬
tractive, bungalow in which they spendpart of each winter.

Mr. Marshall has strong friends
among local Democrats who already are
auggesting him as a possible future
United States Senator from Arizona.
