Woman, Waving at Rebels,
Caused Mob Attack in Berlin

The accompanying description of
the attack upon the Hotel Adlon and
the firing by troopa on the crowds
was written by a correspondent who
wag on the scene during the incident.

BERLIN, March 19 (By The Associ-
ated Press).—The waving of a hand-
kerchief by a woman from an upper
window of the Hotel Adlon after the
departing Baltie troops vesterday af-
ternoon was the signal for a mob st
tack upon the hotel and was followed
by the firing of the troops on the
crowd, causing the death of at least
three persons and the wounding of a
score of others, The lobby of the
fashionable lotel, which iz the home
of the Allied mission, became an impro-
vised hospital, with patients stretched
upon the marble floor,

I The tragedy is perhaps without aig-

nificafice as affecting the general situ-
ation, but it was indicative of the state

of the feeling existing between the |

population and the representatives of
the reactionary elements, and it is
feared that it may be only the prelude
to more sanguinary conflicts.

As the Baltic columns marched away
from the center of the city the erowds
which had massed to witness the de-
parture jeered the marching troopers,
but kept within definite limits, fearing
to provoke the unpopular Baltic con.
