Act II. Tatiane's name day is Dting
celebrated with a hall. Onégin atiends
on Lenski’s invitation, Ile is the sub-
ject of comment by the guesis. An-
noyed, he seeks to revenge himself upon
Lenski by courting Olga. Lensk takes
his jest eeriously quarrels with his
friend and challenges Onégin to a
duel. Social cofsiderations force Oné-
gin to accept the challengs, and Zaret-
ski, a dueling, blusicring landlord,
fans Lenski’s anger, so that a recon-
ciliation is nfade impessible. This part
of Pushkin’s work is keen satire, an
extraordinarily effective mockery of
dueling, 'There is derizion, too, on
Onégin's side, for he chooses as his
second his cpachman, Gijlot. But the
duel itself is fought in earnest. Lenski
falls, shot by his opponent’s bullat,
(This seene recalls the experience of
the poet himself, who fell in & duel by
the bullet of a eourtier, Georg d’An-
thes-Keckeren, who died in Alsace
in 1885.)

He must win her,
Tgtiana, however, no lonrer loves him
with her former ardor., When she up-
braids Onégin for loving hLer only be-
cause she has become brilliant and
worldly, she is only deceiving herself
and her adorer as fto her roal feelings.
At last she reveals her true feelings.
She tells Onégin that shn loves him
as-before, but explains that she will
remain true to her wifely vows, Broken
hearted, Onégin leaves her.
