4 for Lowden, none for anybody elume.
Mr. Wood said before leaving that the
Wood men did not start the campaign
with the notion that it would be a pie-
nic, and he said he was thankful
that, with the momentous issues in-
volved, the going has been no rougher.

m‘[‘hu Eastern campaign managers are
firm in the conviction that the contest
to date, showing General Wood far in
the lead in the race for delegates, is
about what may be locked for clear up
to the assembling of the Chicago con-
vention on June B, at which time they
count on at least 300 delegates. The
attack of Senator Borah, a supporter of
Senator Hiram W. Johnson, practically
charging the Wood men with debauch-
ing the Republican votera by an unwar-
ranted use of money, jarred the sensi-
bilities of the Wood managers and
made them all the more determined to
gtay on 'the aggressive, The impres-
sion among the Wood men is general
that Senator Borah greatly weakenad
his case by propesing a law limiting
eampaign expenditures to $10,000.

Explains Cost of Campaign

In this connection Lafayette ‘B, Glea-
son, secretary of the Republican State
Committee, said last night:

“Senator Borah could not more than
merely start a state-wide campaign in
New York under the present primary
law with $10,000. The desire io avoid
large expenditures in the primaries is
commendahle, but the practical difficul-
ties are considerable. Let us take New
York and the Republican party, for ex-
ample. Suppose & candidate desired to
mail & eircular letter announcing his
candidacy and appesling for support to
all of the 1,400,000 Republican voters,
leaving out the Democrats, Estimating
the cost of printing, folding, envelop-
ing, stamping and other incidentals, it
would cost not far from 5 cents a letter,
or a total of §70,000, for the initial step
in the campaign.

Campaign’ Funds' of Can-
didates in Hearing on
Bill Offered by Borah

Gift of $100,000 Denied

Doheny Says He Made No
Contribution; Lowden Is
Willing to Reveal Facts

From The Tribune's Washington Bursau

WASHINGTON, March 27.~Cam-
paign funds of candidates for Presi-
dential nominations will be Inquired
into by the Senate Committee on Privi-
legen and Elections, Senator Dillingham,
of Vermont, chairman of the committes,
announced to-day. Senator Dillingham
#nid the committes will meet within a
few days and arrange for public hear-
inga on the Borah bill limiting the ex-
penditure of any candidate for the

Presidential nomination of any party
to 810,000 in each state, and for full
publicity of contributions,

Senator Borah introduced the bill in
the Senate yestorday, when it was
chargad that Major General Leonard
Wood and Frank O. Lowden, candidates
for the Republican nomination, were
spending huge sums to control the Chi-
cago convention,

Governor Lowden, in a telegram re-
ceived to-day by Senator Borah, offered
to make public all details of his cam-
paign funds and their expenditure. In
reply, Senator Borah telegraphed Gov-
ernor Lowden as follows:

“Hon, Frank O, Lowden,

““Chicago, Ill.:

. “Wire received and pleased to get
it. If you are so,disposed and will
send the party here who can give me
details of contributions and expendi-
tures T will take a stenographic ra-
port, place it in the Recorg and make
it publie. As am otherwise
engaged next week, I would fix the
date for April 5th or 6th,
“WILLIAM E, BORAH.”

$100,000 Contributions Denled

Edward L. Doheny, of California,
named by “The New York World” as
one of six men who were alleged to be
contributing $100,000 each to the Wood
campalgn, flatly denied the charge in
fvlegrams received to-day by Senator
Borah and by Senator Phelan, Demo-
cvat, of California. The telegram fol-
lowe:

“My Dear Senator:

“The article publighed in 'The New
York World’ stating that 1 am a con-
tributor to the General Wood cam-
paign fund is a falsehood made out
of whole eloth. T have not made any
such contribution. I have not been
requested to make any contribution,
either to tha General Wood fund or
that of any other céndidate, and I
have not made any contribution to
any such fund. Senator Borah's re-
marks about me in this respect are

hence unfounded, unwarranted and -

without hasis, Can you with pro-
priety make a refutation of theae
slanders for me on the floor of the
Senate? Sincerely youra,
“EDWARD L. DOHENY.”

Senator Borsh, in reply, inguired of
Mr. Doheny if the oil companies in
which Mr. Doheny is interested were
contributing to the Wood campaign,
Senator Borah's reply follows:

“Does your denial of contributiona
cover your business concerns or buai-
ness interest with which you are as-
sociated? I am led to ask this for
the reason that since receiving your
wire I am again aggured the con-
‘tribution was made, and that it is
understood to heve come from you
and your business concerns. [ shall
}ae glad to make your statement pub-
ic.ll

Denial Inserted in Record

Senator Phelan inserted Mr. Doheny's
denial in “The Congressional Record.”
In submitting the denial, Senator Phe-
lan said: :

“Yenterday during s speech, the Sen-
ator from Idaho, Mr. Borah, on the
authority of 'The New York Worid,
stated that Edward L, Doheny, of Cali-
fornia, was one of the contributors to
the fund for the campaign of General
Wood, and' the Senator, noct knowing
whether the statement was true or not,
saw fit to give it to the Senate upon
the theory that it had been made sev-
eral days before and had not been
denled.

“Mr. Doheny is very much concerned
about the statement and desires to en-
ter & denial, and I ask that the secre-
tary may read from the desk his tele-
gram just received by me.

“Mr. Doheny is a distinguished and
honorable citizen of Californla, affili-
ated with the Democratic party, and
will be & delegate to the San Fran-
cisco convention; and he is naturally
indignant at the reflections made by
the Senator from Idaho, who should
have sought verifiecation of hik suspi-

elons by writing Mr, Dohen direct, as
hig been his custom in getting expres-
slons from publle men, The Senate
should not be made a forum for mis-
representation, either intentional or
sccidental,”

William G, McAdoo, former Secre-
tary of the Treasury, replying yester-

Tribute to Farmers in War

“There can be nothing but com-
mendation for the farmer of the United
States in the mind of any thinking
American ag he veviewa the cirenm-
stances under which they worked and
the results they accomplighed during
the war period. They saw their sons
by millions leave the field and join the
army. They faced and overcame short-
ape and high prices, and in spite of all
this, and by sheer increased effort,
wherein women and even little children
participated, they not only maintained
the steady flow of foodstuffs and other
farm produets, but they increased thia
flow to a point unheard of in American
history., Had Lthis not been done it
would not have been possible for this
country to have sent its army to the
front, nor for other nations to have
maintained either their armies in the
| field or their people at home until the
victorious end,

“Ifarming must be as remunerative
as: other occupations which require the
same capital, training and work. Those
departments of the goverament which
have to do with broad and comprehen-
sive policies must take this into full
weeount in their every relationship,

“Hoys and girls on the farms are
ontitled to educational facilitics suited
to their neecds, and equal to the schools
of any other citizens. Farming and
farmers must be fAnancially equal to
the lask of bearing their share of the

responsibility  and the cost of such
educational facilities. We must see
| that there is no difference in the

| standards between schools in eity, vil-
lnge ar country, Men and wemen on
| the forms are entitled to government
setvice suited to their needs, and equal
to the government scrvice received by
citizena residing in any other environ-
ment.

For Practical Farmer in Cabinet
| “The divect reprosentative of agri-
lealture  in ihe Administration—the
'.‘-‘mcretury of Agriculture—should be a
practical farmer and not a theorist, In
ng line of human endeavor iz theory
without practical experience more use-
less and more harmful, less productive
of confidence or of results than in the
work of farming,

“The broad generality is, of course,
true that the enst of distribution which
separates producer and consumer iy
large and that steps should he {aken
as rapidly as ways may be devised to

lessen the costs of distribution. It im
certain that any 1l[efltimnte profits of
those who only handla and manipulate
farm products between producer and
consumer should be eliminated. The
time has come when this is a matter
of essential public concern and should
receive practical attention. Essentinl
cold mtorage and warehousing facili-
ties for both perighable and aingle
season cropa should also be given ser-
ious consideration.

“Farmers’ cotperative enterprises de-
serve and must have the same ‘reat-
ment and the same considerations as
other organizations in the same cir-
cumstances,

“A land owning farm population is
an ideal to be looked foward to as a
strong bulwark of national life, and
ull that is popsible should be done to
encourage farmers to own their land,
that farm tenancy may be of short
duration. Large holdings of 1arm
property, especinlly if unused or for
speculation, should be made as diffi-
cult as possible,

Bulwarks of Free Nation

“The record of the draft shows
where the men of the farm stand in
relation to the defense of the nation.
Against insidious foes within ar
againgt arrogant foes without they
present the' same unbreakable oppo-
sition, and I am convinced that what-
ever is essential to do to make this
opposition effective they stand ready
to do. I am sure that this is the
gpirit of the "American farmers, and
whether it be called preparedness or
by some other name, what they think,

Morgenthau Not Opposed

Colby Denies Story Mexico Ob-
jected to Appointment
From The Tribune’s Washington Burcau
WASHINGTON, March 27.—The ra-
port that Henry Morgenthau will not
be acceptable to the Mexiecan govern-
ent a3 American Ambassador was dis-
E’Pdited to-day at the State Depart-
ment. In referring to the press re-
ports, Secretary of State Colby said
no intimation had been received by
thiz government that Mr. Morgenthau
had any connection with the Associa-
tion for .the Protection of American
Rights in Mexico and that no official
communication in regard to the new
ambassador had been received here.

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Convention Must
Decide Status of
Minnesota Votes

Wood in Lead as Presiden-
tial Preference; Claims
Conflict, as Count of Bal-
lots Never Was Completed

ST. PAUL, Minn,, March 27.—Oniy
the decision of the Republican Nation-
al Convention at Chicago in June will
settle definitely the conflicting elaims
of Johnson, Wood and Lowden factions
of the party as to the significance of
the one-hour Presidential preference
vote in Minnesota Monday, March 15.
Tabulations of the vote by the State
Central Committee ceased when the
county conventions stations started
March 17, beeause the election bf dele-
gates to these conveéntions was the real
objeet of the primary and control of
them by one faction or the other large-
ly determined the complexion of the
resulting district and state gatherings.
These in turn chose the men to repre-
sent the state in the big national as-
sembly of the party.

hat day the county conventions met
and of the eighty-six gatnerings fifty-
two sent uninstructed delezations to
the district conventions. Of the others
twenty-seven were instructed for
Wood, five for Lowden and two for
Johnson.

The ten district convegtions met
Mareh 19, The Wood foreed controlled
half of them, and thus ten delegates
instrueted for him were sent to the na-
tional convention. Four districts chose
uninstructed delegations, and in the
other there was a split, part of the
delegates selecting two Wood men and
the others a pair of uninstructed rep-
resentatives. =

The next day the state convention of
the party picked four delegates-at-
large and left them uninstructed. On
paper, therefore. the Minnesota dele-
gation stood to-day as follows: Unin-
structed, 12; Wood, 10; contested, 2.
What portion of the preference vote
remained uncounted when tabulation
closed cannot he determined. The Sec-
retary of State’s office explained to-day
that the preference vote was not offi-

cial, that no law was ntpliublc to such
8 primary and that, therefore, no re-
tarns on it had or wounld be made to
the state. Newspapers busied them-
selves only with the known or estl-
mated factionsl affiliations of the men
elected to the county conventions,

Herman W. Schroeder, of Minneapo-
lis, head of the Johnson organizatiom
in Minnesota, said he had no total fige
ures for the state and would be ‘at a
loss 50 know where they could be ob-
tained.”

WASHINGTON, March 27— Herbhert
Hoover replied to-day to the inquiry
as to campaign expenditures addressed
to Presidentia} possibilities by “Labay,”
the railroad unions’ weekly, by saying
that “as 1 have no campaign, I have no
firance.” He reiterated his statemens
of March B that he was not a candidate
for the nomination to the Presidency
and was not seeking public office.

“A number of clubs have
sprung up, doing me the honor of nd-
vocating my mnomination,” said Mr.
Hoover in his letter. *“I have no knowl-
edge of their resocrees, which are prob-
ably very amall. 1 have no doubt that
they would be only too glad to keep
their books open for inspection at all
times.” .

Mr. Hoover added that “as a citizen I
advocate the accomplishment of full
publicity and proper restrictions” oca
campaign expenditures.
