At Midnight Boats of
Erie and Lackawanna
Still Were Operating
A strike of harbor workers em-

ployed on ferries, tiler's, lighters and j
other floating equipment of all the
railroads operating in the port of
New York last night tied up most
of the ferry lines and virtually shut
off the city's supply of fresh food¬
stuffs.
Under normal conditions, it was

paid, there is only a seven days' sup¬
ply of fresh foodstuffs on hand in
the city's warehouses, and a con¬

tinuance of the strike beyond this
time would result in a severo short¬
age of food. The railroads, it .; as

said, handle 90 per cent of the food
entering the city.

At 0 o'clock, one hour after the
strike went into effect, all ferry lines
crossing the Hudson, except the
Delaware, Lackawanna & W( ;tevn,
were affected in some degree, and in
many eases were crippled.

name from the Georgia Democraticprimary ballot, at the instance of thosewho had put it on, occasioned grea;relief in Administration cricles hereespecially among friends of AttorneyGeneral A. Mitchell Palmer.
Early in the day it was made cleaithat the President would take no aetioi

¦to remove his name, but would simplyignore the whole affair. It was alsiunderstood that he did not desire tha
any one should make any move in thidirection which might give the impression that he had directed it.

WASHINGTON, April 1..Conspiracy

to defraud the United States of its right
of secrecy surrounding decisions of the
Supreme Court oí" the United States,
growing out of the alleged "leak'' in
the high court several months ago, in
(h<> Southern Pacific oil lands case, is
charged in an indictment returned to¬
day by the grand jury of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia,
The defendants named include Ash-

ton I1'. Kmbry, former secretary to As¬
sociate Justice Joseph McKenna; James
Harwood Graves, a former assistant at¬
torney in the Department of -!i .Ice;
Barnett K. Moses, a Washington attor¬
ney, and K. M ¡lia id Mayer jr., a New
York stock opcrat ir.
The indictment avers that the above

conspired to cheat and defraud for the
purpose of engaging in speculation
upon the New York Stock Exchangeand other stock markets, upon the faith
and advantage of private information
as to the time, conclusions and results
of the decisions given by the United
States. Supreme Coin;.

It is alleged that Kmbry was to ob¬
tain in advance the result of the causes
pending and communicate them to the
others to enable them to make use of
it for their joint benefit, ''therebybringing into quest ion the privacy and
sanctity of th»- deliberations of the
court and the integrity and efficiency of
its justices and officials."

Profited by "Tip." Charge
The indictment avers thai above

action was committed in the case of the
United States government againsl the
Southern Pacific Railroad Company,
and others, and that the advance in¬
formation referred to was 'hat the
United State-1 Supreme Court had re¬
versed the judgment of the United
States Circuit Court of Appeal for the
Oth Circuit, which decision was against
the United State The case involved
title to oil lands.
Another decision of the United States

Supreme Court which also is involved
m tir: indictment is its- affirmation of
the decree of the District Court of the
United States for the Southern District
and Northern Division of California,
which was in favor of the United States,
whereby the latter recovered from the
Southern Pacific Railway Company
large tracts of public land.

Stock Speculation Alleged
It is charged in the indictmenl that

the accused, acting upon this alleged
advance information, engaged in stock
speculation and caused to be sohl ;.
shares of capital stock of the Southern
Pacific Railroad Company, and that Km¬
bry was paid StiOO "on account of the
profits upon the sale of the said 500
shares of stock."
The indictment states that on the

day the decision in the Southern Pacific
case was rendered, November I'.. 1019,
"it was and from time immemorial had
been the custom for the Su
preme Court of the United States to
deliver its judgments in open
court. so thai all citizens

might and did have equal op¬
portunity to know of the disposition
and decision of appeals and eases pend¬
ing before the court to the end
that the confidence and est.n of the
citizens of the United States
should be maintained and that the
court should cení mue and be regarded
as an impartial and public tribunal ad¬
ministering and declaring public law

without favor."

Beaten, 25-6,
In Delaware

Plans Made for Reconsid¬
eration of House Vote
Next Week; Defeat Is
Laid to Local Pique

Bi« Blow to Cause
Feared in Result

Mrs. Catt's Remark on the
Sniallness of State Was
Used in Anti Campaign

From a Staff Correspondent
DOVER, Do!., April 1..Suffrage was

defeated in the Delaware House of
Delegates this afternoon. 25 to 6,
and immediately the suffragists laid
plans for a reconsideration of the vote
next week. They put up a brave front
to the jubilant anti-suffrage crowd, hut
the facf, of course, is that this defeat
in Delaware is the most serious blow
suffered by the suffrage cause since it
left the United States Senate.

Su (Trage hopes will now dwell with
more intensity upon Connecticut and
Vermont as candidates for the honor
of being the thirty-sixth state to ratify
the Federal amendment. Seventeen
million women in thirty states will
.¦.ote for President next fall regardless
of the Federal amendment, but women
in the remaining eighteen states will
lose their chance to vote this year un¬
ie. the Federal amendment shall have
been ratified by thirty-six states before
Election Day. North Carolina has a

legislative session in June .and suffra¬
gists will work there for ratification.

Local Pride Upheld
The defeat of the suffrage bill ir

Delaware was a protest on the part oi
local pride against the pressure broughtto bear !>y national suffragists and political leaders of both parlies. Thii
was the burden of the anti-suffragijubilation- in |he House chamber. I'
was voiced by the national organize!

"The greatest suffragist in the world

Ouster Fight to Courts;
5 Expelled by Big Vote

Majority for Unseating
Waldman, Claessens,
Solomon, DeWitt, Orr
Surprise Even to Sweet

Condemn Attack
On Col. Roosevelt

Extra Session To Provide
For Speeial Eleetion Is
Smith's Reported Plan

From o Stiff Correspondent
ALBANY. April 1..After twenty-two

hours of debate, the Assembly to-day
expelled the five Socialist Assembly¬
men, who were ousted by Speaker
Thaddeus C. Sweet January .7.
Assemblyman August Claessens and

Louis Waldman, *of New York, and
Charles Solomon, of Kings, were ex-

polled by a vote of 116 to 28.
Assemblymen Samuel A De Witt and

Samuel Orr, of the Bronx, were ex¬

pelled by a vote oí 104 to 40.
There was only one absentee.As-

semblyman George M. Tyler, of On-
tario.
The debate, which began at 12:30

noon yesterday, ended at 9:38 o'clock
this morning.

j Balloting then began. The resolu-
tion calling for Wahl man's expulsion
was first voted on. When the clerk
announced the result, Speaker Sweet
proclaimed
"The resolution having been duly

passed, i declare the seat of Louis
Waldman vacant."

Brief and scattering applausegreeted the announcement.
The resolutions recommending the

expulsion of the other four Socialists
were then put to a vote. Claessens
was next to be ousted. Then fol-
lowed Solomon. De Witt was fourth
to be cast out. Orr was voted on
last.
As the Speaker declared the seats of

Claessens, Solomon and Ho Witt vacant
the members maintained an oppressivesilence. But when he pronounced Orr
a legislative outcast along with the.
other four there was another brief mo¬
ment of handclapping.The big clock in the rear of the
chamber pointed to the hour of 10:35.
The weary members of the Assembly,heaving sighs of relief, dragged them¬
selves out of the chamber.

Sweet Attacks Roosevelt
The debate was closed by SpeakerSweet, who made what many members

of the Assembly later characterized as
an unworthy attack on Colonel Theo-
dore Roosevelt.
To this attack Roosevelt could not

reply, for under the rules of the As¬
sembly cvhen the debate is closed by
either the majority leader or the
Speaker, nothing further may be said
on t he subject.

Colonel Roosevelt had angered,Sweetby refusing to line up with him, and
up to the last minute Sweet's friends
tried to prevail on Roosevelt not to
speak against the ousting of the live
Socialists and not to vote to reseat all
five. But to the pleading Roosevelt
was deaf, maintaining that the ouster
was a crime against representative gov-
ei nment.

Sweet, by inference, charged Roose¬
velt with being false o the doctrine
of Americanism laid down by his
father. Roosevelt sat silent with
blanched cheeks and square set jaw
as he heard Sweet (¡note from his
father's speeches on Americanism to
bolster up the case against the Social¬
ists.

Lobbyists who usurped the chairs
assigned to newspaper correspondents
and members of the Assembly, ¡ed the
applause as Sweet finished.

Colonel Declines lo Comment
Roosevelt, when he realized that

under the rules he could not. speak,
considered issuing a statement, in reply
to Sweet, but later decided that he
would not dignify Sweet's attack by
a single word of comment.

"Roosevelt is too charitable." was
he comment of .several members of
the Assembly.
"Speaker -Sweet." said Assemblyman

.Maurice Bloch, one of the members of
the Judiciary Committee which tried
the Socialists, ".-'ruck Roosevelt below
the belt. It was not a fair blow."

This after oon Speaker Sweet an¬
nounced two bills were being prepared
to carry out some of the recommenda¬
tions of the majority report of the
Judiciary Committee. Cue will outlaw
any political party which includes in
its membership aliens or minors. The
second also will forbid a place on the
official ballots to any member of any
organization which has any political
working agreement with any other for¬
eign political organization.
The overwhelming vote to oust all

five Socialists was a surprise, even to
Sweet's friends. At 11 o'clock last
night Sweet had only eighty-nine votes
for ousting all ami ninety-two for oust¬
ing Solomon, Claessens and Waldman.
Rut as dawn came th»' Sweet followers
were boast iiig that the Speaker bad
more votes than ever. And after the
rancorous debate, at times rife with
the religious issue, ceased, their pre¬
dict ions proved true.

Several explanations were offered
for the sudden swing to Sweet. The
most, charitable was that "the boys"

Veto of Peace
Bill Predicted
By Cummings

Democratic National Chair¬
man Calls on Parly in
Congress to Fight Move
to Declare War Ended

From The Tribune's Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON. April 1..-President

Wilson will veto the resolution for a

separate peace with Germany if it is
adopted by Congress and sent to him
tor approval. Chairman Cummings of
the Democratic National Committee
asserted to-day.
The resolution will be considered in

the House of Representatives on

Monday. The Forei'gn Affairs Com¬
mittee of the House to-day ordered it
formally reported. The vote was 1" to
6' on a strict party alignment. Rep¬
resentative Huddleston, Democrat, of
Alabama, did not vote.
A special rule will be brought in

to-morrow or Monday to place the
resolution before the House. A vote
is expected before adjournment Mon¬
day night, and the peace measure then
will go to the Senate, where Repub¬
lican leaders hope to effect its pas-
sage before the end of next week.
Chairman Cummings, in an inter¬

view, called upon Democratic mem¬
bers of Congress to vote against the
resolution. He indorsed the Borah bill
to bring Presidential candidates under
the corrupt practices act, and declared
that President Wilson's condition is
much, better than it was a month ago.
Chairman Ci minings charged that a

concerted effort has been made to
break down the President "through a
sustained attempt at character assas¬
sination-"

Says TYilson Is Improving
Referring to the President's condi¬

tion, which he declared to be far better
than it was a month ago, Mr. Cum¬
mings said it was unfortunate for the
country at this time thai Mr. Wilson
is not completely recovered.
"He has been subjected." Mr. ('urn-

mi:.gs said, "to a campaign of per¬sistent harassment on the part of his
political adversaries. Some men I r.eed
not name have by their ai ¡mosity to
the President furnished the nucleus
for this propaganda, which embraces a
curious mixture of personalities and
politics.

"It was grossly unfair that the
President should have been obligedafter his return from Europe with his
work completed to embark on a cam¬
paign tour to meet the attacks uponhim that had been in progress for
months during the time he was abroad.
My own view has always been that par-tisanship should end at the water's
edge. In this case it did not. It was
carried right up to the peace table and
handicapped the work of the American
mission and made difficult of accom-
plishment settlements that wouldotherwise bave been easy to make."

Referring to the Republican peaceresolution now .'before Congress, th-'
Democratic committee chairman added:
"Opposition to this resolution should

PennHess Princess
Asks Work in Vain
Kin of Romanoffs* Arrest¬
ed for Hotel Bill* Says
Bolsheviki Robbed Her
GENEVA, March 31.- A Russian

princess appeared before the Vevey tri¬
bunal yesterday on a chare/e made by a
Swiss hotel keeper "f failing to pay a

hotel bill amounting to 1.000 francs.
The princess, who was dressed in deepmourning, acknowledged the debt, and
said she wouM liquidate it later. She
explained to Cue court that she was a
victim of the Bolsheviki, who had killed
her father.

In former days, the prince as-
serted, she bad an income equivalent
to $50,000. Her properties near Mog-
cow had been confiscated and sac was

penniless. She added that she had ap¬
plied numerous times for a position as
lady's companion and even as a maid,
but that she had been unable to oh-
tain a situation, as prospective employ¬
ers declared her to be too aristocratic
in anpearanco or were suspicious of
her.
She said she had been offered many

positions as stenographer or secretary,
but thai her education while at the
Romanoff court had not included
stenography or secretarial work. The
princess asserted that she was closely
related to the Romanoffs.
The judge dismissed the case against

the princesa and assessed the costs of
the hearing against the hotel keeper.
