Pack Urges Roosevelt
Road of Remembrance

Ocean-to-Ocean Highway, Lined
With Trees, Is Suggested

as Fitting Memorial
A Roosevelt "road of remembrance,"

planted with memorial trees from
ocean to ocean, would be the greatest
of all memorials that could be erected
in honor of the former President, de¬
clared Charles Lathrop Pack, president
of the American Forestry Association,
of Washington, in an address at Flush¬
ing yesterday. Mr. Pack spoke at a
memorial tree plnnting in memory of
Theodore Roosevelt and Quentin
Roosevelt. Two white oaks that. have
been registered on the association's
honor roll were dedicated.

"In a Roosevelt :oad of remem¬
brance," said Mr. Pack, "every citizen
of the United States would have n

part, and no flner memorial could be
erected than such a memorial highway.
As never before, the United States
needs a great outstanding lesson in
forest conservation, for this country
to-day faces one of its gravest prob¬
lems, the perpetuation of its greatest
natural resource, the forests.

"Millions are to be spent on im-
proved highways, that the producer
and consumer may be brought ciose
together. Let us beautify tne high¬
ways in the building. L'et us keep the
message Theodore Roosevelt gave us
alive. That message was that. national
prosperity and wellbeing are depend-
ent upon a nation's forests. With such
a memorial arousing the whole nation,
a.s it surely wouUJ, for each would have
a part, Theodore Roosevelt would be
honored and would know that his mes¬

sage had been heard."

Leader of Week's Campaign
Says New York Youths Are

100 Per Cent American
William Lewis Butcher, chairman of

the Boys' Week Committee, annouueed
yesterday at the conclusion of Boys'

aii boroughs.

ened to the need of more boys' work
and brought to a realization of what is
being accomplished by the existing
units.
"Third.Boys' Week has served to

prove thnt boys, workers and civic or-

g-anizations of every kind can get to¬
gether in a common cause and carry on
a campaign to a successful end."

Dr. Handley Moule,
Bishop of Durham,
Dies in England

Was Author of Distinction,
Prominent in Congresses
of Church and Had Served
as Chaplain to Royalty
BISHOP-AUCKLAND, England, May

8..Announcement is made of the
death of the Right Rev. Handley Carr
Glynn Moule, Bishop of Durham.

The Right Rev. Handley Carr'
Glynn Moulo was horn in Dorchester,
England, in 1841, the youngest son of
the Rev. H. Moule, M. A., Vicar of
Fordington.
He was educated at Trinity College,

CambridKe, and while nn undergrad-
uate obtained many prizes for scholar-
ship, among which were the Carus
Gre.k Teatament prize, and Sir Will¬
iam Browne's medals for a Latin ode
and for Latin and Greek epigrams.He was elected to a fellowship in Trin¬
ity College in 1865, and became as¬
sistant master at Marlborough from
180.. to 1867. He obtained a first-cl.iss
in the theological examination in 1865
with distuiction in Hebrew. In 1873
he becam_ Dean of Trinity College,which post he held until 1876. He wa.
Select Preacher at Cambridge in 1880,
and at Oxford in 1895. He was First
Principal of Ridley Hall, Cambridgefrom 1881 to 1899.
From 1898 to 1901 he served as hon-

orary chaplain to Queen Victoria, and
was Norrisian profcssor of divinity at
Cambridge and professorial fellow at
St. Catharine'« College during the same
four years. In 1901 he r.erved as chap¬lain in ordinary to the King, and was
made an honorary fellow of St. Cath-
arine's College in 1902.

In 1881 Dr. Moule married Mary El¬
liott, daughter of the Rev. C. Boileau
Elliott, F. R. S. She died in 1915.

Dr. Moule was an author of consid-
ei'able distinction, and wrote many de-
votional and expository works, amongwhich are "Six Sacred Poems," awarded
the Seaton prize at Cambridge in 1869;
"Commentaries on the Epistles to the
Uomans, Ephesians, Philippians, and
Colossians" in the Cambridge Bible;
"Outlines of Christian Doctrine," a
book of poems entitled "In the House
of the Pilgrimage"; "Ephesian Studiec,"
"The Secret of the Presenee," "Thoughts
for the Sundays of the Year," "The
School of Suifering" and "The Call of
Lont."

Dr. Moule figured prominently in
church congresses in England.

Baron Wallburg, Son of
Archduke Ernest, Dead

Offspring of Alliance With Peas-
ant Girl Sacrificed Royal

Favor hy Marriage
BUDAPEST, May 8..Baron Ernest

Wallburg, about whose curious career
there hovered a spirit of romance, died
in a hospital here early this week.
Baron Ernest Wallburg was born to

a girl of the peasant class and was
acknowledged as a son by the late
Archduke Ernest.
Through the action of the late Era-

peror Francis Joseph he was accorded
the title of Baron and received a larjjeallowance and a comprehensive educ'a-
tion. This nllowance was continued
until his marriage with a poor girl,when it was reduced, and later it was
cut off entirely on the attempt of the
baron to obtain a restitution of his
rights through the courts.
During the last few years of his

life Baron Wallburg had lived with his
wife and six children in a- two-room
flat, amid every evidence of abject pov-
erty. He had been known to serve at
one time as a waiter in a coffee house,
where a custom was formed to give him
a tip of seven silver crowns in recog-r.ition of the seven branches of his
btironial crown.

Joseph P. Talbert Dead
Former Vice-President of Na¬
tional City Bank Dies in West
Joseph P. Talbert, i'ifty-four, a

City Bank of New York, and president
of the Chicago Clearing House Associa¬
tion in 1909, died yesterday at his home
in Pasadena, Cal., according to word
received here.

The Rev. James Luke Meagher, D.D.
Papal, so created by the late Pope Leo
XIII, and thc founder and president
of the Christian Press, died yesterday
at his home, 110 East Avenue, Long
Island City.
Father Meagher was born in Tip- j

perary County, Irejand, in 1848, and
was brought to this country when two
years old. He took a full course of
eleven and a half years at the Grand
Scminary and College in Montreal,
Canada, and was ordained a priest in
1.75. He was sub-deacon and deacon
under Archbishop Fabre in Montreal
from 1875 to 1877, and was with St.
Joseph's Church and Cathedral 'n Al-
bany, N. Y.. from 1878 to 1879. Ho also
served parishes in Maralton, WhitneyPoint, Oneida and Casanovia, N. Y.

In 1S94 he incorporated the Christian
Press, an organization engaged in the
publishing and translating of standard
Cfctholic literature. Associated with
him were some of the foremost of the
clergy in the United States. He wasalso head of the Christian LiteraryUnion.

Father Meagher was one of the mosterudite men among the clergy of the
country. He had traveled extensively,and spoke and read several languages.He was the author of more than twentybooks on religion. among which are:"Truth Teaching by Signs and Cere-
momes." "Man, the Mirror of theUniverse," "The Religions of theWorld/' "How Christ Said the First
.M"s«..rhe Wonders of the Universe,"."The Seven Gates of Heaven" and"v. hat Is Man?"
