sion and other departments. It was)
frequently charged by Republican mem-
bers of Congress in the debates on the
bill that involved in the waste were!
efforts on the part of the Administra¬
tion to distribute political propaganda!
hostile to the majority control in Con-
gross.

»\s viewed in »Administration circles,
the President's message was in large
measure inspired by the frequent at¬
tacks which have been made on him for
having usurped many legislative func¬
tions. As seen in these quarters it is'
another effort to build up the defense
which the Administration will use in
the forthcoming campaign. Referring'
to the claim that the offending provi-
sion was inserted to eliminate waste,
the message said:

"I am in entire sympathy with the
efforts of the Congress and the de-
partments to effect economics in print-
ing and in the use of paper and sup-
piies. but I do not believe that such
a publication as this should become
law. I should also call attention to
the fact, that by its terms the section
in question absolutely forbids mime-
ograahing, multigraphing and other
duplicating processes in the executive
departments (except as submitted by
regulations established by the Con-
urer.sional Joint Committee on Print-
ing) and thus imposes a flat prohibi¬
tion against the exercise of executive
functions.

"If we are to have efficient and eco-

nomical business administration of
government affaira, the Congress, I
believe, should direct its efforts to
the control of public moneys along
broader lines, fixing the amounts to
be expended and then holding the ex¬
ecutive departments strictly respon-
sible for their use. This can be ac¬

complished by the enactment of logis-
lation establishing an effective budget,
system, which I have heretofore urged,

DcUncs Congress's Power
"The Congress and the Executive

should function within their respective
spheres. Otherwise, efficient and r.\-

sponsible management will be impos-
sible and progress impeded by waste-
ful forces of disorganization an<T"ob-i
struction. The Congress has tho
power and the right to grant or deny
an appropriation, or to enact, or refuse
to enact, a law; but once an appropria¬
tion is made or a law is passed the
appropriât ion should be administered
or the law executed by the executive
branch of tho government. Tn no other
way can the government be efficiently
managed and the resprosibility deli-
nitely fixed.
"The Congress has the right to con-

fer upon its committees full author¬
ity for purposes of investigation and
the accumulation of information for
its guidance, but I do not concede the
right and certainly not the wisdom
of the Congress endowing a committee
of either House or a joint committee
of both Houses with power to prescribe
'regulations' under which executive de¬
partments may operate. Under Sec-
tion 8 of the bill responsibility cannot
ho definitely placed upon either the
executive departments or the joint com¬
mittee on printing. It falls between
them."
The other bills and matters of pond-

ing legislation and activities by Con-
gress referred to by the President in
his message as encroaching upon his
powers and those of the administrative
department generally include: A roso-
lution passed April 2 prohibiting any
officer of the government from fur-
nishing more than fifty copies of any
statement of publication without per-
mission from the joint Congressional
committee, which would include such
publications as Presidential messages;
the act creating a public buildings com-
mission under control of Congres? to
supervise the allotment of space in the
various departmental buildings» e\.
eluding the White House and Capitol
buildings, and a proposal to transfer

the Bureau of Efficiency from the
jurisdiction of the President to that
of Congress.

Denies Collusion in

WASHINGTON, May 13..Maurice
Iloopes, president of the Finch-Pruyn
Paper Company, of tllens Falls, N. Y.,
denied to-day before the Senate print
paper investigating committee charges
that print paper manuacturers, acting
in collusion, increased prices above
those agreed on by the government and
the manufacturers. His company, Mr.
Hoopes said, only revised its prices up¬
ward after the International Paper
Company had taken similar action and
after increased production coats had
necessitated a readjustment in prices.
The witness said that since it« or¬

President Hibben
Of Princeton Ont
For General Wood

Praise» Candidate for Stand
on Preparedness, ami Says
Senator Johnson Would
Be Inimical to Country

Declaring that the election of. Sena¬
tor Johnson would be inimical to the
welfare of the country, John Crier Hib-
bcn, president of Princeton University,
came out yesterday for Major General
Wood. His indorsement was voiced in
a statement printed in "The Princc-
tonian," the college newspaper, and
written at the request of its editors.
Dr. Hibben declared that the country
owes a great debt to General Wood
because of his stand on preparedness.
He said, in part:
"When public opinion was in a com¬

pletely unsettled and uncertain state
as regards our national policy, Gen¬
eral Wood clearly saw and bravely
proclaimed that our participation in
tho war was a matter of national honor,
and it is to him more than to any
other man in our country, save Colonel
Roosevelt, that we owe a final arousing
of the American consciousness. He
foresaw moreover, the inevitable con¬

sequences of sending our young men

into such a war without proper prepa¬
ration, and in spite of many discour¬
agements and cynical scoffing he car-

ricd on a campaign for preparedness
throughout the length and breadth of
our whole country.
"Through his Plattsburg plan he was

able to próvido at the time we entered
tiio war a nucleus of young officers
whose training for the tasks ahead had
at least been begun and had some foun¬
dation of theory and experience to
build upon for further development.
"When he, himself., was unable to

go with his own division to direct
their fighting in tho front ranks, with
a greatness of nature he made no
complaint or murmur, showing that,
he knew how to obey as well as to
command, and he unreservedly bent
all his energies to the training of our
young soldiers for service overseas,
making a conspicuous success of Camp
Funston of the We3t, both as regards
the discipline of the men and the spirit
with which they '.vero sent forth to take
part in their great adventure.
"There is also a practical considera¬

tion which every thoughtful person in
tho country should have in mind and
carefully consider. General Wood is
the only candidate for tho Republicannomination who seems in anv way able
to compete favorably with Senator
Johnson. Whatever Senator Johnson
may be in his own personality, he has
associated with him at present a cer¬
tain following which would proveinimical to the welfare of our country
Hire h" elected President. His insular
view of American privileges and obliga¬
tions is out of harmony with the .spiritof the times and with our ideas of the
mission of America in the New World."

Kings Attend Funeral of
Swedish Crown Princess

Crowds Pay Tribute to Laie Wife
of Gustave Adolph Along

Flower Strewn Streets
STOCKHOLM, May 13. The Kings

of Norway and Denmark, Prince Ar¬
thur of Connatight, the Earl of Onslow,
representing the King of England, and
the diplomatic representatives of other
countries attended the funeral serv¬
ices of the late Grown Princess Gus¬
tave Adolph of Sweden this afternoon.
Enormous crowds were massed along

the flower-strewn route from tho royal
castle, where the procession started
shortly after 2 o'clock, to the cathedral.
Services were conducted by the Arch¬
bishop of lipsala and a British chap¬
lain, Both British and Anglican rit¬
uals were read.
The cortège was headed by a squad

ron of Royal Life Guards; the hears»
was escorted by the Crown Prince's
aides, the Crown Prince with his chil¬
dren immediately following. Hundreds
of white-clad girls carrying garlands
of primroses marched in the procession,
flanked by lines of grenadiers. The
church was profusely decorated, the
catafalque being almost hidden by
scores of wreaths from all parts of
Sweden and nnWghboring countries.

LONDON, May 13. -Memorial serv¬
ices for Crown Princess Gustave
Adolph of Sweden, who died in Stock¬
holm on May 1, were held in West¬
minster Abbey at noon to-day and were
attended by the members of the
diplomatic corps, members of Par¬
liament and other prominent persons.
An earlier private memorial service

in the Chapel Royal, conducted by the
Archbishop of Canterbury, was attend¬
ed by King George, Queen Mary, Prin¬
cess Mary, Dowager Queen Alexandra,
Princess Victoria and other members
of the royal family.

His wife, two
sons and a daughter, Mrs. S. Stanwood
Menken, of .14 West Kifty-secor.c'
Street, survive him.

Legal Aid Idea Copied
The irtea which resulted in the or¬

ganization of the Legal Aid Society
for tiiving legal-advice to those unab!"
to retain attorneys, was taken up in
o'her countries, and both France and
Germany recognized the service wh.cii
Mr. von Briesen had rendered. France
conferred the Cross of the Legion of
Honor upon him, and Germany th«
Order of the Prussian Crown. In 1909
the r.mperor received him in tho pal¬
ace at Potsdam.

Mr. von Briesen was a native of Ger¬
many and a vettran of the Civil War
in this counlr*-. île was born in Bork-
endorf, Pomerania, and camo to the
United States in 1858. In 18-S6 he was
graduated from the New York Univer¬
sity Law School. The degree of Doctor
of Laws was conferred upon him by the
university in 1913.

Quit Because of Criticism
In 1915. after twenty-six years as

president of the Legal Aid Society, Mr.
«.on Briesen tendered his resignation"because of a criticism of his German
name." At that 1;me the resignation
was refused, but a year later it was
accepted.

Mr. von Briesen was one of the or¬
ganizers of the American Physicians'Expeditionary Committee, which sent
American medical men to Berlin and
Vienna in 1915. For many years he was
a member of the Germania Society and
the German Liederkranz. He was one
of the founders of the German-Ameri¬
can Reform Union, the German-Ameri¬
can Republican Association, the Cit¬izens' Union, the Committee of Sev¬
enty and the German-American McKin¬ley and Roosevelt League.He was a steadfast, adherent of thelate Colonel Roosevell and the latter,while President, appointed him a spe¬cial commissioner to investigate EllisIsland. He was a member of the NewYork Chamber of Commerce, the Amer-¡can Institute of the Bar Association,the City Cluband the Richmond County!Country Club.
