$161,543 Year's Salary
"Of Insurance Firm Head

Stockholder Sues for Dividends;
Says Earnings Are Paid

to Officials
W. H. La Boyteaux, president of

Johnson & Higgins, insurance brokers
of 49 Wall Street, received $161,543
last year as salary, he testified yes¬
terday in the Chancery Court, Newark,
in a suit brought against the firm by
Thomas J. Prindiville of Chicago.

Mr. Prindiville is seeking to recover

dividends which ho says are due him
and have not been paid since 1918.
He also wants an injunction to restrain
the firm from paying what he alleges
are excessive salaries to officers and
directors. He asks the court to com

pel them to repay part of the money
to received.

Mr. La Boyteaux said that George
V. Coe, first vice-president, received a

salary equal to his. Salaries were

based on the business done by each
member of the board of directors dur¬
ing the year, he said, one-half of the
earnings for the year being set aside
for salaries.
Ho acknowledged that he didn't

know and never liad heard of anyone
else who received such a salary as

those he and Mr. Coe got. The cor¬

poration's defense to the action is that
Mr. Prindiville did not comply with
the regulations by turning over his
stock in return for a certificate guar¬
anteeing him dividends for ten years
when he ceased to take an active part
in the business.

Equitable Building

The Tax Department has overvalued
the thirty-two story Equitable Build¬
ing on lower Broadway by $7,000,000.
The city's experts reached a valuution
for tax purposes of $25,000,000 on the
hip structure, which cover«! an acre
close to the center of the financial dis¬
trict. The Equitable Building interests
say that the struct uro is worth $18.-000,000 and have asked Supreme Court
Justice Lehman to order che city to
alter its appraisal to agree with their
valuation.

In arriving at valuations the Tax De¬
partment officials said at the time the
figures were published that, they did
not take full advantage of the highvaluations in the city.

have reached an«! passer! seven and
eight dollars a square foot and proph¬
