Possibly
$20,000 has been collected since to meet
t'-.e deficit."

Contributors named by the witness
included Henry Flieshacker, $5,000;
Will Crocker, $4,000, and .lohn il.
Rosset er. $2,500.
"The money was gathered in a state¬

wide solicitation," Mr. McCabe contin¬
ued. Asked as to contributions by state
officers, he said "Charles R. Miller, a
Prison Commissioner, cave $1,000."

Will C. Wood, State Educational Of¬
ficer, "contributed active support to
Mr. Hoover," the witness declared, add¬
ing that out of five Railroad Commis¬
sioners three gave to Johnson funds
ami the others "supported Mr. Hoover."

Regents of the State University al°o
were divided in allegiance, Mr. McCabe
said, but one or two "gave possibly
$250 or $600" to the Johnson cam¬

paign.
State Officials Donated

"A large number of state officials
contributed to us," Mr. McCabe said,
"but they were not men of means and
they did not give iarge amounts."
Asked as to the assertion that "nine

millionaires are on the Johnson ticket
of delegates" from California, the wit¬
ness named Mr. Crocker, Mr. Flic-
s.hackcr, George H. Cocinan and M. 11.
de Young. Mr. De Young, he said,
gave nothing.
"How many millionaires on the

Hoover delegation?" asked Chairman
Kenyon,

"I've never counted," was the reply.
As to expenditures out of Califor¬

nia, Mr. McCabe said $2,000 had been
sent to V. F. Mitchell in Indiana, prob¬
ably $6,000 to Montana. $4,000 to Mich¬
igan, $3,500 to South Dakota, $2,000 to
North Dakota and $5,500 to Oregon.

Jani"> A. Johnson, of California, Mr.
McCabe said, liad authorized some of
tin- expenditures, which made him un¬
certain as to exact amounts.

sums raised in all parts of the coun¬

try and perhaps in San Francisco?"

"Nothing of any consequence, I can

dollars.

Johnson funds there were in Cfli
fornia and how much was sent out,"
Senator Edge said. Mr. McCabe said
the books would show all details.
"You were sending out publicity mnt-

Senator Moses said,
"and has been active in General Wood's
interest for two months."

Bean, with others, the Johnson letter
said, "had arranged to deliver the
whole state organization," in North
Carolina, to Frank Hitchcock for Gen¬
eral Wood.

tion," the letter continued. "Then
Clark Greer commences traveling
through the state, offering money to all
sides and trying to seduce my friends."

General F. F. Glenn also Was named
by Johnson as a Hitchcock-Wood
agent. ,

"Clark Creer spent money with a

recklessness one could scarcely be
lieve; carried wads of money m his
pocket," the letter continued.
"The money you sent into Georgia

was not all the money used in the
\ ood campaign?" Chairman Kenyon
a iked Senator Moses.

"I've said that I did not know," Sen
at or Moses replied.

He added that "appeals without
number" came from Georgia for more

money.
Moses Tells of Expenditures

Senator Moses said he had receive!
