James S. Shevlin, supervising offieer
of the government in the enforeement
»f prohibition, announced yesterday
that he would clamp down the lid to-
dny ard make New York a town "her-
Bietically sealed" if within f'he domain
of physical possibility. His battalion
of liquor hunters has been augmented
by fifty revenue ngents from the moon-
<¦} e districts of Kentucky.
Henry L>. Mildeberger, Assistant

United States Attorncy, in charge of
the liquor enforeement division, an¬

nounced that there- have been 1,065 ar¬

rests under tho prohibition amend-
ment nnd the Volsted act, and that it
would require Federal courts to sit
«ight hours a day for the next three
months to clear the docket of the
liquor cases.

Thirtcen Arrests

Ycsterday's enforeement raids netted
tliirteen arrests for violation of the
prohibition laws. Among those gath-
ered in by intemal revenue agents was

the bartertder of "Ye Old Coffee
House," 105 Broad Street, who sohi two
»:asses of whisky, according to Mr.
Mildeberger, to two revenue agents
and charged them 70 cents a glass each.
Fritz Tindinger nnd William Hemme,
proprietors, are charged with main-
taining a miisauee. tt. is said that a
Federa! judge owns the premises.
Lindmger and Hemme gave bai 1 of
|2r>0 each before United States Com-
missii ner S. H. Hitchcock.
The most spectacular arrest made

yesterday was that of two whisky "high-
waymen," as they havo come to be
known to the Federal authorities.
Nichola Mar'eher.no. of 24.SV Arthur
Avenue, the Bronx, and Louis Dest¬
fano, of 2457 Brimont Avenue, Manhat-
tan. saw two boys rolling a barrel on
18Pth Street toward Arthur Avenue.

boys that they were violating the pro¬hibition law by- rolling a barre! along
a public highway. The bovs ran and
Marcehenno and Destfano took posses-sion of the barrel and resumed tho roll¬
ing along 189th Street.
