
Sawyer Wins Metropc
Siwanoy Veteran's Rally

, Beats Out Nassau Star
Big Gallery at Apawamis Treated to One of Most

Brilliantly Played Championship Contests Ever
Held on Links in Vicinity of the Metropolis

Ned Sawyer, of the Siwanoy Club, former Western champion, and

runner-up in the national cli.'iinpionship in 190.r>, completed a week of
brilliant golf play by defeating Gardiner White, the fine young player of
tne Nassau Club, in the final round of the Metropolitan amateur cham¬
pionship tourney, at Apawamis yesterday. Sawyer won on the t^iirty-
seventh hole by 1 up.

It was a heart-breaking contest, replete with sensations, and until
the fina! putt it was á toss-up as to which player would win.
Tho advantage see-sawcd back ar.tl'

forth from the timo the pair started
out at 9.30 a. m. until they finished at
6:40 p. m. At the completion of the
first half of the match in the morning
White stood 1 up.
When the two began their journey in

the afternoon the gallery was aug¬
mented by hundreds of people, includ¬
ing a great number of fair damsels,
who had arrived at luncheon. These
spectators were treated to a wonderful
match, which closed the greatest Met¬
ropolitan tourney ever hold.

Ideal Title Match
Yesterday's was a tussle such as was

held in England the other day bet'.vcen
Bob Gardner and the Engli.h cham¬
pion, Tolley. It was an ideal mi.tch
for a championship final and produced
exactly the kind of play generally ex¬

pected of topnotchers, but which is
seldom seen in the final round of a
big match.
Both played in perfect form, prac¬

tically throughout the entire game.
Their play at times verged ontc
phenomenal golf. in tho morning
White finished with a score of 77 to
Sawyer's 76, and in the. afternoon each
player bettered this mark by one
stroke. Both made eeveral mistakes.
but they were of a slight nature, and
generally after committing a mistr.k.
each man came back with a remark¬
able recovery that left the g.llery
dumbfounded.

It was a tough match for White to
lose, but as we look back over the
records and the score of yesterday's
game it seems that Sawyer is in evcrv
way deserving of the honors. To begin
.with, Sawyer won the medal with a
brilliant score of 71. Then he ham¬
mered and fought his wny through a
field which was slightly better than
that encountered by White.a field in¬
cluding Oswald Kirkby, the former
title holder; young Harry Scharff and
Eddie Van Vleck. White had no easy
lime of it by any m .«ins, but his oppo¬
nents, it seems to us, were not quite
th-** equal of those of Sawyerr.. At least
White had no such opponent as Kirkby
to beat to get into the final round.

Sawyer Game Steady
And then, in yesterday's play it must

be admitted that Sawyer'_ was just a
trifle steadier game than Whit-'--.
White played brilliantly, but he had to
play in just that manner to keep in the
running because of his erratic work
with the wood. He made bome excep¬
tionally fine recoveries, and his short
gamo was quite superior to Sawyer's,but ir. driving and on the greens Saw¬
yer did the better work.
Both got long drives on most of the

holes, but as a rule Sawyer was straight
down the middle, while on tho inward
journ.y, both in the mornin .. and in
the afternoon. White got off the line on
several occasions. He was generally
able to nullify these mistakes with his
nifty iron play.
Going out in the morning, White

was able to make the turn 2 up. Com¬
ing back, he kept up his good work
and won another hole at the twelfth.
Then he got to pulling his drives. This
procedure proved very costly to the
Long Islander, for it enabled «lawyer to
get back two holes ar.d to trail his op¬
ponent home by only 1 down. The fea¬
ture shot of this îound v.-as a remark¬
able so-called "Brady" shot by White
at the thirteenth hole.
White pulled his drive a trine, while

Sawyer's went (straight and long. White
took his ma_hie and on his second shot,
lofted the ball high over the trees and
dead to the green within eight feet
of the pin. He holed this putt and won
the hole. But most of the thriils were
reserved for the afternoon.

This is the way the pair played the
deciding round:
On the first hole of the nineteen.h

officially White drove Into tho sand,
while Sawver's was straight down the
fairway. White played out to the fair¬
way and landed his third bix feot from
the hole. Sawyer's second was within
fifteen feet of the hole. Both putted
and Sawyer was left about a "three-
quarter stymie. The Siwanoy man,

however, managed to get around White's
ball and win the hole, which left the
match all square.
From then until the ninth hole it

was as close a match as one could
wish to see. Both White and Sawyer
played the next seven holes in par
figures, which in the parlance of every¬
day conversation is "some golf." On
the second. Sawyer rimmed the cup on
his fourth shot. The fourth both
played perfectly while on the fifth
White just missed getting a two when
his ball rimmed the cup. Both played
the sixth, according to Hoyle, on in 2
and down in 2 more.
But the seventh wasn's played ac¬

cording to Hoyle, although it was
halved in par figures. This hole was
played as Walter Hagen might play it
when at his very best. White sliced
his drive to the rough, but a beautiful
mashie out, high and far, left him
dead on the green within 8 feet of the
hole. Sawyer, mean time, had hooked
his drive into the rocks. The ball
struck a tree and ended its flight on a
rock.
Sawyer finally got set, with his

mashie in hand, then smashed. To the
astonishment of the crowd, who ex¬
pected to see a club broken or a
flubbed shot, the ball came spinning
through the trees, clipping only a few
leaves, and landed alongside of White's.
Both got 3's on the eighth.
On the ninth Sawyer got a good

drive, while White hooked his to the
other fairway. He took three more to
get on and two to get down while
Sawyer played out in 6 and won the
hole'. The turn was made with Sawyer
one to the good.
Sawyer dropped his advantage on the

very next.hole, when he drove out of'
bounds and took a five to White's par
four. The eleventh White also won,
when he got on in two and down in
two more, whereas White's putt of ten
feet hung on the very edge of the cup
and refused to drop. They halved the
twelfth in fours. "Sawyer squared up
the match again on the thirteenth hole
by playing sound golf, while White
took a five. He sliced his drive to the
other fairwav, went to the endge of
the brook in two and took three to sink
his bell.
White managed to halve the fifteenth

when he played a wonderful mashie
shot from the opposite fairway, over
the rocks on the left of the green to
vithin fifteen feet of the hole. On the
next hole, Sawyer had a perfeat drive
which carried across the green and
into a mound on the other side. White's
landed in the opposite fairway, but he
got on in two and got a 4. Sawyer
flubbed his second shot and took a 5.
The sixteenth was halved.
On the seventeenth, White again

drove to the opposite fairway, while
Sawyer was down the alley, landed on
the green in 2 and got a 4. White
played his second to the rough and
finally played out in 5. Both got
4s on the last hole, and then they
went to the thirty-seventh or first hole
to decide tho match.

Here both got good drives, and were
on in 2 each. Sawyer had a putt of
a dtven feet or so, which he made, and
as White missed his, the title went to
Sawyer.

J. Simpson Dean, of Princeton, won
the president's cup by defeating Ham¬
ilton Kerr, of Greenwich, in the final
round of the beaten sixteen by 7 and 5.

îîitan Golf Champions

It Is easy enough, simple enough, to

preach the gospels of golf. To prac¬
tice them is another matter.
You know certain things should be

done.and frequently you know how
to do them. But you don't. You for¬
got all about it until it was too late
and trouble had already arrived.
Thousands of golfers, for example,

are afflicted by the fault of swinging
the club back in a hurried, jerky fash¬
ion.
This fault is largely the result of

over-eagerness, nervousness or over-
concentration.

It is a serious fault, for it not only
destroys the rhythm of the swing, but
leads to a sudden lifting of the head.
Yet there is a simple way to cor¬

rect this error. One correction at
least is to grip the club with a lighter
grip and to think to yourself, "Now
take it easy," as a reminder.
Yet knowing this corrective remedythe golfer frequently forgets all

about it.
If he happens to be in a nervous moo«l

.from overwork or from overgolf.heis very likely to grip the club at the
first tee with all his strength, lunge
back on his drive.and then wonder
why he missed the shot.

The Hurried Swing
Tho golfer may be nervous from

many causes. It may be from the
strain of competition. It may be that
he has suddenly lost his touch and
with it all confidence in his game.

It may be that he has been over-

working and the strain and worry have
affected his nervous system.

It may be that he has gone stale
from too much coif. Whatever the
cause, the result, nine times out of
ten, will be a hurried back swing,
bereft of steadiness and rhythm.
The hurried swing is almost certain

to follow physical weariness. Here
you might, think that a slower swing
would follow. But it doesn't. The
player, becoming weary, feels that he
is losing his punch. He has the feeling
that he won't be able to get his normal
distance. So he decides often- un-
consciously, to hit harder, and, in try-
ing to hit harder, he lunges back
and thereby loses all the power in his
blow.

rr he could only remember, at this
stage, to be sure to carry out a steady,
even back swing, to slow down his
gume and his mental attitude, he would
do far better.
But weariness or nervousness wrecks

his concentration and clog his mem¬
ory. He forgets all about it.until
too late.

Examples
Last August, at Oakmont, we fol¬

lowed certain well known golfers who
were reported in trouble and upon the
verge of failing to qualify. Several
of these should not only have qualified,
but should have been championship
contenders.
We wanted to sec what the trouble

was.why experienced golfers capable
of a 75 were struggling to beat an 8G.

In nearly every case the answer was
the same. Trouble in one or two of
the deen nits, lack of a nuttintr touch.

"nerves".a natural sequence.
And this state of "nerves" was be¬

ing shown by a fast, hurried back
swing verging upon a lunge or a jerk.
The stars about to fail in no instance
were swinging easily and steadily with
the old rhythm. They were now try¬
ing too hard to make up lost ground.
An ease of swing, as a rule, accom¬
panies an ease of mind.
Hagen is always a dangerous con¬

tender because he carries into action
this notable ease of mind.

If he is ever worried he never shows
it. He also has the physical stamina
to stand a lot of golf without going
stale. In this way he can develop
steadiness through constant playing
and yet not become worn down.
By the time many golfers have played

sufficient golf to develop steadiness
their keenness has been destroyed and
a reaction sets in.
This was the case of Travers in

1914. He lacked the physical stamina
to play as much golf as he put him¬
self through, and when his first match
came he was on the verge of breaking
at the first slip.
When you are keen for the game

you can ordinarily force yourself, for
one example, to give the putt a chance
on the green. But when you are phys¬
ically weary or mentally harassed or
under a high nervous tension, you
forget about many of the simple es¬
sentials and hit the ball in a,dazed
state. These mental upsets frequently
hit with such suddenness and such
force that recovery is n^xt to impos¬
sible for the average player.
You may have a four-foot putt, with

your opponent thirty feet away. You
1'gure the hole all won, with complete
confidence in your ability to get the
putt. Then he sinks the thirty-footer
and you are suddenly confronted with
the necessity of getting the four-footer
to even acquire a half. It makes a

big difference.
It isn't always a mattqr of knowing

how to play a certain stroke. It is
a big help to be able to adjust your
game to your mental and physical con¬
dition, such as gripping lightly when
you have a tendency to hurry the
swing, or, when tired, using a stronger
club in place of trying to hit harder
with a weaker one.

Nines Leading
For Laurels

Navy, Penn State, George¬
town and Lafayette Have
Best Record This Year

Although the present college baseball

season is fast drawing to a close and
many of the teams already have ended
their campaigns, the winner of the
mythical championship of the East still
remains undecided. However, there
are several nines which are making a

strong bid for the title, and tho leader
will undoubtedly be chosen from among
these aggregations. The teams referred
to are the Navy, Penn State, George-
town and Lafayette.
There are manjr, important gamesscheduled for the present week and

these will have an important bearing
on the final ranking of the collegenines. There is no team which has an
unbroken succession of victories, but
those mentioned above have made the
most impressive showings to datç. The
season of 1920 is furnishing one of the
keenest and most interesting strug¬gles for the championship that has
taken place in many a year.

Many Surprising Reverses
The past fortnight has been fraughtwith many surprising reverses of

teams that were considered well nighinvincible. Perhaps the most notablei of these was the recent defeat of
¡Georgetown at tho hands of the Ford-
ham nine.
The Washington collegians had pre¬viously won seventeen straight vic¬

tories and it was thought that the
Maroon would fall a victim to the
Southerners for the second time this
season. But the unexpected happened
and Waters, Fordham's sensational
young twirler, who has woon eiffbt

i Final on
successive games without 'a single set¬
back, stopped the triumphant march
of the Blue and Gray nine.
But this reverse does not entirely

eliminate Georgetown as a contender
for the title, as its previous record is
a most striking one. Coach O'Reilly's
pupils have beaten many strong teams,
such as Yale, Princeton, the Navy, West
Virginia, Fordham, Boston College and
Lehigh.
The Naval Academy nine has just

closed one of the most successful sea¬
sons in its history, and the-embryo ad¬
mirals are laying strong claim to the
intercollegiate title. Coach Billy Lush's
charges have suffered only one defeat in
seventeen games. This one blemish was
a decisive trouncing by Georgetown. On
the other hand, the midshipmen have
turned back Penn State, Princeton, Har¬
vard, Boston College, West Virginia and
Lehigh. Their most noteworthy feat wa.*t
the overwhelming defeat of the Army
nine in the final game of the season.

Hugo Bezdek, former manager of tho
Pittsburgh Pirates, has turned out a

formidable, well balanced combination at
Penn State College. The Blue and
White nine will wind up its season this
week and its record now consists of six-
teen victories and three defeats. Its
victims include Yale, Princeton, Ford-
ham, Colgate and Syracuse, all of which
are among the leading nines of the East,
nnd the three teams that have beaten
the Pennsylvania collegians are La¬
fayette, Syracuse and the Navy.

Gramley, Penn State's pitching ace,
has won seven straight games without a
single setback this year. He has allowed
an average of four hits and in the Yale
game he yielded but two safeties. This
splendid record stamps him as one of
the best twirlers in collegiate circles.
The Lafayette nine must also be given

due consideration in its claim to the
title. The Eastern collegians have com¬
piled a remarkable string of victories,
including triumphs over Princeton, Le¬
high, Penn State, Tufts, Catholic Uni¬
versity and Swarthmore. Their success
has been due in great part to the strong
pitching staff, particularly the south¬
paws, Moyer and Carney.
The Holy Cross team, which won the

undisputed championship of the East
last season, is again making a claim to
the title, but its decisive defeat by Yale
recently has minimized its pretensions
considerably.
