GREAT BRITAIN.—Motor touring
conditions are generally very fair
The surface of the main roads has been
repaired and is, on pthe whole, quite
good. Gasoline is about 75 cents a
gallon, though readily obtainable.
Hotels at the principal centers of tour-
ing resorts are again in a poaition
to offer satisfactory accommodations.
Garage service throughout the British
Isles is quite reliable,

FRANCE.—At the present time there
is an official embargo against the im-
portation of automobiles into France
except for temporary touring purposes,
Automobiles are not allowed to be im-
ported for sale or for permanent use.
Touring conditions vary widely in dif-
ferent parts of the countiry and are,
on the whaole, not very favorable. In
the wvicinity of Paris and in northern
France the road surface on the prin<
eipal routes is very fair and gasoline

In the central and southern parts of
France, recent reports state, the gur-

Club of Americs, received
from Nice, gives the following detaiis
regarding gasoline:

“Sometimes for a week there will be
none on sale, and when you can buy
it the price is very high, from 12 to 15
francs a bidon (1 1-5 gallong), so there
is very little motoring. 1 am told by
the few motoring in cars that similar
conditions exist all over the country,
except in the immediate vicinity of
Paris. I have been here for two months,
and from my observations would not
advigse any one to come here with the
intention of touring the country in a
motor or, for that matter, any other
wag

land is arranging for {ita agents &t
the ports in France and on the Riviera
to supply small quantities of gasoline to
members, as otherwise they uiight find
themselves stranded and unable to pro-
ceed on their journey.

Import Permits Required

ITALY,—Official regulations requira
that before an automobile can be im-
ported into Ttaly an import permit must
be obtained from the Ministry of
Finance in Rome. The Foreign Depart-

ments. The roads throughout Italy are
generally good; in fact, some of the
main roads are very good, though al-
ways apt to be dusty in hot westhe_r,
and the grades of some of the mountain
roads are very steep.

There iz good garage service and
satisfactory hotel accommodation in all
of the principal towns,

At the present time the use of gaso-
lino i3 restricted and rationed, One
report states that the quantity nI.Imred
by the suthorities is limited to fifteen
gallons a month for a 15-harsepower
car. Another report advises as fol-
lows:

“OFf eourase, some gasoline may be pro-
cured here and there on the route, al-
though restricted and in a sense ra-
tioned, yet you know how it hup{;ens- a
few cans may always be found by pay-
ing a little over the market price, aind I
believe that arrangements can be made
| to have gome consigned to other cities
where & party would nead it.”

From the same gource comes informa-
[ tion that tourists from abroad are al-

lowed to import for their use sixty
cases of gasoline. These cases are Bup-
posed to contain two five-gallon tins,
The duty on gsasoline (*“benzine') is
4040 lire a 100 kilogs. on the gross
weight; that i3, the liguid, tins and
| cases inclusive. Such a gquantity should
be sufficient for an ordinary touring
car to travel about 6,000 miles (10,000
| kilometera)., The difficulty in connec-
| tion with gasoline is that it is not
allowed to be carried on passenger
| ships.
| Found Motoring *“Impossible™

Until general conditions in Italy be-
come more settled, it may be said that
[nrdinary motor touring iz not te be
|recommended. A ecable recently re-
| ceived from a member who had shipped
[an automobile to Naples, with the view
{of driving north through the country,
Ireads as follows:

| “Found motoring in Ttaly impossible,
| Have shipped car on to Marseilles.”

' SWITZ?RLAND.-—Repm-ts received
{state that motoring conditions are prae-
I'tically normal. Road surface through-
|nut tl&:e country is generally very good,
| although some of the grades are severe,
The aumﬁy of gasoline is suid to be
adequate. Hotel accommodation is ex-
cellent, though at the principal re-
sorts the leading hotels are extremely
erowded.

HOLLAND AND BELGIUM.-—Condi-
tions are reported to be normal in hoth
countries. Gasoline is plentiful and,
except in that part of Belgium that
has suffered from the effects of the
war hotel accommodation ir of good
quelity and fairly ample. With the ex-
ception of a few of the main roads, the
surface throughout Belgium is poor,
but in Holland the level, brick-paved
highways offer very satisfactory sur-

aca.
SPAIN,—Main Toads in Spain'are re-

nished by the Consul General to Portu-
gal that at the present timg automobilea
are not admitted into the®eountry for
touring purposes,

Cohdltions Unsatisfactory

GERMANY.—Although there is a cer-
tain amount of motoring possible” in
‘Germany, touring by automobile is not
yet practicable, Before an automobile
may be imported into Germany beyond
the occupied territories it 18 necessary
to secure a document known as Aus-
| fuhr und Einfuhrbewilligung (export
| and import permit) from the Rg-‘lc‘h
Commissar fiir Aus-und-Einfuhrbewilli-
gung, Lubzowfer, 6-8 Berlin. For the
occupied territories it is reportpd that
a German triptyque (Passierschein) and
an international driving license (certifi-
cat international de route) are required
a8 in pre-war times, but the customs
regulations formerly in force at the
frontiers for touring purposes do not
appear to have been resaumed. From
reports received by the Foreign Depart-
ment of the Automobile Club of America
from the Royal Automobile Club of Hol- |
land and the Automobile Club of |
France, some of whose members re-|
cently attempted to tour in Germany,
conditions were so unsatisfactory as |
regards supplies of gasoline, tires and
hotel aceommodation that, to all intents
and purposes, it wad found that motor-
ing was not a practical posaibility at
that time.

AUSTRIA—Reports on motoring in
this country are measger. A number of
automobiles are constantly crossing the
frontier from Italy, but anything like
motor touring in Austria is out of the
question owing to the cxtreme shortage
of supplies of mll kinds and the exorbi-
tant prices charged,

SCANDINAVIA,—ANl reporta from
Denmark, Norway and Sweden agree
that motoring conditions in these eoun-
trics are practically normal, the road
surface being very fair and gasoline
plentiful, though much more expensive
than in pre-war days.

Sediment Causes Overheating

Another cauze of overheating of the
engine is sediment or = coating of
minerals in the ffadiator. This pre-
vents proper radiation. A déposit is
formed of mineral substances in (he
water. Look at an old ten kettle and
you will find in the bottom exactly the
same thing. Usually this meay be re-
moved by running through the cooling
system n saturated solution of wash-
ing soda, Put it in ane run the en-
Eine for an hour, or for several hours,
| Then drain it off and thoroughly flush
the entire cooling svatem with n hose
tor by pouring through several buckets
of water, and then fill with fresh
water,

With a thermo-syphon aystem dis-
connect both upper and lower hose
| from the radiator and turn a stream
| of water into the upper one and it will
flush the water jacket thoroughly.
Then turn the hose in at the top of
| the radiator and open the bottom drip
and let it run a while. Where you
have the pump rystem, running the
|engine aecomplishes this same result:
leave the upper comnection open, with
fresh water hose in radiator fller,
| Inatead of removing the fan belt vou
will now have to see that it is tight
enough to propel the fan as rapidly
