"Heartbreak House" Is
Next Season's Offering

Of the Theater Guild
The Theater Guild announces that

by arrangement with George Bernard
Shaw, "Heartbreak House" will be in¬
troduced to the «American stage next
season as a guild production at the
Garrick Theater.
Several months ago tlfe directors of

the guild approved the recommenda¬
tion of the Shaw play by Helen West-
ley, one of the directors, arid Theresa
Hclburn, play representative and ex¬
ecutive secretary of the guild, and un¬
dertook to negotiate with Shaw for
the rights.
The original Shavian response ap¬

pears to have echoed the famous storyof St. John Ervine concerning his own
first message from the guild signed
by Lawrence Langner and asking for
terms under which "John Ferguson"
might be produced. The gentle play¬
wright rend the cablegram, a bit puz¬
zled, and then inquired 'Who in hell is
Langner?" Shaw's reaction to the
overtures for "Heartbreak House"
seems to have been similar.
The Theater Guild, however, if un¬

known to G. B. S-, had earned the
whole-souled support of John Drink-
water and of St. John Ervine by the
success of "John Ferguson" and "Jane
Clegg." These two visors to New
York this season wrote enthusiasti¬
cally to England of the guild, and
Ervine's return to England with a
first-hand report of the appreciation
of the guild of the niceties of produc¬
tion exemplified in his own plays ap¬
parently convinced Shaw that the
American future of "Heartbreak
House" might safely be intrust. to
the guild.

When
he was engaged in pictures, he said, he
found his ideas all the more borne out,
id he declares that a great amount

of the success of tiite future genera¬
tion of screen artis*W is going to be
i,-tiided by their ability to do many
différent kinds of work.

Ml*. Lytell is confident that the rc-
cent action of certain motion picture
companies for producing legitimate
stage productions in New York not
only will not be a detriment to the
stage but will lift the general tone
of the spoken drama.

"Motion* pictures and the stage," he
says, "go hand in hand naturally, and
there is no reason wlÀ* there should
be friction between prouueers of stage
plays and of the motion picture plays."

Mr. Lytell brings from California
the word that theíre ave fewer and
fewer pictures being made wherein the
scenery and "business" are faked. He
told of the filming of a part of his
next large picture that will be re¬
leased late in the summer, in which,
during a battle scene in the moun¬
tains of Southern California, eight men
were shot, none dangerously, and a
half dozen or more injured by being
trampled under horses' hoofs and
struck by débris torn up by the ex¬
ploding powders and blank shells.
"The American audience is too in¬

telligent," he says, "to sit through long
pictures in which the backgrounds and
all of the properties are either painted"*8n scenery or built of tissue paper.
We often go down into Mexico in order
to get real photographs of the wildest
country, and a trip of a hundred to two
hundred miles a day while making a
scene, in order to get proper atir.es-
phere, is nothing unusual."
