German Production Falls
Lack of Labor Results in SteadyDecline
BERLIN, June 7.."Germany's great-est trouble at the present time is herdecline in production," said Carl Fried-rich von Siemens at the annual share-holders' meeting of the Siemens &Halske electrical concern. "Nowhere

in Germany is the imperative need for
increasing productive labor sufficientlyappraised," he continued.
"Far too many people are engaged in

non-productive work; the number of
f-fficials in state and private enterprisevis excessive. All statistica based on

the mark standard show large in-1creasea, but that standard is a false'
one. Exprcssed in tons, productionhas declined largely."Herr von Siemens said that the re-
cent imDrovement in the German ex-i
change, however gratifying in itself,had had the erTect of restricting ex-!
ports. In many ranges of articles
manufactured by the company the do-1
mestic prices had already exceeded the!
world market prices. Even countries
with a bad exchange like Germany
were already almost completely barrea
t0_jhem.There waa a world-wide demand for
all classes of goods, said Herr von Sie-
mens, but the high cost of production!
was killing busin'ess, and to a great;extent \hese high prices were caused
by underproduction.

Bombing of Defenseless
Towns Blow to Carranza

MEXICO CITr, June 21..By order-
ing the bombardment of defenseless
towns held by the Sonora revolution-
ists, President Carranza lost forty ofhis fifty aviators, according to Lieu-I
tenant Luia Preciado de la Torre, ad-
jjutant of the First Flotilla of theMexican air service.

"Captain Diez Martinez and I issued
a manifesto at Mexico City, declaringthat we would not obey such orderswhich would mean the repetition of the'
aerial barbarities practiced by Ger-
many upon the towns of Belgium "

Lieutenant de la Torre said to-day.
'

"The towns we were ordered to born-bard were Cueravaca and Cuautla
Morelos, and other places in that
region. Some of us, including myself,did fly over the places indicated", but
we dropped our bombs where we knewthey would do no harm."
The air strength of the Mexican

army consists of about sixty planes.In addition, the service has abouttifty-five motors, to be u&ed in planesof Mexican manufacture. A shiploadof 150-horsepower Italian machines
are en route to Mexico, according toLieutenant de la Torre.
The Mexican aviation school, closedby Carranza about two months ago,will reopen shortly, according to thelieutenant. Seven thousand applica-tions for enrollment have already been

received, despite the fact that rigidentrance requirements, tending tomake aviation a professional career,have been established.

Demand Investigation of ChargeThat They Conspired for
British Control in U. S.

"The Aerial Age Weekly" will pub-
lish to-day a letter sent by Lieutenant
Commander P. N. L. Bellinger, pilot
of the NC-1 on the trans'.antic flight.
and R. S. Hartz, who as a Lieutenant
Colonel in the air service "circumaero-
gated" the United States, asking for an

investigation of a charge that* they
were active in a British conspiracy to
control the air industry of America.
The letter is addressed to Senator

Harry S. New, whose attempt to amer.d
the Army Appropriation bi'.l to prever.tthe importation of fcreign airplanes is
said to have been the "excuse for the
widely published charge." It is re-
quested that the investigation be made
by the United States Senate.
Commander Bellinger and Mr. Hartz

are ofricers of the Aerial Transport
Corporation. the former having ob-
tained special leave from the navy for
the purpose. They declare that Amer¬
ican manufacturers are discouraging
private enterprise in flying in the hope
of obtaining government subsidies. and
point out that if Commander Bellinper
was conspiring to give Great Britain
control of the air industry in this
country "he should be branded as a
traitor."
