Blacken Hair Each Month
-

"Peroxide may make hair blond, but
henna was never intended to produce a

red head.
"Hair painted with henna should bc-

come black as the velvet gown of a

movie vamp, and the coloring applied
for twenty-four hours once a month.
That's the way they do it in Persia,
where it originated. American women
are too impatient to apjjJy it cor¬

rectly."
Miss Augusta Gudhart, American Red

Cross nurse, who lived for weeks at a

time in Persian harems and worked
four years with various types of Ma-
hometan women, made theso state-

I ments while in Philadelphia for a fur-
lough.
As a missionary nurse for the Luth-

eran Board of Missions, she has trav-
eled on horseback through the further-
most parts of Kurdistan, Persia, where
her work lay. With a German princess
and a Lutheran missionary minister,
she braved the dangers of the Turkish
occupation of Kurdistan, the Russian
massacres and lawlessness of mountain
Kurds.
The pricipal diversion of higher class

women, she said, is hastening the exit
of a rival wife with a dose of poison.
The Mahometan law allows a man
four wives.
She describes one of the interesting

customs of the country -the national
Thursday bath. Why Thursday instead
of the Occidental Saturday, Miss Gud-
hart couldn't explain.

This hath, taken by the women be-
tween sins of tea and puffs of cigare\ss.
starts with elaborate preparations Wt*%-
nesday night, when henna is applied to
the hair, face, hands and feet.
On the hair it is allowed to stay

twenty-four hours, and on the other
parts of the body about six. The
"victim" emerges with hair black as
jet, and hands, feet and face iodine
colored.
Miss Gudhart, a Russian-American,

came to this country when she was six¬
teen. She Is now thirty-six. Her fam¬
ily lives in Suwlke, Poland..Philadel¬
phia Evening Bulletin.

¡Strike Raged Six Years
But Nobody Knew It

Walk-Out Forgotten, but Offi¬
cially in Effect Since March

18, 1914, Is Called Off
Here is a railroad strike that ran

through a world war; stood complac-ently by while almost the entire com-
plexion of the Eastern Hemisphereunderwent changes, and might still be
running had not the strike committee
suddenly thought of it and declared
it oflicially over. Another strange
thing about the strike is that no *ne
knew anything about it until it was
over.
The strike began March 18, 1914,

when 750 freight trainmen laid down
their brake sticks in the various ter¬
minals of the Monongahela Division of
the Pennsylvania Railroad, declaring
for improved working conditions and
protesting the reduction of train crews.

"It was an outlaw strike," said an
official of the Pennsylvania Railroad
in Pittsburgh, "and was ended by the
railroad brotherhoods two weeks after
its inception." The strike might have
been ended, but the strike committee

(never declared it officially off nutil at
a meeting one Saturday night.
Most of the men, it is understood,

who went out returned to work years
ago. The walk-out affected the ter-
minais of the Monongahela Division at
Thompson, Donora, Brownsville and
Uniontown, Pa., only for a day or so,
but the strike was in existence 2,2!">1
days and eleven hours.. Philadelphia
Record.

'Let's Nominate Harding,'
Stirred Tired Delegates

Willis's Friendly Humor After
Contention Had Lost Interest
in Oratory Started Landslide
CHICAGO, July 1.- -The long hours

of oratory that mark every national
political convention may bore the tired
delegates and spectators nearly to the
point of exhatistipn, but never kill
their sense of humor. Occasionally a

witty sentence or a quick rejoinder has
been credited with having had a greater
effect on tho finnl result than all the
oratory of the picked spell-binders.
At tho recent Republican gathering

at Chicago. Frank B. Willis, formerlyGovernor of Ohio, was nominating Sena¬
tor Harding for the Presidency. Ohio
was far down in tho list. The 13,000
sweltering person who crowded the
Coliseum had listened with only half-
interest to more than five hours of
fervid oratory when Willis, closing his
speech, said: "Well boys and gills,let's nominate Harding."
The friendly humor brought a ready

response..
The next day, when the landslide

toward Harding began, an Ohio admirer
of the Senator, who had inscribed the
sentence on n huge sheet of cardboard
dropped it from the gallery. It made
an instantaneous hit.

Earlier in the contest a negro dele¬
gate from Oklahoma, appearing before
the credentials committee at 3 o'clock in
the morning to press his claims for a
seat, put new life into that body and
won his point by a remark. Having told
how the "lily white" side had held ils
convention in a hotel from which
negroes were barred by the proprietor,he said:
"Why, gentlemen, in Oklahoma there's

Mini Crowism' from the henhouse to the
hotel."

In the laugh that followed a motion
to sent the contestant -was carried unan¬
imously.

Shot Through Heart, British
Soldier Lives for a Month

An extraordinary illustration of how
hard to kill are seme men is given in
the "Lancet" Condon) by Dr. TÎ. J. B.
Fry. A British soldier was' hit by a
German bullet on the left side of the
abdomen. The bullet gouged the sur¬
face of tho external iliac artery, pene¬
trated the internal iliac vein, passed
up this to the heart, passed through
the heart and lodged in the left branch
of the pulmonary artery. An X-ray
photograph did not show it; there was
no pain near the heart, but the left
leg became gangrenous from its cir¬
culation being cut off and was ampu¬
tated ten days after the wound was
received. Finally the patient went into
shock and died. lie had survived this
extrnordinarv wound a whole month.
