Many New Yorkers Are Includ¬
ed in Large Crowd of
Summer Visitors

MOUNT POCONO, Pa., July 3..The

Pocono Mountain region is tilling with
many new tourists. Motor visitors
who are here for the Fourth of Julyconstitute such a crush that extra
preparations have been made for the
heavy season. The bass fishing periodis always a strong drawing card with
the. big clubs whose preserves are
teeming with black bass and perch,while river fishing in the Delaware,
not far from the foothills of the Blue
Ridge, is eclipsing all previous records
since the year before the World War.
Two fires recently have destroyedlandmarks in the most beautiful sec¬
