Thomas R. Proctor Dies
Was Prominent in Utica Poli¬

UTICA, N. V. July 4..Thomas Red-

Mr. Proctor was a former- presidentof the Second National Bank of Utica,
a trustee of the Savings Bank, the
Steam Cotton Mills and the CemeteryAssociation. He also was a director
of the Utica & Mohawk Street Railroad
Company and the First National Bank
of Richfield Springs.

Judge Wilbur Fisk Sadler, for many
years one of the leading jurists and
political 'leaders in Pennsylvania, died
here this morning from apoplexy which
followed an attack of heart disease last
Wednesday.

Mr. DuPuy was a graduate of Yale
University with the class of 1908.

Prior to the entry '<e the United
States into the World War Mr. DuPuy
was one of the first to offer his sen
ices, and it i« believed that intens ve
training at Plattsburgh in 19it> and
1917 and at Fort Niagara, togetherwith other responsibilties, was instru¬
mental in undermining his nervous
s>stem which for the last few yearshad indicated the symptom-, which
culminated in Ins death.

Mr. DuPuy was prominent in ath¬
letics at Yale University. He was aWolf's Head man and a member of theDelta Kappa Epsilon fraternity. He
was also a member of the Yale and
University clubs in this city, the Na¬
tional Golf Club, Southhampton. L, I.;the Graduates' Club, at New Have::,Conn.; the Pittsburgh Golf Club, the
Allegheny Country Club, the Pitts¬
burgh Club and other social and ath¬letic organizations.

Mr. DuPuy is survived by his wife,Liiiian; a son and his father, Herbert,¦«ho is chairman of the board of di¬
rectors of the Pennsylvania Rubber
Company, all of whom live in Pitts¬burgh.
