out the country. Large jobbers are not
piacingr orders in any considerable
Quantities and the activities of the gar¬
ment trades in the silk market cover
tittle more than sample pieces.Low prices are still demanded bythose who are willing to take in goods
Wt.

Fancy Shoe Producers
Unable to Set Prices

Factories Find High Grade
Leather Scarce; Reduction»

Believed Likely
Manufacturers of high grade shoes

are having more difficulty in arrivingat, a price basis for their fall line»
than are the producers of cheaper foot-
wear. According to an official of a lead-
,ing high grade shoe making concern,!the tanners from whom top grade leath-
crs are bought are unwilling 01- un-able to quote definite prices or guar-fcnlee deliveries at present.Probably the best known tanner offine leathers in the country, still owesthis concern a considerable quantityof leather ordered nine months ago.He recently said that while he hadbeen offered tremendous quantities oflow grade hides at great concessionsha was able to purchase only small
amounts of top grade hides at anyprice. In the case of kangaroo hides,
tanners are unable to obtain them be¬
cause of the embargo placed upon¦these hides of Australian origin bythe British government. In spite of
these difficulties, however, the shoe
concern in question is preparing to
lower its prices to stir up business
for the coming season.

The committee, met yester¬
day at the offices of the Rubber Trade
Association, 44 Broad Street, to receive
the reports of auditors.
The reports have not yet been com¬

pleted, recording to an "official of the
association, and the drafting of a plan
o; actior to be submitted to the cred¬
itors is held up, pending the filing of
the reports. The recent decline in the
r.rice of crude rubber is believed to be
responsible for the company's present

Silver Decline Is Blamed
The latest bulletin of the National

Wholesale Dry Goods Association at¬
tributes the decline in cotton goods
prices, especially gray or unfinished
goods and narrow sheetings, to the de¬
cline in silver, which brought about
heavy cancellations from India. China
and other Oriental countries on a sil¬
ver monetary basis. The British cotton
goods trade was harder hit by the fall
in silver than the American trade, since
the volume of business that British
mills were doing with the Orient was
much larger than that booked by Amer¬
ican mills.

More Goods on Sale
Women's and children's dresses and

men's, women's and children's hosiery,
shirts, pajamas, neckwear, etc., from
the stocks of the Nemours Trading
Corporation have been added to the big
retail sale of shoes the concern is con-

ducting in the Grand Central Palace.
The stock, estimated to be worth S750,-
000, was acquired from manufacturers
in its trading ventures before it decid¬
ed to abandon the domestic jobbing
field.

Jewelers Hit by Ruling
Reports have been received here that

the Cuban government has increased
the ad valorem duty on jewelry enter¬
ing the island by 25 per cent. Ameri¬
can manufacturéis and wholesalers will
be hit by the advance, as they have
been doing a fairly large business with
Cuba, especially since the phenomenal
rise in sugar prices, which brought
prosperity to the sugar planters and
workers.
